
NINETEENTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Nineteenth. All of Alleghany County; all of the Cities of Bedford and Covington; part of Bedford County comprised of the Bedford Christian Church (703), Bedford County PSA (302), Goode Rescue Squad (701), Goodview Elem School (101), Hardy Fire & Rescue Bldg (102), Montvale Elem School (601), Saunders Grove Brethren Church (604), and Shady Grove Baptist Church (602) Precincts and parts of the Liberty High School (702) and Thaxton Elem School (603) Precincts; and part of Botetourt County comprised of the Amsterdam (101), Asbury (102), Blue Ridge (201), Buchanan (301), Courthouse (402), Coyner Springs (501), Eagle Rock (403), Glen Wilton (404), Mill Creek (302), Oriskany (405), Rainbow Forest (202), Roaring Run (303), Springwood (304), Town Hall (406), and Troutville (104) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Bedford County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the intersection of the Bedford County-Botetourt County boundary with the Bedford County-Roanoke County boundary

2. northeast and then southeast on the Bedford County-Botetourt County boundary to a point on McFalls Mountain due north of the Royal Ambassador Camp

3. southwest along McFalls Mountain, following the eastern boundary of census block 510190306053002, to Cobbs Gap

4. southwest along Campbell's Mountain, continuing on a series of service roads and trails and following the western boundary of census blocks 510190304011012, 510190304011014, and 510190304011098 respectively, to Murrills Gap Road (State Route 680)

5. southwest on a series of service roads and trails and following the western boundary of census blocks 510190306053119 and 510190306053111 respectively to the terminus of Cool Springs Road (State Route 692)

6. south on Cool Springs Road to Murray Hollow Road (State Route 717)
7. south and then west on Murray Hollow Road to the point it crosses an unnamed tributary that enters North Fork Goose Creek approximately 550 feet north of Otey Farm Road

8. west and then southwest on said tributary, following the southern boundary of census blocks 510190306053060 and 510190306053073 respectively, to North Fork Goose Creek
9. south on North Fork Goose Creek to Goose Creek

10. southeast on Goose Creek to a power line approximately 0.6 miles southeast of the point where Goose Creek crosses Union Church Road (State Route 755)

11. east on said power line approximately 2.0 miles to a trail, said trail being part of the southern boundary of census block 510190304021065

12. east on said trail approximately 1100 feet to the power line

13. east on said power line to Rocky Ford Road (State Route 684)
14. north on Rocky Ford Road approximately 220 feet to a private road
15. east on said private road approximately 45 feet to an unnamed trail

16. south on said unnamed trail to the power line

17. northeast on the power line approximately 1.8 miles to an unnamed road, the western boundary of census block 510190304022034, that enters Lynchburg-Salem Turnpike (United States Highways 221/460) approximately 0.1 miles east of Pearsall Drive
18. north on said road to the eastbound lanes of Lynchburg Salem Turnpike (United States Highways 221/460)

19. east on the eastbound lanes of said Turnpike approximately 300 feet to a crossover

20. north on said crossover to the westbound lanes of Lynchburg Salem Turnpike

21. east on Lynchburg Salem Turnpike to the corporate limits of the City of Bedford

22. clockwise east on said corporate limits to the point Poindexter Lane intersects the eastern corporate limits
23. southeast on Poindexter Lane to its terminus

24. south on a line to an unnamed railroad track

25. east on said railroad track approximately 2.7 miles to an unnamed stream, said stream being part of the western boundary of census block 510190304025027
26. south on said stream approximately 240 feet to a point

27. northeast on a line approximately 450 feet to the terminus of an unnamed road, said road being part of the southern boundary of census block 510190304025027

28. east on said road to Lowry Road (State Route 715)
29. north on Lowry Road approximately 60 feet to a second unnamed road, the southern boundary of census block 510190304025008
30. east on said unnamed road to its terminus

31. southeast on a line to Big Otter River at a point approximately 1.1 miles downstream from the point where Forest Road (United States Highway 221) crosses the river

32. northwest on Big Otter River to North Otter Creek

33. northwest on North Otter Creek to Oslin Creek

34. north on Oslin Creek to Lankford Mill Road (State Route 644)

