
TWENTY-SECOND HOUSE DISTRICT

Twenty-second. Part of Bedford County comprised of the Bethesda Methodist Church (303), Body Camp Elem School (204), Chamblissburg First Aid Bldg (103), Forest Youth Athletic Assoc. (304), Huddleston Elem School (305), Knights Of Columbus Bldg (403), Moneta Elem School (203), New London Academy (301), Pleasant View (507), Saunders Vol Fire Dept (205), Staunton River High School (202), and Thomas Jefferson Elem School (402) Precincts; part of Campbell County comprised of the Airport (601), Brookville (101), Kings (602), New London (102), and Walker (201) Precincts; part of Franklin County comprised of the Bonbrook (602), Burnt Chimney (102) and Cooper’s Cove (603) Precincts; and part of the City of Lynchburg comprised of the Second Ward First Precinct (201), Second Ward Second Precinct (202), Second Ward Third Precinct (203), Third Ward First Precinct (301), Third Ward Second Precinct (302), and Third Ward Third Precinct (303) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Bedford County south of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where the Norfolk Southern Railway intersects the Bedford County-City of Lynchburg boundary, approximately 500 feet northwest of Lakeside Drive (United States 221)

2. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Cottontown Road (State Route 621)

3. northwest and then west on Cottontown Road to Ivy Creek

4. south on Ivy Creek approximately 1100 feet to a point

5. southeast on a line, the northeast boundary of census block 510190301031002, approximately 400 feet to a point

6. south on a line to the terminus of Whistling Swan Drive (State Route 1232)

7. south on Whistling Swan Drive to Another Way (State Route 1231)

8. southeast on Another Way to Lake Vista Drive (State Route 1240)

9. south on Lake Vista Drive to Spring Lake Road

10. west on Spring Lake Road to Gumtree Road (State Route 609)

11. south on Gumtree Road to Forest Road (United States Highway 221)

12. west on Forest Road to Elk Creek

13. southwest on Elk Creek to Big Otter River
14. south on Big Otter River to Falling Creek

15. southwest on Falling Creek to Falling Creek Road (State Route 714)

16. southeast and then southwest on Falling Creek Road to Pecks Road (State Route 725)

17. southwest on Pecks Road to Virginia Byway (State Highway 43), a segment of Pecks Road being mislabeled and the district boundary following the southern boundary of census block 510190302022068

18. south on Virginia Byway to Phelps Road (State Route 725)

19. west on Phelps Road to Wilson Church Road (State Route 722)

20. south on Wilson Church Road to Shingle Block Road (Virginia Highway 24)

21. west on Shingle Block Road to Rock Cliff Road (State Route 735)

22. northwest on Rock Cliff Road to Moneta Road (State Highway 122)

23. south on Moneta Road approximately 1500 feet to a point

24. northwest on a line to Mob Creek, said line running parallel to an unnamed tributary of Mob Creek and being the southwestern boundary of census block 510190304023022

25. west on Mob Creek to Goose Creek

26. northwest on Goose Creek to Dickerson Mill Road (State Route 746)

27. southwest on Dickerson Mill Road to a power line that intersects the road approximately 0.5 miles northeast of Stewartsville Road (State Highway 24)

28. northwest on said power line to Saunders Road (State Route 616)

29. south on Saunders Road to Masons Lane (State Route 616 continued)

30. southwest on Masons Lane to Stewartsville Road

31. west on Stewartsville Road to Mill Iron Road (State Route 653)

32. south on Mill Iron Road to Kates Creek

33. west, then south, and then west on Kates Creek to Beaverdam Creek

34. south on Beaverdam Creek to Smith Mountain Lake

35. southeast on the center line of Smith Mountain Lake to the Bedford County-Franklin County boundary

B. Part of Campbell County north of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Buffalo Creek intersects the Bedford County-Campbell County boundary

2. east and then northwest on Buffalo Creek to a point due south of the terminus of Cresthaven Terrace

3. north on a line to the terminus of Cresthaven Terrace

4. east on Cresthaven Terrace to Town Fork Road (State Route 623)

5. north on Town Fork Road to Alum Springs Road (State Route 858)

6. east and northeast on Alum Springs Road to New London Drive (State Route 1580)

7. northwest on New London Drive to Lynchburg Highway (United States Highway 460)

8. northeast on Lynchburg Highway to Sunburst Road (State Route 681)

