
TWENTY-FIFTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Twenty-fifth. Part of Albemarle County comprised of the Belfield (204), Brownsville (604), Crozet (601), Ivy (301), Jack Jouett (201), and Yellow Mountain (605) Precincts and part of the East Ivy (304) Precinct; part of Augusta County comprised of the Crimora (201), Dooms (801), Fort Defiance (301), New Hope (202), Verona (103), Weyers Cave (203), and Wilson (803) Precincts and part of the Fishersville (802) Precinct; and part of Rockingham County comprised of the Bridgewater (401), Grottoes (304), Massanetta Springs (305), Montezuma (402), Mt. Crawford (403), North River (303), Ottobine (207), and Port Republic (302) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Albemarle County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point where Mechums River intersects the Albemarle County-Nelson County boundary
2. northwest on said boundary to the Albemarle County-Augusta County boundary

3. northeast on said boundary to the Albemarle County-Rockingham County boundary

4. northeast on said boundary approximately 2.1 miles to a point where an unnamed trail intersects the boundary, said trail being part of the northern boundary of census block 510030101002019

5. east and then south on said trail, following the boundary of census block 510030101002019, to Jones Run

6. east on Jones Run to Doyles River

7. southeast on Doyles River to Blackwells Hollow Road (State Route 810)

8. west on Blackwells Hollow Road to Brown's Gap Turnpike (State Route 810 continued)

9. south on Brown's Gap Turnpike to Moormans River

10. east on Moormans River to Millington Road (State Route 671)

11. southwest on Millington Road to Garth Road (State Route 614)

12. east on Garth Road to Mechums River

13. northeast on Mechums River to South Fork Rivanna River

14. east and then south on South Fork Rivanna River to South Fork Rivanna River Reservoir

15. southeast on the center line of said Reservoir to Earlysville Road (State Route 743)

16. south on Earlysville Road to Hydraulic Road (State Route 743 continued)

17. southwest on Hydraulic Road to Georgetown Road (State Route 656)

18. southwest on Georgetown Road to Barracks Road (State Route 654)

19. southeast on Barracks Road to United States Highway 29/United States Highway 250 Bypass
20. west and then south on United States Highway 29/United States Highway 250 Bypass to United States Highway 29

21. south on United States Highway 29 to Fontaine Avenue Extended (United States Highway 29 Business)

22. east on Fontaine Avenue Extended to the corporate limits of the City of Charlottesville

23. south on said corporate limits to Sunset Avenue Extended (State Route 781)

24. southwest on Sunset Avenue Extended to Interstate 64

25. west on Interstate 64 to Mechums River

26. southwest on Mechums River to the Albemarle County-Nelson County, the point of beginning

B. Part of Augusta County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning the point where Wise Hollow Road (State Route 698) intersects the Augusta County-Rockingham County boundary

2. southwest on Wise Hollow Road to Fadley Road (State Route 646)

3. south on Fadley Road to Roman Road (State Route 732)

4. southwest on Roman Road to Spring Hill Road (State Route 613)

5. southeast on Spring Hill Road to Middle River

6. southwest on Middle River to Union Church Road (State Route 732)

7. southwest on Union Church Road to Luckstone Road (State Route 728)

8. southeast on Luckstone Road to Shutterlee Mill Road (State Route 742)

9. south on Shutterlee Mill Road to Pleasant View Road (State Route 612)

10. east on Pleasant View Road to Spring Hill Road (State Route 613)

11. south on Spring Hill Road to its intersection with Berry Farm Road (State Route 626)

12. southwest on Spring Hill Road/Berry Farm Road to the corporate limits of the City of Staunton

13. clockwise on said corporate limits to an unnamed stream approximately 450 feet northeast of the southeastern corner of said corporate limits

14. southeast on said unnamed stream to Interstate 64

15. east on Interstate 64 to the corporate limits of the City of Waynesboro

16. clockwise on the corporate limits of the City of Waynesboro to the point where Interstate 64 intersects the eastern corporate limits

17. east on Interstate 64 to the Augusta County-Nelson County boundary

18. northeast on the Augusta County-Nelson County boundary to the Albemarle County-Augusta County boundary

19. northeast on the Albemarle County-Augusta County boundary to the Augusta County-Rockingham County boundary

20. northwest on the Augusta County-Rockingham County boundary to Wise Hollow Road (State Route 698, the point of beginning

C. Part of Rockingham County southwest of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Browns Gap Road intersects the Albemarle County-Rockingham County boundary

2. north and then west on Browns Gap Road to Ore Bank Road (State Route 708)

3. north on Ore Bank Road, becoming Lynnwood Road at United States Highway 340, to Lawyers Road (State Route 655)

4. southwest on Lawyers Road to Doe Hill Road (State Route 671)

5. northwest on Doe Hill Road to Port Republic Road (State Route 659)

6. north on Port Republic Road to Latimer Road (State Route 672)

7. west on Latimer Road to Mill Creek Church Road (State Route 672 continued)

8. west on Mill Creek Church Road to Williams Run Road (State Route 671)

9. northwest on Williams Run Road to Cross Keys Road (State Highway 276)

10. northeast on Cross Keys Road to Spottswood Trail (United States Highway 33)

11. northwest on Spottswood Trail to the southeast corporate limits of the City of Harrisonburg

12. clockwise on said corporate limits to the point where Interstate 81 intersects the southwest corporate limits
13. south on Interstate 81 to Cecil Wampler Road (State Route 704)

14. west on Cecil Wampler Road to South Valley Pike (United States Highway 11)

15. southwest on South Valley Pike to Oakwood Drive (State Route 704 continued)

16. northwest on Oakwood Drive to the corporate limits of the Town of Bridgewater

17. counterclockwise north and west on said corporate limits to Cannery Woods Drive (State Route 737)
18.  north on Cannery Woods Drive to the point it separates from the corporate limits
19. west on a non-visible line, the northern boundary of census block 511650115001015, to Dry River Road (State Route 738)

20. west and then north on Dry River Road to Ottobine Road (State Highway 257)

21. west and then northwest on Ottobine Road to Crystal Ridge Road (State Route 752)

22. northeast on Crystal Ridge Road to Honey Run Road (State Route 743)

23. northwest on Honey Run Road to Keller Road (State Route 752)

24. northeast on Keller Road, becoming Dry River Road and then Rushville Road, to Hinton Road (State Route 752 continued)

25. north and northeast on Hinton Road to Rawley Pike (United States Highway 33)

26. northwest on Rawley Pike to the Rockingham County-West Virginia State boundary
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
