
FIFTY-EIGHTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Fifty-eighth. All of Greene County; part of Albemarle County comprised of the Burnley (505), Earlysville (603), Free Union (602), Hollymead (503), Keswick (501), Monticello (402), Northside (106), Scottsville (401), Stone Robinson (406), and Stony Point (502) Precincts and part of the Free Bridge (504) Precinct; part of Fluvanna County comprised of the Cunningham (401), Palmyra (101), Rivanna (501), and Rivanna 2 (502) Precincts; and part of Rockingham County comprised of the Cross Keys (306), Elkton (501), McGaheysville (503), South Fork (504), and Swift Run (502) Precincts

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Albemarle County north and east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point where an unnamed trail intersects the Albemarle County-Rockingham County boundary approximately 2.1 miles northeast of the junction of the Albemarle County, Augusta County, and Rockingham County boundaries, said trail being part of the northern boundary of census block 510030101002019

2. east and then south on said trail, following the boundary of census block 510030101002019, to Jones Run

3. east on Jones Run to Doyles River

4. southeast on Doyles River to Blackwells Hollow Road (State Route 810)

5. west on Blackwells Hollow Road to Brown's Gap Turnpike (State Route 810 continued)

6. south on Brown's Gap Turnpike to Moormans River

7. east on Moormans River to Millington Road (State Route 671)

8. southwest on Millington Road to Garth Road (State Route 614)

9. east on Garth Road to Mechums River

10. northeast on Mechums River to South Fork Rivanna River
11. east and then south on South Fork Rivanna River to South Fork Rivanna River Reservoir

12. southeast and then northeast on center line of South Fork Rivanna River Reservoir to the continuation of South Fork Rivanna River

13. southeast on South Fork Rivanna River to Redbud Creek

14. east on Redbud Creek to Whites Farm Lane

15. south on Whites Farm Lane to Chestnut Ridge Road (State Route 1486)

16. south on Chestnut Ridge Road to Wild Flower Drive (State Route 1446)

17. southwest on Wild Flower Drive to Vincennes Road (State Route 1484)

18. southeast on Vincennes Road to Stony Point Road (State Highway 20)

19. southwest on Stony Point Road to Rocky Hollow Road (State Route 769)

20. southeast on Rocky Hollow Road approximately 0.6 miles to a private road, said road being part of the northern boundary of census block 510030105001032

21. northeast on said private road to a trail, also constituting part of the northern boundary of census block 510030105001032

22. east on said trail to a power line, said power line being the eastern boundary of census block 510030105001032

23. south on said power line approximately 60 feet to an unnamed stream, said stream being the northern boundary of census block 510030105002000

24. east and then southeast on said stream to its headwaters

25. south on a line, following the eastern boundary of census block 510030105002000, to the top of Trevillian Mountain

26. south on a line, following the eastern boundary of census block 510030104013042, to the headwaters of the center of three branches of a tributary of Barn Branch

27. south on said tributary to Barn Branch

28. southwest on Barn Branch to Interstate 64

29. west on Interstate 64 to the Rivanna River

30. northwest on the Rivanna River to the point where it joints the corporate limits of the City of Charlottesville

31. counterclockwise, west, on said corporate limits to Scottsville Road (State Highway 20)

32. southwest on Scottsville Road to Red Hill Road (State Route 708)
33. west on Red Hill Road to North Fork Hardware River
34. south on North Fork Hardware River to South Fork Hardware River

35. southwest on South Fork Hardware River to Eppes Creek

36. southwest on Eppes Creek to Beaver Branch

37. southwest on Beaver Branch to Plank Road (State Route 712)

38. southeast on Plank Road to Scottsville Road (State Highway 20)

39. southeast on Scottsville Road to Langhorne Road (State Route 626)

40. southwest on Langhorne Road to James River Road (State Route 627)

41. southeast on James River Road to Warren Ferry Road (State Route 627 continued)

42. south on Warren Ferry Road to its terminus

43. south on an extension of Warren Ferry Road to the north bank of the James River

44. east on said north bank approximately 350 feet to the point where Ballinger Creek empties into the James River

45. south on a straight line to the center line of the James River, being the Albemarle County-Buckingham County boundary

B. Part of Fluvanna County west of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where James Madison Highway (United States Highway 15) intersects the Fluvanna County-Louisa County boundary

2. south on James Madison Highway to Haden Martin Road (State Route 640)

3. west and then south on Haden Martin Road to West River Road (State Highway 6)

4. west on West River Road to Cunningham Road (State Route 640)

5. south and then west on Cunningham Road to its intersection with Shores Road (State Route 640 continued)

6. continuing west on Cunningham Road (State Route 897) approximately 0.3 miles to an unnamed road, the western boundary of census block 510650203002066

7. north on said unnamed road to West River Road

8. west and then southwest on West River Road to Hardware Road (State Route 646)

9. south on Hardware Road to a road just north of the intersection of Hardware Road and Pine Tree Lane, said road being shown as a continuation of Union Church Road (State Route 714) on census maps
10. east on said road to Rockfish Creek

11. southeast on Rockfish Creek to the point where it empties into the James River

12. south on a straight line across the James River at Seven Islands to the south bank of the river, being the Buckingham County-Fluvanna County boundary
C. Part of Rockingham County contained within a line described as follows;

1. Beginning at the point where Browns Gap Road intersects the Albemarle County-Rockingham County boundary

2. north and then west on Browns Gap Road to Ore Bank Road (State Route 708)

3. north on Ore Bank Road, becoming Lynnwood Road at United States Highway 340, to Lawyers Road (State Route 655)

4. southwest on Lawyers Road to Doe Hill Road (State Route 671)

5. northwest on Doe Hill Road to Port Republic Road (State Route 659)

6. north on Port Republic Road to Latimer Road (State Route 672)

7. west on Latimer Road to Mill Creek Church Road (State Route 672 continued)

8. west on Mill Creek Church Road to Williams Run Road (State Route 671)

9. northwest on Williams Run Road to Cross Keys Road (State Highway 276)

10. northeast on Cross Keys Road to Spottswood Trail (United States Highway 33)

1. southeast on Spottswood Trail to a point approximately 50 feet west of South Abby Lynn Lane
2. north on a straight line, the eastern boundary of census block 511650119001150, to Mountain Grove Road (State Route 842)

3. southeast on Mountain Grove Road to Spottswood Trail

4. east and then northeast on Spottswood Trail to East Point Road (State Route 602)

5. northeast on East Point Road to Runkles Gap Road (State Route 636)

6. northwest on Runkles Gap Road approximately 480 feet to an unnamed stream

7. northwest on said stream to Kettle View Road

8. north on Kettle View Road to Runkles Gap Road

9. northwest on Runkles Gap Road to Cub Run Road (State Route 636 continued)

10. northeast on Cub Run Road to the Page County-Rockingham County boundary

11. clockwise on the Rockingham County boundaries with Page County, Greene County, and Albemarle County respectively to Browns Gap Run, the point of beginning
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
