
SEVENTY-FOURTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Seventy-fourth. All of Charles City County; part of Henrico County comprised of the Adams (201), Antioch (501), Azalea (202), Cedar Fork (502), Chamberlayne (207), Chickahominy (503), Donahoe (504), Elko (507), Fairfield (208), Glen Lea (209), Greenwood (210), Highland Gardens (211), Highland Springs (508), Hollybrook (212), Hungary (213), Laburnum (509), Longdale (214), Maplewood (215), Nine Mile (513), Pleasants (514), Randolph (219), Wilder (222), and Yellow Tavern (223) Precincts and parts of the Belmont (203), Brookland (204), and Moody (216) Precincts; and part of the City of Richmond comprised of the 301 (301) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Henrico County contained within a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning at the intersection of the Henrico County—New Kent County—Charles City County boundaries: 

2. clockwise southwest on the Henrico County—Charles City County boundary to Charles City Road  (County Road 600) 

3. west on Charles City Road to Elko Road (State Route 156) 

4. north on Elko Road to Hines Road 

5. west .87 miles on Hines Road to an unnamed stream 

6. north .58 miles on the unnamed stream to an unnamed lake and a point .28 miles south of the CSX Railroad 

7. west through the lake to White Oak Swamp Creek 

8. northwest on White Oak Swamp Creek and its continuation as an unnamed stream, crossing north of the CSX Railroad twice and crossing I-295, to Beulah Road 

9. north on Beulah Road to Treva Road 

10. east on Treva Road to Seabury Avenue 

11. north on Seabury Avenue to East Huntsman Road 

12. west on East Huntsman Road to Sandston Avenue 

13. north on Sandston Avenue to East Williamsburg Road (State Routes 33 and 156) 

14. west on East Williamsburg Road to East Nine Mile Road (State Route 33)
15. north on East Nine Mile Road to Howard Street 

16. northeast on Howard Street to Seven Pines Avenue 

17. northwest on Seven Pines Avenue to Defense Avenue 

18. northeast, northwest, and southwest on Defense Avenue to Algiers Drive 

19. north and west on Algiers Drive to Bond Street 

20. south on Bond Street to East Nine Mile Road 

21. northwest on East Nine Mile Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

22. west on the Norfolk Southern Railway to South Airport Drive (State Route 156)
23. south on South Airport Drive to Williamsburg Road (U.S. Highway 60) 

24. southwest .52 miles on Williamsburg Road to a point just west of the Williamsburg Road/Sanburne Parkway intersection and an unnamed legal boundary (the western boundary of Sandston (087) Precinct and census block 510879801001002) 

25. southeast on the unnamed legal boundary to South Airport Drive 

26. south on South Airport Drive to Charles City Road 

27. northwest on Charles City Road to Williamsburg Road (U.S. Highway 60) 

28. east on Williamsburg Road to Millers Lane 

29. north on Millers Lane and its extension to I-64 

30. west on I-64 to Masonic Lane 

31. north on Masonic Lane to 8th Street 

32. east on 8th Street to Grayfox Drive 

33. south on Grayfox Drive to Foxfire Lane 

34. east on Foxfire Lane to Foxpaw Drive 

35. north on Foxpaw drive to 8th Street 

36. east on 8th Street to North Foxhill Road 

37. north on North Foxhill Road to 3rd Street 

38. west on 3rd Street to Marlin Drive 

39. north on Marlin Drive to Nine Mile Road (State Route 33) 

40. northeast on Nine Mile Road to North Laburnum Avenue (State Route 197) 

41. northwest on North and then East Laburnum Avenue, crossing Mechanicsville Pike, to the CSX Railroad 

42. south .35 miles on the CSX Railroad to the Henrico County—City of Richmond boundary 

43. northwest on the Henrico County—City of Richmond boundary to Dumbarton Road 

44. northwest .37 miles on Dumbarton Road to its intersection with a stream, said stream being unnamed on census maps but identified as North Run on topological maps
45. north with the meanders of said stream, crossing Hilliard Road and Lakeside Avenue to Lakeside Lake 

46. northwest on the northern shoreline of Lakeside Lake to its northern end and the continuation of the stream
47. north with the meanders of the stream, east of the ends of Boxwood Place and Rambler Drive, to East Parham Road (State Route 73) 

48. west on East Parham Road to the extension from Lexy Court 

49. north on the extension and Lexy Court to Hungary Road 

50. west on Hungary Road to Nandina Drive 

51. north on Nandina Drive to Bandera Drive 

52. northeast on Bandera Drive to Electra Lane 

53. northwest on Electra Lane to Aeronca Avenue 

54. southwest on Aeronca Avenue to Durango Drive 

55. north on Durango Drive to Navion Street 

56. southwest on Navion Street to Woodman Road 

57. northeast on Woodman Road to Mountain Road (State Route 157) 

58. west on Mountain Road to North Run 

59. north .63 on North Run and a northwest extension of .18 miles from North Run to I-295

60. southeast on I-295 to Woodman Road 

61. north on Woodman Road to Greenwood Road 

62. southeast on Greenwood Road to Winfrey Road 

63. north on Winfrey Road and its extension to the Chickahominy River and the Henrico County—Hanover County boundary 

64. southeast on the Henrico County—Hanover County boundary to the Henrico County—New Kent County boundary 

65. southeast on the Henrico County—New Kent County boundary to the intersection of the Henrico County—New Kent County—Charles City County boundaries and the beginning point. 

B. Part of the City of Richmond lying east and north of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the City of Richmond—Henrico County boundary and its intersection with Chamberlayne Avenue (U.S. Highways 1 and 301): 

2. south on Chamberlayne Avenue to West Laburnum Avenue (State Route 197) 

3. east on West Laburnum Avenue to the City of Richmond—Henrico County boundary and the ending point.
