
SEVENTY-SIXTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Seventy-sixth. Part of the City of Chesapeake comprised of the Bailey Creek (038), Churchland (004), Deep Creek (006), E. W. Chittum School (020), Fellowship (021), John T. West (041), Jolliff One (019), Nansemond (044), and Silverwood (027) Precincts; and part of the City of Suffolk comprised of the Airport (401), Bennetts Creek (104), Chuckatuck (202), Cypress Chapel (303), Driver (102), Ebenezer (201), Elephants Fork/Westhaven (603), Kilby's Mill (501), King's Fork (203), Lake Cohoon (504), and Nansemond River (703) Precincts and parts of the John F. Kennedy (302) and Lakeside (601) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part 1 of the City of Chesapeake contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary and its intersection with the CSX Railroad at a point .06 miles south of the intersection of Pughsville Road with the boundary:   

2. clockwise east on the CSX Railroad to the Norfolk Southern Railway 
3. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railroad to the City of Chesapeake—City of Portsmouth boundary 
4. south on the City of Chesapeake—City of Portsmouth boundary to Bailey Creek 
5. south on Bailey Creek to Goose Creek 

6. west with the meanders of Goose Creek to Joliff Road (State Route 191) 

7. southeast on Joliff Road to Airline Boulevard [note: one departure from Airline Boulevard on a ramp and unnamed political boundary (eastern boundary of census block 515500215011017) affecting no population] 

8. southeast on Airline Boulevard to I-664 

9. east on I-664 to the CSX Railroad 
10. west on the CSX Railroad to Snowden Street 

11. north on Snowden Street to West Military Highway (U.S. Highways 13 and 58) 

12. southwest on West Military Highway to the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary 
13. north on the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary to its intersection with the CSX Railroad at a point .06 miles south of the intersection of Pughsville Road with the boundary, the beginning point. 

B. Part 2 of the City of Chesapeake contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary in Hampton Roads and its intersection with the Norfolk Southern Railway:  

2. clockwise east on the Norfolk Southern Railway to I-64 
3. southeast on I-64 to George Washington Highway North (U.S. Highway 17) 

4. south on George Washington Highway North to George Washington Highway South  

5. east on George Washington Highway South to Cedar Road 

6. east on Cedar Road to Shipyard Road 

7. north on Shipyard Road to Moses Grandy Trail (State Route 165) 

8. east and southeast on Moses Grandy Trail to Cedar Road 

9. southwest and west on Cedar Road to Lindsay Canal 

10. southwest and south on Lindsay Canal to Dominion Boulevard South (State Route 104) 

11. southwest on Dominion Boulevard South to George Washington Highway South/Dismal Swamp Canal Trail (U.S. Highway 17) 

12. south on George Washington Highway South/Dismal Swamp Canal Trail to the City of Chesapeake—North Carolina boundary 

13. west on the City of Chesapeake—North Carolina boundary to the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary 

14. north on the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary to its intersection with the Norfolk Southern Railway, the beginning point.  
C. Part of the City of Suffolk contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Suffolk—City of Newport News boundary in Hampton Roads and its intersection with I-664:

2. clockwise south on I-664 to Bridge Road (U.S. Highway 17) 

3. west on Bridge Road to Shoulders Hill Road (State Route 626) 

4. south on Shoulders Hill Road to Bob White Lane 

5. west on Bob White Lane to Fennell Lane 

6. northwest and north on Fennell Lane and its extension to Deanes Branch 

7. northwest on Deanes Branch to Bennett Creek 

8. south on Bennett Creek to Nansemond Parkway (State Route 337) 

9. east on Nansemond Parkway to the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary 

10. south on the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary to Portsmouth Boulevard (U.S. Highways 13, 58, and 460) 

11. southwest on Portsmouth Boulevard to the Suffolk Northern Bypass (U.S. Highways 13, 58, and 460) 

12. northwest on the Suffolk Northern Bypass to a point just south of the Suffolk Northern Bypass/Nansemond Parkway intersection and a bike trail (abandoned Norfolk, Franklin, and Danville Railroad) 

13. southwest on the bike trail to Prospect Road 

14. south on Prospect Road to Portsmouth Boulevard (U.S. Highways 58 and 460 Business) 

15. southwest on Portsmouth Boulevard and crossing Shingle Creek to the Norfolk, Franklin, and Danville Railroad track 

16. south .05 miles on the Railroad track to the CSX Railroad 

17. southwest on the CSX Railroad to Moore Avenue  

18. north on Moore Avenue to East Pinner Street 

19. northeast on East Pinner Street to East Constance Road (U.S. Highways 58 and 460 Business) 

20. west on East Constance Road to Elizabeth Street 

21. north on Elizabeth Street to Oak Island Drive 

22. northeast .04 miles on Oak Island Drive to an unnamed road 

23. north and east .08 miles on the unnamed road (the western boundary of census block 518000652001021) to Shingle Creek 

24. west on Shingle Creek to the Nansemond River 

25. southwest on the Nansemond River to North Main Street (U.S. Highway 460 Business and State Routes 10 and 32) 

26. south on North Main Street to the CSX Railroad 

27. west on the CSX Railroad to an extension north to the Railroad from North Street 

28. south on the extension and North Street to Market Street 

29. west on Market Street to Wellons Street 

30. south on Wellons Street to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

31. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Lake Kilby 

32. southwest on Lake Kilby, crossing U.S. Highway 13, to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

33. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway to an unnamed road linking the Railway to Benton Road 

34. south on the unnamed road (northeastern boundary of census block 518000757012026) to Benton Road 

35. southeast on Benton Road to Carolina Road (U.S. Highway 13 and State Route 32) 

36. north .06 miles on Carolina Road to a railroad spur running parallel to and south of Old Dill Road 

37. east .62 miles on the railroad spur, crossing Shingle Creek, to a railway track 

38. southwest on the railroad track running east of the Suffolk Municipal Airport to Meadow Country Road (State Route 705) 

39. east on Meadow Country Road to Hosier Road (State Route 604) 

40. south on Hosier Road to Badger Road

41. east on Badger Road to White Marsh Road (State Route 642) 

42. south on White Marsh Road to Washington Ditch 

43. southeast on Washington Ditch to the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary 

44. south on the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary to the City of Suffolk—North Carolina boundary 

45. west on the City of Suffolk—North Carolina boundary to Desert Road (State Route 604) 

46. north on Desert Road to Deer Forest Road (State Route 678) 

47. west on Deer Forest Road to Carolina Road (State Route 32) 

48. north on Carolina Road to Cypress Chapel Road (State Route 675) 

49. west on Cypress Chapel Road to the CSX Railroad 

50. northeast on the CSX Railroad to Airport Road (State Route 646) 

51. north on Airport Road to Copeland Road (State Route 647) 

52. northwest on Copeland Road to Whaleyville Boulevard (U.S. Highway 13) 

53. southwest on Whaleyville Boulevard to Cypress Swamp 

54. northwest on Cypress Swamp to North Liberty Spring Road 

55. northwest on North Liberty Spring Road to Copeland Road (State Route 647) 

56. northwest on Copeland Road to Lummis Road (State Route 649)

57. north on Lummis Road to Holland Road (U.S. Highway 58) 

58. southwest on Holland Road to Chappell Drive (State Route 647) 

59. northwest on Chappell Drive to Buckhorn Drive (State Route 610)

60. northwest on  Buckhorn Drive to the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight County  boundary 

61. northeast on the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight County boundary to the intersection of the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight County—City of Newport News boundaries in Hampton Roads  

62. east on the City of Suffolk—City of Newport News boundary in Hampton Roads to I-664, the beginning point. 
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
