
EIGHTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Eighth. All of Craig County; all of the City of Salem; part of Montgomery County comprised of the A-1 (101), B-2 (202), C-1 (301), C-3 (303), and C-4 (304) Precincts; and part of Roanoke County comprised of the Bennett Springs (107), Bent Mountain (301), Castle Rock (305), Catawba (101), Cave Spring (503), Cotton Hill (501), Glenvar (103), Green Hill (106), Mason Valley (102), Oak Grove (304), Poages Mill (302), and Wildwood (108) Precincts and part of the Penn Forest (502) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Montgomery County east of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where United States Highway 460 intersects the Giles County-Montgomery County boundary

2. east on United States Highway 460 to Bishop Road (State Route 648)

3. east on Bishop Road to Mount Tabor Road (State Route 624)

4. southwest on Mount Tabor Road to Happy Hollow Road (State Route 815)

5. southeast on Happy Hollow Road to the point it crosses Indian Run

6. east on Indian Run to North Fork of the Roanoke River

7. south on the North Fork Roanoke River approximately 1.1 miles to an unnamed tributary, said tributary being the northern boundary of census blocks 511210213001051 and 511210213001052

8. east on said tributary to its headwaters

9. continuing east on a straight line to the Paris Mountain ridge line

10. southeast on the Paris Mountain ridge line to Paris Mountain Road (State Route 683)

11. east on Paris Mountain Road approximately 0.75 miles to a jeep trail, said trail being the eastern boundary of census block 511210213001051

12. south on said jeep trail to an unnamed road at Taylor Hollow

13. east on said unnamed road to Meredith Road

14. south on Meredith Road to the point it crosses an unnamed tributary, being the southwest boundary of census block 511210213001057

15. south on said tributary to the North Fork Roanoke River

16. southwest on the North Fork Roanoke River to Falls Hollow

17. southeast, then south, and then east on Falls Hollow to the point it crosses an unnamed vehicular trail, said trail being part of the southern boundary of census block 511210213002106

18. east on said trail to an unnamed road, also par of the southern boundary of census block 511210213002106

19. northeast on said unnamed road to Friendship Road (State Route 636)

20. southeast on Friendship Road to Interstate 81

21. southwest on Interstate 81 to the Norfolk Southern Railway

22. west on the Norfolk Southern Railway to United States Highway 460

23. northwest on United States Highway 460 to North Franklin Street (United States Highway 460 Business)

24. north on North Franklin Street to Peppers Ferry Road (State Highway 114)

25. west on Peppers Ferry Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway

26. south and then east on the Norfolk Southern Railway to North Franklin Street (United States 460 Business)

27. south and then southeast on North Franklin Street to South Franklin Street

28. continuing southeast on South Franklin Street to Interstate 81

29. east on Interstate 81 to Roanoke Street (United States Highways 11/460)

30. east and then northeast on Roanoke Street, becoming Roanoke Road, to Poplar Hollow Road (State Route 706)

31. south on Poplar Hollow Road to its terminus in a private road

32. south on a line, said line being the eastern boundary of census block 511210214003098, approximately 1375 feet to a point

33. southwest on a line, said line being the southern boundary of census blocks 511210214003098, 511210214004047, and 511210214004046, to a point on Georges Run Road (State Route 638) where the road turns in a southeastern direction

34. west and then south on Georges Run Road to Mount Pleasant Road (State Route 638)

35. south on Mount Pleasant Road to Split Rail Road (State Route 675)

36. west on Split Rail Road approximately 20 feet to Cooks Branch

37. south on Cooks Branch to Elliott Creek

38. east on Elliott Creek to a power line, said power line being the northeastern boundary of census blocks 511210214004050 and 511210214004073

39. southwest on said power line approximately 2.3 miles to Rocky Branch

40. south and then east on Rocky Branch to an unnamed tributary, said tributary being the eastern boundary of census block 511210214004074

41. north on said tributary to an unnamed trail, part of the northern boundary of census block 511210214004085

42. east on said unnamed trail to a private road, also the northern boundary of census blocks 511210214004075 and  511210214004085

43. east on said private road to Fishers View Road (State Route 609)

44. east on Fishers View Road approximately 0.5 miles to a private road, part of the northern boundary of census block 511210214004068

45. east on said private road approximately 650 feet to a point

46. east on a line, part of the northern boundary of census block 511210214004068, approximately 1.0 miles down Fishers View Mountain to the Floyd County-Montgomery County boundary at Bishop Hollow

B. Part of Roanoke County west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Interstate 81 intersects the Botetourt County-Roanoke County boundary

2. southwest on Interstate 81 to Loch Haven Lake Drive

3. northwest on Loch Haven Lake Drive to Timberview Road (State Route 1404)

4. southwest on Timberview Road approximately 1.1 miles to a point

5. northwest on a straight line, following the northeast boundaries of census blocks 511160301001077 and 511160301001044, to the top of the Brushy Mountain ridge line

6. southwest on the Brushy Mountain ridge line approximately 1.3 miles to a point

7. west on a straight line approximately 700 feet to Catawba Valley Drive (State Highway 311)

8. south on Catawba Valley Drive approximately 175 feet to a power line

9. west and then southwest on said power line, being the southern boundary of census block 511160303004018, approximately 2.1 miles to a stream, unnamed on census maps but identified in local ordinances as the east fork of Dry Creek

10. south on said stream to the northern corporate limits of the City of Salem

11. clockwise east, south, and then west on said corporate limits to the point where Electric Road (State Highway 419) intersects said corporate limits, Electric Road also being the western corporate limit of the City of Roanoke
12. south, then southeast, and then east on Electric Road to Brambleton Avenue (United States Highway 221)
13. south on Brambleton Avenue to Colonial Avenue

14. east on Colonial Avenue to Penn Forest Boulevard (State Route 687)

15. east on Penn Forest Boulevard to Starkey Road (State Route 604)

16. south on Starkey Road to Benois Road

17. west on Benois Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway

18. south on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Starkey Road

19. southwest on Starkey Road to Merriman Road (State Route 613)

20. south on Merriman Road (identified for the final 0.1 mile as Token Road on census maps) to the Franklin County-Roanoke County boundary
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
