
EIGHTY-SIXTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Eighty-sixth. Part of Fairfax County comprised of the Clearview (321), Coppermine (239), Floris (203), Fox Mill (229), Herndon #1 (319), Herndon #2 (320), Herndon #3 (324), Hutchison (325), Stuart (236), and Sugarland (327) Precincts and parts of the Franklin (905), Kinross (908), and Lees Corner West (927) Precincts; and part of Loudoun County comprised of the Forest Grove (705) and Sully (701) Precincts and part of the Park View (702) Precinct.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Fairfax County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Lee Jackson Memorial Highway (United States Highway 50) intersects the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary

2. northeast on said boundary to Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7)

3. southeast on Leesburg Pike to Sugarland Road (State Route 604)

4. southwest on Sugarland Road to Shaker Woods Road (State Route 680)

5. south on Shaker Woods Road to a point where an extension of Stuart Road (State Route 680 continued) north across the Fairfax County Parkway would intersect Shaker Woods Road

6. south on said extension to Stuart Road

7. south on Stuart Road to Fairfax County Parkway (County Road 7100)

8. south and then southwest on Fairfax County Parkway to the point it becomes part of the eastern corporate limits of the Town of Herndon

9. southwest on said eastern corporate limits and Fairfax County Parkway to the point where said limits and Parkway diverge

10. southwest on said eastern corporate limits to the southeastern corner of the corporate limits

11. southwest in a straight line on an extension of said eastern corporate limits to the Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road (State Highway 267)

12. west on the Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road to the Virginia Power Easement approximately 785 feet west of the intersection of the western lane of Monroe Street (State Route 666) with said Toll Road
13. southwest on the Virginia Power Easement, also the eastern boundary of census blocks 510594811011009, 510594811011006, and 510594811011001 in order, to Sunrise Valley Drive at a point approximately 80 feet east of the intersection of Sunrise Valley Drive and Elm Street Drive
14. southwest on Sunrise Valley Drive to Fox Mill Road (State Route 665)

15. northwest on Fox Mill Road to Centreville Road (State Route 657)

16. south on Centreville Road to West Ox Road (State Route 608)

17. southeast on West Ox Road to Monroe Street (State Route 666)

18. northeast on Monroe Street to Monroe Manor Drive

19. southeast on Monroe Manor Drive to a non-visible feature identified as a pipeline on topological maps and in local ordinances
20. northeast on said feature/pipeline, also being the southeast boundary of census block 510594811053004, to Fox Mill Road
21. southeast on Fox Mill Road to Reston Parkway (State Route 602)

22. southwest on Reston Parkway to McLearen Road

23. east on McLearen Road to Fox Mill Road

24. southeast on Fox Mill Road to Folkstone Drive

25. west on Folkstone Drive to West Ox Road (State Route 608)
26. northwest on West Ox Road to Fairfax County Parkway (County Road 7100)

27. southwest on Fairfax County Parkway to Franklin Farm Road

28. west on Franklin Farm Road to Stone Heather Drive

29. north on Stone Heather Drive to Elevation Lane

30. west and then north on Elevation Lane to Old Dairy Road

31. southwest on Old Dairy Road to Lees Corner Road

32. south on Lees Corner Road to Lee Jackson Memorial Highway

33. west on Lee Jackson Memorial Highway to the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary, the point of beginning

B. Part of Loudoun County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where the Washington and Old Dominion Bike Trail intersect the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary
2. northwest on the Washington and Old Dominion Bike Trail to Brixton Court

3. east and then southeast on Brixton Court to South Greenhorn Avenue

4. south on South Greenthorn Avenue to West Greenthorn Avenue

5. southeast on West Greenthorn Avenue to South Sterling Boulevard (State Route 846)

6. northeast on South Sterling Boulevard and continuing on North Sterling Boulevard to East Juniper Avenue

7. southeast and then south on East Juniper Avenue to Oaktree Lane

8. southeast on Oaktree Lane to East Church Road (State Route 625)

9. northeast on East Church Road to Sugarland Road (State Route 604)

10. southeast on Sugarland Road to the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary

11. southwest on said boundary to the Washington and Old Dominion Bike Trail, the point of beginning
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
