
NINETY-SECOND HOUSE DISTRICT

Ninety-second. Part of the City of Hampton comprised of the Aberdeen (101), Armstrong (106), Bassette (102), City Hall (103), Cooper (104), East Hampton (105), Forrest (204), Hampton Library (111), Jones (116), Kecoughtan (117), Kraft (208), Lindsay (107), Mallory (118), Phenix (109), Smith (112), Thomas (108), Tyler (215), and Wythe (115) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

Part of the City of Hampton contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Hampton—City of Newport News boundary and its intersection with West Weaver Road:

2. clockwise east on West Weaver Road to Martha Lee Drive 

3. north on Martha Lee Drive to Roberta Drive 

4. east on Roberta Drive to Big Bethel Road (State Route 600) 

5. north on Big Bethel Road to I-64 

6. southeast on I-64 to Magruder Boulevard (State Route 134)
7. north on Magruder Boulevard to Nettles Lane 

8. east on Nettles Lane to North Armistead Avenue 

9. south on North Armistead Avenue to West Mercury Boulevard (U.S. Highway 258) 

10. east on West Mercury Boulevard to Seldendale Drive 

11. north on Seldendale Drive to its northernmost point 

12. north in a straight line (eastern boundary of census block 516500107012012) to the Southwest Branch of Back River 

13. north on the Southwest Branch of Back River (western boundaries of census blocks 516500107012010 and -1024) to a point where an extension of Eagle Point Road would intersect the center line of the River 

14. northeast on its extension and Eagle Point Road to West Gilbert Street  

15. southeast on West Gilbert Street to Mockingbird Lane 

16. northeast on Mockingbird Lane to Bailey Park Drive 

17. southeast on Bailey Park Drive to West Gilbert Street 

18. southeast on West Gilbert Street to Roane Drive 

19. south and then west on Roane Drive to Salem Street 

20. south on Salem Street to West Mercury Boulevard (U.S. Highway 258) 

21. east on West Mercury Boulevard and then East Mercury Boulevard to the Hampton River 

22. northeast on the Hampton River to an unnamed tributary of the River flowing into the River from the east and lying parallel to and between Woodside Drive and Elizabeth Lake Drive  

23. east on the tributary of the Hampton River to Woodland Road 

24. north on Woodland Road to Fox Hill Road (State Route 169) 

25. east on Fox Hill Road to Old Buckroe Road (State Route 169) 
26. south on Old Buckroe Road to Andrews Boulevard 

27. west on Andrews Boulevard to Boykin Lane 

28. south on Boykin Lane to Old Buckroe Road  

29. southwest on Old Buckroe Road to Buckroe Avenue 

30. east on Buckroe Avenue to Atlantic Avenue 

31. southeast on Atlantic Avenue to East Pembroke Avenue (State Route 351) 

32. west on East Pembroke Avenue to Old Buckroe Road 

33. southwest on Old Buckroe Road to West Sherwood Avenue 

34. southeast on West Sherwood Avenue to the North Mallory Street ramp 

35. southwest on the ramp, crossing West Hygeia Avenue, and on the extension from the ramp to North Mallory Street (State Route 169) 

36. southwest on North Mallory Street and South Mallory Street, crossing I-64, to Strawberry Banks Boulevard 

37. north 33 feet on Strawberry Banks Boulevard to Johns Creek (eastern and western boundary of census block 516500113002049) 
38. southwest on Johns Creek to the Hampton River and the southern boundary of the City of Hampton 

39. southwest and along the southern boundary of the City of Hampton to the City of Hampton—City of Newport News boundary 

40. north on the City of Hampton—City of Newport News boundary to West Weaver Road, the beginning point. 
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
