
NINETY-SIXTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Ninety-sixth. Part of James City County comprised of the Berkeley A Part 1 (101), Berkeley B Part 1 (1021), Berkeley B Part 2 (1022), Berkeley C (103), Powhatan A (301), Powhatan B (302), Powhatan C (303), Powhatan D (304), Stonehouse A (401), Stonehouse B (402), and Stonehouse C (403) Precincts; and part of York County comprised of the Dare (402), Harris Grove (302), Magruder (104), Queens Lake (101), Seaford (301), Waller Mill (103), and Yorktown (102) Precincts and part of the Edgehill

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of James City County north and west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point where an extension of a stream, said stream constituting the western boundary of census block 510950803042009 and identified in the county ordinance as Shellbank Creek, would intersect the center line of the James River

2. north on said extended line to Shellbank Creek

3. northeast on Shellbank Creek to John Tyler Highway (State Highway 5)

4. east on John Tyler Highway to Greensprings Road (State Route 614)

5. southeast on Greensprings Road to Jamestown Road (State Highway 31)

6. northeast on Jamestown Road to Sandy Bay Road (State Route 681)

7. north on Sandy Bay Road to Ironbound Road (State Route 615)

8. north on Ironbound Road to Hickory Signpost Road (State Route 629)

9. east on Hickory Signpost Road to Mill Creek

10. north on Mill Creek to State Highway 1999

11. north on State Highway 199 to a point approximately 175 feet southeast of its intersection with Monticello Avenue

12. northwest approximately 425 feet on a straight line, part of the southeastern boundary of census block 510950802021015, to the terminus of an unnamed road

13. northeast on said unnamed road, also part of the southeastern boundary of census block 510950802021015, to Ironbound Road (State Route 615)

14. east on Ironbound Road to the James City County-City of Williamsburg boundary

15. clockwise on the James City County-City of Williamsburg boundary to the James City County-York County boundary

B. Part of York County north and west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Crawford Road (State Route 637) intersects the York County-City of Newport News boundary

2. southeast on Crawford Road to an unnamed road at a point approximately 250 feet east of the intersection of Tower Lane and Crawford Road, said road being the western boundary of census block 511990505003035

3. south approximately 800 feet and then southeast approximately 0.6 miles on said unnamed road to a non-visible property boundary, unidentified on census maps but identified as the boundary of Colonial National Historical Park on topological maps and constituting the northwest boundary of census block 511990505003032

4. northeast on said property boundary to a tributary of Beaverdam Creek, said tributary being the northern and eastern boundaries of census block 511990505003032

5. southeast on said tributary to Beaverdam Creek

6. south on Beaverdam Creek to a non-visible property boundary, unidentified on census maps but identified as the boundary of Colonial National Historical Park on topological maps and constituting the southern boundary of census block 511990505003040

7. east and then northeast on said property boundary, following the southern and southeastern boundaries of census blocks 511990505003040 and 511990505003041 respectively, to York Warwick Drive

8. southeast and then northeast on York Warwick Drive to Cockletown Road

9. southeast and then northeast on Cockletown Road to George Washington Memorial Highway (United States Highway 17)

10. southeast on George Washington Memorial Highway to Denbigh Boulevard (State Highway 173)

11. southwest on Denbigh Boulevard to the Poquoson River

12. south on the Poquoson River to Oriana Road (State Route 620)

13. east on Oriana Road to its intersection with George Washington Memorial Highway and Lakeside Drive (State Route 620 continued)

14. continuing northeast on Lakeside Drive to Dare Road (State Route 621)

15. east on Dare Road approximately 475 feet to an unnamed tributary at the headwaters of Patrick Creek, said tributary being the eastern block boundary of census block 511990503041057

16. south on said tributary to Patrick Creek

17. southeast on Patrick Creek to the center line of the Poquoson River

18. northeast on the Poquoson River to the York County-City of Poquoson boundary
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
