
FOURTEENTH SENATE DISTRICT 

Fourteenth. Part of Isle of Wight County comprised of the Carrsville (503), Walters (501), and Zuni (504) Precincts and part of the Windsor (402) Precinct; part of Southampton County comprised of the Berlin (101), Hunterdale (501), Ivor (102), and Sedley (602) Precincts; part of the City of Chesapeake comprised of the Bailey Creek (038), Bells Mill (009), Bells Mill II (046), Bethel (002), Bridgetown (037), Churchland (004), Coopers Way (051), Deep Creek (006), E. W. Chittum School (020), Fellowship (021), Grassfield (014), Great Bridge (001), Great Bridge Baptist Church (036), Green Sea (047), Greenbrier (007), Hickory Grove (016), Hickory Middle School (034), Indian Creek (017), John T. West (041), Jolliff One (019), Lake Drummond (039), Pleasant Crossing (043), Shipyard Road (052), Sunray I (028), and Waterway (049) Precincts and parts of the Oak Grove (023), Silverwood (027), and Sunray II (045) Precincts; part of the City of Franklin comprised of the Precinct 1-1 (101) and Precinct 2-1 (201) Precincts; part of the City of Portsmouth comprised of the Twenty-Nine (029), Thirty (030), Thirty-Two (032), and Thirty-Three (033) Precincts; part of the City of Suffolk comprised of the Airport (401), Cypress Chapel (303), Holland (502), Holy Neck (503), Kilby's Mill (501), Lake Cohoon (504), Lakeside (601), and Whaleyville (402) Precincts and parts of the Elephants Fork/Westhaven (603) and King's Fork (203) Precincts; and part of the City of Virginia Beach comprised of the Bellamy (043), Blackwater (034), Creeds (032), Cromwell (054), Glenwood (058), Hillcrest (087), Indian Lakes (078), North Landing (088), Rosemont Forest (064), and Round Hill (071) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Isle of Wight County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Isle of Wight County—Southampton County boundary and its intersection with Broadwater Road (State Route 620):

2. clockwise northeast on Broadwater Road to Beale Place Drive (State Route 646) 

3. southeast on Beale Place Drive to Whispering Pines Trail (State Route 650) 

4. northeast on Whispering Pines Trail to Central Hill Road (State Route 637) 

5. east on Central Hill Road to Pope Swamp Trail (State Route 647) 

6. south on Pope Swamp Trail to Fire Tower Road (State Route 644) 

7. southwest on Fire Tower Road to Garrison Drive (State Route 646) 

8. south on Garrison Drive to Tar Road (State Route 645) 

9. southeast on Tar Road to Courthouse Highway (U.S. Highway 258) 

10. south on Courthouse Highway to Clydesdale Drive 

11. southwest on Clydesdale Drive to Cut Thru Road (State Route 638)

12. east on Cut Thru Road to Courthouse Highway (U.S. Highway 258) 

13. south on Courthouse Highway to Twin Ponds Drive in the town of Windsor 

14. east on Twin Ponds Drive and southeast .08 miles on its extension to the eastern boundary of the town of Windsor 

15. east .13 miles on the town boundary to an unnamed stream 

16. northeast .22 miles and then east .29 miles on the unnamed stream (northern boundary of census block 510932803002090) to Deer Path Trail (State Route 600) 

17. south on Deer Path Trail into the town of Windsor to Shiloh Drive (State Rout 603) 

18. west on Shiloh Drive and its continuation as Church Street to Roberts Avenue 

19. south on Roberts Avenue to East Windsor Boulevard (U.S. Highway 460) 

20. southeast on East Windsor Boulevard and its continuation as Windsor Boulevard, out of the town of Windsor, to the Isle of Wight—City of Suffolk boundary 

21. southwest on the Isle of Wight—City of Suffolk boundary to Jenkins Mill Road (State Route 615) 

22. north on Jenkins Mill Road to Carrsville Highway (U.S. Highway 58 Business) 

23. southwest on Carrsville Highway to Walters Highway (U.S. Highway 258) 

24. north on Walters Highway to Joyners Bridge Road (State Route 611) 

25. west on Joyners Bridge Road to the Isle of Wight County—Southampton County boundary 

26. north on the Isle of Wight County—Southampton County boundary to the Isle of Wight County—Southampton County boundary at its intersection with Broadwater Road (State Route 620), the beginning point. 