35. east on Lankford Road to Old Cifax Road (State Route 644 continued)
36. northeast and then east on Old Cifax Road to Elk Creek

37. southeast, then southwest, and then south on Elk Creek to Big Otter River
38. south on Big Otter River to Falling Creek

39. southwest on Falling Creek to Falling Creek Road (State Route 714)

40. southeast and then southwest on Falling Creek Road to Pecks Road (State Route 725)

41. southwest on Pecks Road to Virginia Byway (State Highway 43), a segment of Pecks Road being mislabeled and the district boundary following the southern boundary of census block 510190302022068
42. south on Virginia Byway to Phelps Road (State Route 725)

43. west on Phelps Road to Wilson Church Road (State Route 722)

44. south on Wilson Church Road to Shingle Block Road (Virginia Highway 24)

45. west on Shingle Block Road to Rock Cliff Road (State Route 735)

46. northwest on Rock Cliff Road to Moneta Road (State Highway 122)

47. south on Moneta Road approximately 1500 feet to a point

48. northwest on a line to Mob Creek, said line running parallel to an unnamed tributary of Mob Creek and being the southwestern boundary of census block 510190304023022

49. west on Mob Creek to Goose Creek

50. northwest on Goose Creek to Dickerson Mill Road (State Route 746)

51. southwest on Dickerson Mill Road to a power line that intersects the road approximately 0.5 miles northeast of Stewartsville Road (State Highway 24)

52. northwest on said power line to Saunders Road (State Route 616)

53. south on Saunders Road to Masons Lane (State Route 616 continued)

54. southwest on Masons Lane to Stewartsville Road

55. west on Stewartsville Road to Mill Iron Road (State Route 653)

56. south on Mill Iron Road to Kates Creek

57. west, then south, and then west on Kates Creek to Beaverdam Creek

58. south on Beaverdam Creek to Smith Mountain Lake

59. southeast on the center line of Smith Mountain Lake to the Bedford County-Franklin County boundary

60. west on said boundary to its intersection with the Bedford County-Roanoke County boundary

61. north on the Bedford County-Roanoke County boundary to the Bedford County-Botetourt County boundary, the point of beginning

B. Part of Botetourt County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Lee Highway (United States Highway 11) intersects the Botetourt County-Roanoke County boundary

2. clockwise on the Botetourt County boundary respectively with Roanoke County, Craig County, Alleghany County, Rockbridge County, Bedford County, and Roanoke County a second time to a power line crossing said boundary at Ray Street

3. northeast on said power line to Cloverdale Road (United States Highway 220 Alternate)

4. north on Cloverdale Road to Coaling Road (State Route 605)

5. northeast on Coaling Road to Mountain Pass Road (State Route 652)

6. northwest on Mountain Pass Road approximately 425 feet to a point

7. northeast on a line, unidentified on census maps but as a power line in county ordinances and being the northern boundary of census blocks 510230404011099, 510230404011097, and 510230404011102 respectively, to the Blue Ridge Parkway

8. northeast on the Blue Ridge Parkway to Salt Pond Road

9. north, southwest, and then north on Salt Pond Road to Houston Mines Road (State Route 711)

10. north on Houston Mines Road to Nace Road (State Route 640)

11. north on Nace Road approximately 285 feet to a railroad, identified in county ordinances as Norfolk Southern Railway

12. southwest on the railroad to Stoney Battery Road (State Route 651)

13. southwest on Stoney Battery Road to Apple Orchard Lane (State Route 716)

14. northwest and then southwest on Apple Orchard Lane to a railroad, identified in county ordinances as Norfolk Southern Railway

15. southwest on the railroad to the corporate limits of the Town of Troutville

16. clockwise on said corporate limits to Mountain Pass Road (State Route 652)
17. southeast and then southwest on Mountain Pass Road to Humbert Road (State Route 653)

18. west on Humbert Road to Lee Highway (United States Highway 11)

19. southwest on Lee Highway to Read Mountain Road (State Route 654)

20. southeast on Read Mountain Road to a stream, unnamed on census maps by identified on other maps as Tinker Creek

21. southwest on said stream/Tinker Creek to Lee Highway (United States Highway 11)

22. southwest on Lee Highway (United States Highway 11) to the Botetourt County-Roanoke County boundary, the point of beginning