9. east on Sunburst Road to Waterlick Road (State Route 622)

10. southeast on Waterlick Road to Lawyers Road (State Route 683)

11. south on a line from the Waterlick Road-Lawyers Road intersection to Flat Creek

12. northeast on Flat Creek to a tributary that enters Flat Creek approximately 1000 feet west of Wards Road (United States Highway 290), said tributary being the northern boundary of census block 510310202003056

13. east on said tributary to Wards Road

14. northwest on Wards Road to English Tavern Road (State Route 738)

15. east on English Tavern Road to Flat Creek

16. east on Flat Creek approximately 0.5 miles to a power line, said power line being the southern boundary of census block 510310202004043

17. east on said power line to Sunnymeade Road (State Route 677)

18. north and then east on Sunnymeade Road, becoming State Route 670, to Norfolk Southern Railway

19. south on Norfolk Southern Railway to Beaver Creek Crossing

20. northeast on Beaver Creek Crossing to Campbell Highway (United States 501)

21. north on Campbell Highway to Beaver Creek

22. northeast on Beaver Creek to the mouth of Little Beaver Creek

23. northwest on Beaver Creek to the James River and the Amherst County-Campbell County boundary

C. Part of Franklin County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at a point where a power line intersects the Franklin County-Roanoke County boundary north of the headwaters of Gills Creek

2. northeast on the Franklin County-Roanoke County boundary to the Bedford County-Franklin County boundary

3. southeast on the Bedford County-Franklin County boundary to a point north/northeast of the terminus of Morewood Road (State Route 616)

4. southwest on a line, being the western boundary of census block 510670203002091, to the terminus of Morewood Road

5. south on Morewood Road to Booker T. Washington Highway (State Highway 122)

6. west on Booker T. Washington Highway to Lost Mountain Road (State Route 636)
7. southwest on Lost Mountain Road to Burnt Chimney Road (State Route 670)

8. west on Burnt Chimney Road to Kingston Road (State Route 668)

9. south on Kingston Road to Three Forks Lane

10. west on Three Forks Lane to its terminus

11. west on an extension of Three Forks Lane to an unnamed tributary of Blackwater River, said extension and tributary bounding the northwest corner of census block 510670202001025

12. south on said tributary to Blackwater River

13. southwest and then northwest on Blackwater River to an unnamed tributary that joins Blackwater River north of the terminus of Beechdale Road (State Route 1035)

14. northwest on said tributary to Bonbrook Mill Road (State Route 635)

15. north on Bonbrook Mill Road to Wirtz Road (State Route 697)

16. west on Wirtz Road to Rock Lily Road (State Route 692)

17. northwest on Rock Lily Road to Taylors Road (State Route 691)

18. west on Taylors Road to Gilmer Branch Road (State Route 692 continued)

19. northwest on Gilmer Branch Road to a power line that crosses the road approximately 0.2 miles west of Misty Lane

20. north on said power line to the Franklin County-Roanoke County boundary, the point of beginning

D. Part of the City of Lynchburg east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Candlers Mountain Road intersects the Campbell County-City of Lynchburg boundary

2. north on Candlers Mountain Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway

3. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway approximately 0.4 miles to a tributary of Burton Creek

4. west on said tributary to Burton Creek

5. west on Burton Creek to Timberlake Road (United States Highway 460 Business)

6. northeast on Timberlake Road to Fort Avenue (United States Highway 460 Business continued)

7. northeast on Fort Avenue (becoming also United States Highway 29 Business) to Oakridge Boulevard

8. west on Oakridge Boulevard to Sussex Street

9. northeast on Sussex Street to its intersection with Langhorne Lane

10. northeast from said intersection on Richmond Street to Rockbridge Avenue

11. northwest on Rockbridge Avenue to Lakeside Drive

12. northeast on Lakeside Drive approximately 600 feet to a tributary of Blackwater Creek

13. west on said tributary to Blackwater Creek

14. northwest on Blackwater Creek to Langhorne Road (United States Highway 501 Business)

15. north on Langhorne Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway as shown on census maps

16. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway approximately 725 feet to an unnamed road on census maps, identified on other maps as James River Heritage Trail and as an old railroad bed and in the city ordinance as Blackwater Creek Bikeway

17. northeast and then southeast on said road to the Norfolk Southern Railway

18. north on the Norfolk Southern Railway to the James River, being the northern corporate limits of the City of Lynchburg
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