B  Part of Southampton County lying east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Southampton County—Sussex County boundary at its intersection with Barretts Church Road (State Route 605):

2. east on Barretts Church Road to Wakefield Road (State Route 628): 

3. north on Wakefield Road to Millfield Road (State Route 605):

4. east on Millfield Road to Skyline Drive (State Route 633):

5. south on Skyline Drive to Berlin Dory Road (State Route 626): 

6. east on Berlin Dory Road to Ivor Road (State Route 616): 

7. south on Ivor Road to Cottage Hill Road (State Route 641): 

8. southeast on Cottage Hill Road to Unity Road (State Route 603): 

9. west 1.8 miles on Unity Road to an unnamed vehicular trail 

10. southeast 1.5 miles on the unnamed vehicular trail (eastern boundary of census block 511752001002042) to Vicksville Road  (State Route 645) 

11. west on Vicksville Road to Darden Scout Road (State Route 643) 

12. south on Darden Scout Road [note: census maps show a break in Darden Scott Road with one segment shown as an unnamed legal boundary, but other maps show the Road continuing in tact] (eastern boundary of census block 511752004001028)  to Governor Darden Road (State Route 646) 

13. east on Governor Darden Road to Bethel Road (State Route 643) 

14. south on Bethel Road to Storys Station Road (State Route 611) 

15. southwest on Storys Station Road to Southampton Parkway (U.S. Highway 58) 

16. east on Southampton Parkway to Camp Parkway (U.S. Highway 58) 

17. northeast and east on Camp Parkway to the Southampton County—City of Franklin boundary, the ending point.

C  Part of the City of Chesapeake lying south of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Chesapeake--City of Suffolk boundary and its intersection with Portsmouth Boulevard (State Route 337): 

2. east on Portsmouth Boulevard to I-664 

3. north on I-664 to the extension to I-664  from Gum Tree Court  

4. east on the extension and Gum Tree Court to Gum Road 

5. north on Gum Road to Drum Creek 

6. northeast on Drum Creek to an unnamed stream that runs into the Creek south of the extension of Meadow Wood Court 

7. north .1 miles on the unnamed stream to the extension of Meadow Wood Court (western boundary of census block 515500216012018) to Meadow Wood Court 

8. north on Meadow Wood Court to Meadow Wood Drive East 

9. northeast on Meadow Wood Drive East to Meadow Forest Road 

10. east on Meadow Forest road to East Point Drive 

11. north on East Point Drive to an unnamed legal boundary (northern boundary of Nansemond (044) Precinct and northern boundary of census blocks 515500216012010, -2007, -2003, and -2002) (a line just south of and parallel to Bruce Road) 

12. west on the unnamed legal boundary to the CSX Railroad/Taylor Road intersection 

13. west on the CSX Railroad to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

14. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Pineridge Drive 

15. south on Pineridge Drive to Belvedere Drive 

16. east and then south on Belvedere Drive to Silverwood Boulevard 

17. east on Silverwood Boulevard to Tyre Neck Road 

18. north .13 miles on Tyre Neck Road to the City of Chesapeake—City of Portsmouth boundary 

19. south on the City of Chesapeake—City of Portsmouth boundary to Bailey Creek 

20. south on Bailey Creek to Goose Creek 

21. west on Goose Creek to Jolliff Road (State Route 191) 

22. east on Jolliff Road  to U.S. Highway 460 Alternate 

23. south on U.S. Highway 460 Alternate  to I-664 

24. east on I-664 to the CSX Railroad 

25. southwest on the CSX Railroad to South Military Highway (U.S. Highways 13 and 460) 

26. east on South Military Highway to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

27. west on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Homestead Road 

28. south on Homestead road to East Road 

29. east on East Road to Biernot Avenue 

30. south on Biernot Avenue to Peach Road 

31. west on Peach Road to Homestead Road 

32. north on Homestead Road to Sunray Avenue

33. southwest on Sunray Avenue to Compaz Road 

34. south on Compaz Road to Danbury Street 

35. west on Danbury Street to Truitt Road 

36. south on Truitt Road to Apple Road 

37. east 1.07 miles on Apple Road to an unnamed vehicular trail running south as an extension from Hertz Road 

38. south .19 miles on the vehicular trail to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

39. east on the Norfolk Southern Railway to I-64 

40. southeast and east on I-64 to the South Branch Elizabeth River 

41. south and east on the South Branch Elizabeth River to the extension to the River from Esplanade Place 

42. north on the extension and Esplanade Place to River Walk Parkway 

43. west and north on River Walk Parkway to Great Bridge Boulevard (State Route 190) 

44. east .65 miles on Great Bridge Boulevard to an unnamed road 

45. north  .1 miles on the unnamed road to Great Bridge Bypass (State Route 168) 

46. southeast on Great Bridge Bypass to Battlefield Boulevard North (State Route 168) 

47. south on Battlefield Boulevard North to Kempsville Road (State Route 190) 

48. northeast on Kempsville Road to Greenbrier Parkway 

49. north on Greenbrier Parkway to Fairway Drive 

50. east and  then north on Fairway Drive to Fairway Reach 

51. north on Fairway Reach to Volvo Parkway 

52. east on Volvo Parkway to Kempsville Road (State Route 190) 

53. north on Kempsville Road to the City of Chesapeake—City of Virginia Beach boundary, the ending point.

D  Part of the City of Franklin lying west and north of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Franklin—Southampton County boundary and its intersection with North High Street (State Route 706): 

2. south on North High Street to Fairview Drive (State Route 636) 

3. west on Fairview Drive to Carrie Drive 

4. south and west on Carrie Drive to McCutcheon Street 

5. south on McCutcheon Street to Crescent Drive 

6. west and north on Crescent Drive to Fairview Drive 

7. southwest on Fairview Drive to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

8. southeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway to an extension from Barrister Lane 

9. south on the extension and on Barrister Lane to Clay Street (U.S. Highway 58 Business) 

10. southeast on Clay Street to Ryland Street 

11. south on Ryland Street to Charles Street 

12. east on Charles Street to Gardner Street 

13. south on Gardner Street to Cameron Street 

14. west and south on Cameron Street to Campbell Avenue 

15. southwest on Campbell Avenue to Armory Drive (State Route 671) 

16. southwest on Armory Drive to the City of Franklin—Southampton County boundary and the ending point.

E  Part of the City of Portsmouth contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Portsmouth—City of Chesapeake boundary and the intersection of the CSX Railroad with the southwestern City of Portsmouth boundary at a point .22 miles north of I-264: 

2. counterclockwise northeast on the CSX Railroad to Greenwood Drive 

3. northwest on Greenwood Drive to Airline Boulevard (U.S. Highway 58) 

4. northeast on Airline Boulevard to Elmhurst Lane 

5. north on Elmhurst Lane to Portsmouth Boulevard (State Route 337) 

6. east on Portsmouth Boulevard to Baines Creek 

7. northwest on Baines Creek to the Elizabeth River 

8. northeast, north, and west on the Elizabeth River to the City of Portsmouth—City of Chesapeake boundary and the West Branch of the Elizabeth River 

9. south on the City of Portsmouth—City of Chesapeake boundary to its intersection with the CSX Railroad, the beginning point. 

F  Part of the City of Suffolk lying south of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight County boundary and its intersection with Windsor Boulevard (U.S. Highway 460):

2. southeast .43 miles on Windsor Boulevard and its continuation as Pruden Boulevard (U.S. Highway 460) to an unnamed local road 

3. north and then south .11 miles in a loop on two unnamed local roads (the loop containing census blocks 518000754053045 and 518000754053048) to Pruden Boulevard 

4. southeast on Pruden Boulevard to North Main Street (U.S. Highway 460 Business and State Routes 10 and 32) 

5. south on North Main Street to Carolina Road (U.S. Highway 13 Business) 

6. southwest .18 miles on Carolina Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

7. west on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Lake Kilby 

8. southwest on Lake Kilby to a southern branch of the Norfolk Southern Railway 

9. northeast .92 miles on the Norfolk Southern Railway to an unnamed road 

10. south .01 miles on the unnamed road (eastern boundary of census block 518000757012026) to Benton Road 

11. east on Benton Road to Carolina Road (U.S. Highway 13 Business) 

12. north .06 miles on Carolina Road to a spur of the CSX Railroad 

13. southeast on the spur to the CSX Railroad 

14. south on the CSX Railroad and on the east side of the Suffolk Municipal Airport to Meadow Country Road (State Route 705) 

15. east on Meadow Country Road to Hosier Road (State Route 604) 

16. south on Hosier Road to Badger Road 

17. east on Badger Road to White Marsh Road (State Route 642) 

18. south on White Marsh Road to the Washington Ditch 

19. southeast on the Washington Ditch to the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary, the ending point.

G  Part 1 of the City of Virginia Beach contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Virginia Beach—City of Chesapeake boundary and its intersection with Elbow Road southeast of Stumpy Lake:

2. clockwise northeast and north on Elbow Road to Indian River Road (State Route 603) 

3. north on Indian River Road to Indian Lakes Boulevard 

4. north on Indian Lakes Boulevard to Ferrell Parkway 

5. east on Ferrell Parkway to Salem Road 

6. north on Salem Road to Princess Anne Road 

7. southeast on Princess Anne Road to Sunstream Parkway 

8. southwest on Sunstream Parkway to Solar Lane 

9. north on Solar Lane to Shooting Star Drive 

10. west on Shooting Star Drive to Rainbow Drive 

11. west and south on Rainbow Drive to Zodiac Lane 

12. west on Zodiac Lane to Salem Road 

13. south on Salem Road to Salem Lakes Boulevard 

14. east on Salem Lakes Boulevard to Centennial Circle 

15. north .19 miles on Centennial Circle to an unnamed legal boundary (northern boundary of Cromwell (0054) Precinct and northern boundary of census blocks 518100460154003 and -4004) 

16. east .52 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to Recreation Drive 

17. east on Recreation Drive to Dam Neck Road 

18. northeast on Dam Neck Road to Princess Anne Road 

19. southeast on Princess Anne Road to James Madison Boulevard 

20. southwest on James Madison Boulevard to George Mason Drive 

21. southeast on George Mason Drive to North Landing Road (State Route 165) 

22. southwest 1.1 miles on North Landing Road to an unnamed road along the west side of the courthouse complex

23. south .30 miles on the unnamed road and its extension along the west side of the courthouse complex to Currituck Drive 

24. south and then southwest on Currituck Drive to Sumter Drive 

25. south on Sumter Drive to Indian River Road (State Route 603)

26. northwest on Indian River Road to North Landing Road (State Route 165) 

27. south on North Landing Road to North Landing River and the City of Virginia Beach—City of Chesapeake boundary 

28. northwest on the City of Virginia Beach—City of Chesapeake boundary to Elbow Road, the beginning point.

H.  Part 2 of the City of Virginia Beach contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Virginia Beach—City of Chesapeake boundary and its intersection with the North Landing River: 

2. clockwise south 3.1 miles on the North Landing River to a branch of North Landing River that runs to the east 

3. northeast .94 miles on the branch of the North Landing River to its intersection with South Stowe Road 

4. east on South Stowe Road to Princess Anne Road (State Route 615) 

5. north on Princess Anne Road to Mill Landing Road 

6. east on Mill Landing Road to Nawney Creek Road 

7. northeast on Nawney Creek Road to Nawney Creek 

8. east on Nawney Creek to Back Bay 

9. southeast and south in Back Bay (northern and eastern boundaries of census blocks 518100464001011 and -2000) to the City of Virginia Beach—North Carolina boundary  
10. west on the City of Virginia Beach—North Carolina boundary to the City of Virginia Beach—City of Chesapeake boundary 

11. north and northeast on the City of Virginia Beach—City of Chesapeake boundary to its intersection with the North Landing River, the beginning point. 
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
