
NINETEENTH SENATE DISTRICT 

Nineteenth. All of Floyd County; all of the City of Salem; part of Bedford County comprised of the Bethesda Methodist Church (303), Huddleston Elem School (305), and Saunders Vol Fire Dept (205) Precincts; part of Carroll County comprised of the Dugspur (303), Gladeville (502), Hillsville C (301), Laurel (504), Sylvatus (302), Vaughn (501), and Woodlawn E (503) Precincts and parts of the Hillsville B (201) and Woodlawn D (402) Precincts; part of Franklin County comprised of the Bonbrook (602), Boones Mill (601), Bowmans (503), Burnt Chimney (102), Callaway (502), Cooper's Cove (603), Dudley (204), Endicott (403), Ferrum (402), Gogginsville (504), and Scruggs (103) Precincts and parts of the Glade Hill (201), Henry (401), Hodgesville (203), Penhook (202), Rocky Mount East (701), Rocky Mount South (703), Rocky Mount West (702), and Waidsboro (501) Precincts; part of Montgomery County comprised of the C-1 (301), C-2 (302), D-1 (401), D-2 (402), D-3 Part 1 (403), and D-4 (404) Precincts and parts of the B-1 (201), B-3 (203), B-4 (204), C-3 (303), C-4 (304), and D-5 (405) Precincts; part of Roanoke County comprised of the Bent Mountain (301), Bonsack (402), Castle Rock (305), Cave Spring (503), Clearbrook (505), Cotton Hill (501), Glenvar (103), Green Hill (106), Hunting Hills (507), Lindenwood (405), Mason Valley (102), Mount Pleasant (406), North Vinton (403), Oak Grove (304), Penn Forest (502), Peters Creek (105), Poages Mill (302), South Vinton (404), Wildwood (108), and Windsor Hills (303) Precincts and part of the Northside (104) Precinct; and part of Wythe County comprised of the East Wytheville (303), Fort Chiswell (401), Huddle (601), Jackson Memorial (501), Max Meadows (402), and Sheffey (502) Precincts. 

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Bedford County lying south and east of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Bedford County--Campbell County boundary at its intersection with Big Otter River:

2. northwest on Big Otter River to Falling Creek 

3. southwest on Falling Creek to Falling Creek Road (State Route 714) 

4. southeast and southwest on Falling Creek Road to Pecks Road (State Route 725) 

5. west on Pecks Road to Virginia Byway (State Route 43) 

6. south on Virginia Byway to Shingle Brook Road (State Route 24) 

7. southwest on Shingle Brook Road to Headers Bridge Road (State Route 732) 

8. south and southwest on Headers Bridge Road to Gladdy Branch Road (State Route 731) 

9. south on Gladdy Branch Road to Glader Branch 

10. west and south on Glader Branch to Goose Creek 

11. west on Goose Creek to an unnamed branch of Goose Creek that enters Goose Creek at a point 1.5 miles west of the Goose Creek/Difficult Creek intersection 

12. southwest on the unnamed branch of Goose Creek, crossing Stone Mountain Road (State Route 805), to Foster Farm Lane 

13. south .28 miles on Foster Farm Lane to Ayers Road (State Route 737) 

14. southwest on Ayers Road to White House Road (State Route 608) 

15. south on White House Road to Skyway Drive (State Route 835) 

16. south and west on Skyway Drive to Turning Tide Road (State Route 835)
17. southwest .09 miles on Turning Tide Road to an unnamed stream feeding into the branch of Smith Mountain Lake that lies between Skyway Drive and Turning Tide Road 

18. south on the unnamed stream and continuing south in Smith Mountain Lake to the Bedford County--Franklin County boundary, the ending point. 
B.  Part of Carroll County lying north of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Carroll County—Floyd County boundary at its intersection with Floyd Pike (U.S. Highway 221):  

2. southwest on Floyd Pike into the town of Hillsville and to East Stuart Drive (U.S. Highways 58 and 221)   

3. west on East Stuart Drive, continuing southwest on West Stuart Drive, and then continuing southwest on Carrollton Pike (U.S. Highways 58 and 221, leaving the town of Hillsville, to an unnamed road at a point .025 miles southwest of the Carrollton Pike/Bittersweet Lane intersection 

4. northwest and southwest on unnamed roads in a loop (around census block 510350804001009) to Carrollton Pike 

5. continuing southwest on Carrollton Pike to the Carroll County--City of Galax boundary, the ending point. 

C. Part of Franklin County lying west and north of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Franklin County—Henry County boundary at its intersection with Virgil H Goode Highway (U.S. Highway 220): 

2. northeast on Virgil H Goode Highway to Oak Forest Road (State Route 964) 

3. west on Oak Forest Road to Reynolds Ridge Road 

4. north on Reynolds Ridge Road to Heatherview Drive 

5. northeast on Heatherview Drive to a power line 

6. north 13.6 miles on the power line, crossing Franklin Street (State Route 40) and the Norfolk Southern Railway at a point .6 miles west of the town boundary of Rocky Mount, to Blue Bend Road (State Route 909) 

7. northeast on Blue Bend Road to Grassy Hill Road (State Route 919) 

8. east on Grassy Hill Road into the town of Rocky Mount and to North Main Street (U.S. Highway 220 Business) 

9. northeast on North Main Street to Virgil H Goode Highway (U.S. Highway 220) 

10. southeast on Virgil H Goode Highway to Old Franklin Turnpike (State Route 40) 

11. east on Old Franklin Turnpike (State Route 40) (also known as Colonial Turnpike) and exiting the town of Rocky Mount to Morgans Fork Road (State Route 660) 

12. southeast .2 miles on Morgans Fork Road to Old Franklin Turnpike (State Route 40)  

13. southeast on Old Franklin Turnpike to the Franklin County—Pittsylvania County boundary, the ending point. 

D.  Part of Montgomery County lying south of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Montgomery County--Pulaski County boundary at its intersection with Peppers Ferry Road (State Route 114): 

2. east on Peppers Ferry Road to a point .30 miles west of the Peppers Ferry Road/Vicker Switch Road intersection and an unnamed road 

3. northeast, south, east, and south .24 miles on a series of unnamed roads (northern boundaries of census blocks 511210212001012 and -1011) to Peppers Ferry Road 

4. east on Peppers Ferry Road into the town of Christiansburg and to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

5. south .28 miles on the Norfolk Southern Railway to an invisible feature (pipe line)  

6. west .47 miles on the invisible feature (southern boundary of census block 511210211002008) to Majestic Drive 

7. southeast on Majestic Drive to Windsor Drive NW 

8. south on Windsor Drive NW to Berkshire Drive NW 

9. southeast on Berkshire Drive NW to Gibson Drive 

10. northeast and east on Gibson Drive to Henley Drive 

11. south on Henley Drive to Sleepy Hollow Road 

12. south on Sleepy Hollow Road to Wooden Shoe Court 

13. northwest on Wooden Shoe Court to South Surry Circle 

14. southeast on South Surry Circle and its extension to East Windmill Ridge Road 

15. west on East Windmill Ridge Road to Diamond Avenue NW 

16. south on Diamond Avenue NW to Emerald Boulevard 

17. west on Emerald Boulevard to Ruby Court NW 
18. south on Ruby Court NW and its extension to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

19. southeast .26 miles on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Crab Creek 

20. southeast .61 miles on Crab Creek to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

21. east .16 miles on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Crab Creek 

22. east on Crab Creek to North Franklin Street (U.S. Highway 460 Business) 

23. south on North Franklin Street to Sara Street 

24. west on Sara Street to Betty Drive 

25. south on Betty Drive to Wades Lane 

26. west on Wades Lane to Clearview Drive 

27. south on Clearview Drive to Wimmer Street 

28. east on Wimmer Street to Ragan Drive NW 

29. south and then west on Ragan Drive NW to Clearview Drive 

30. south on Clearvview Drive to Radford Street (U.S. Highway 11) 

31. west on Radford Street to Badger Street 

32. north on Badger Street to Elk Drive 

33. west on Elk Drive to Wolf Street 

34. north on Wolf Street to Beaver Drive 

35. west on Beaver Drive to Silver Lake Road NW 

36. south on Silver Lake Road NW to Radford Street (U.S. Highway 11) 

37. west on Radford Street to Harman Drive (State Route 662) 

38. southwest on Harman Drive to Harkrader Street NW (State Route 1270) 

39. south on Harkrader Street NW to the western town boundary of Christiansburg 

40. south .13 miles on the western town boundary of Christiansburg, leaving the town of Christiansburg, to Diana Drive NW  
41. southwest on Diana Drive NW to Harkrader Street 

42. south on Harkrader Street to Mud Pike (State Route 666) 

43. east .74 miles on Mud Pike to an unnamed road 

44. south .04 miles and then east .04 miles on the unnamed road (western and southern boundary of census block 511210210001049) to the town boundary of Christiansburg  

45. south on the town boundary of Christiansburg to I-81 and into the town of Christiansburg 

46. east on I-81 to West Main Street (U.S. Highway 11 and State Route 8) 

47. northeast on West Main Street to South Franklin Street 

48. southeast on South Franklin Street to I-81 

49. east on I-81 to the U.S. Highway 460 Bypass 

50. north on U.S. Highway 460 Bypass to Roanoke Street (U.S. Highways 11 and 460) 

51. east on Roanoke Street to I-81 
52. northeast on I-81, leaving the town of Christiansburg, to Den Hill Road (State Route 641) 

53. northwest on Den Hill Road to Slaughterpen Hollow stream 

54. south on Slaughterpen Hollow stream to Den Creek 

55. west .38 miles on Den Creek to an unnamed road 

56. west .03 miles and then northeast and north .16 miles on unnamed roads (western boundary of census block 511210208004003) to Den Hill Road (State Route 641) 

57. northwest .61 miles on Den Hill Road to Den Creek 
58. northeast .15 miles on Den Creek to Den Hill Road 

59. north on Den Hill Road to North Fork Road (State Route 603) 

60. east on North Fork Road to the North Fork Roanoke River 

61. north on the North Fork Roanoke River to a point .14 miles north of the North Fork Roanoke River/Plank Drive intersection and an unnamed road 

62. east .01 miles and then north .32 miles on the unnamed road to an unnamed stream flowing into the North Fork Roanoke River 

63. east .07 miles on the unnamed stream (southern boundary of census block 511210213001055) and to an unnamed road (southern boundary of census block 511210213001052) 

64. east and north .22 miles on the unnamed road and back to the unnamed stream 

65. east on the unnamed stream and its extension to Paris Mountain Road (State Route 683) (northern boundary of census block 511210213001051) 

66. north and east on Paris Mountain Road to Reesedale Road (State Route 622) 
67. south and east on Reesedale Road to Trooper Lane (State Route 686) 

68. east and southeast on Trooper Lane to Reesedale Road 

69. southeast on Reesedale Road to North Fork Road (State Route 603) 

70. north and east on North Fork Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

71. east on the Norfolk Southern Railway to I-81 

72. northeast on I-81 to the Montgomery County--Roanoke County boundary, the ending point. 

E.  Part of Roanoke County lying south and east of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Roanoke County--Montgomery County boundary and its intersection with Bradshaw Road (State Route 622): 
2. northeast on Bradshaw Road to Old Catawba Road 

3. north on Old Catawba Road to Masons Creek 

4. east on Masons Creek, including part of the Masons Creek shoreline, (eastern boundary of census block 511610301001099) to Plunkett Road 

5. east on Plunkett Road to Catawba Valley Drive (State Route 311) 

6. south on Catawba Valley Drive to a point .38 miles south of the Catawba Valley Drive/Janee Drive intersection and to an invisible legal boundary 

7. west .13 miles on the legal boundary (southern boundary of census blocks 511610301001055 and -1046) to a ridge line 

8. northeast 1.27 miles on the ridgeline to an invisible legal boundary 

9. southeast .9 miles on the legal boundary to Timberview Road (State Route 1404) [note: this feature and the preceding two features are part of the northern boundary of the Peters Creek (105) Precinct and northern boundary of census blocks 511610301001044 and -1077] 
10. east on Timberview Road to Loch Haven Lake Drive 

11. southeast on Lock Haven Lake Drive to I-81 

12. west and then south on I-81 and its ramp to I-581 

13. south on I-581 to the Roanoke County--City of Roanoke boundary 

14. southwest on the Roanoke County--City of Roanoke boundary to the City of Salem boundary 

15. south on the eastern boundary of the City of Salem (all of the City of Salem lying in Senate District 19) to the Roanoke County--City of Roanoke boundary 

16. south and then east on the Roanoke County--City of Roanoke boundary to Mud Lick Creek at a point .015 miles north of the Garst Mill Road intersection with the boundary 

17. southwest and west on Mud Lick Creek (labeled on census maps as both Mud Lick Creek and Cross Creek) to an unnamed tributary of Mud Lick Creek  (following the southern or eastern boundaries of census blocks 511610307022002, -2008, -2010, -2013, -4003, -4004, and -4011)  

18. west .02 miles on the unnamed tributary to the southbound lanes of Electric Road (State Route 419) at a point .09 miles south of the Electric Road/Cordell Drive intersection 

19. southeast on Electric Road to Brambleton Avenue (U.S. Highway 221) 

20. southwest on Brambleton Avenue to Colonial Avenue 

21. east on Colonial Avenue to Penn Forest Boulevard (State Route 687) 

22. east on Penn Forest Boulevard to Starkey Road (State Route 604) 

23. north on Starkey Road to Electric Road (State Route 419) 

24. northeast on Electric Road to the Roanoke County--City of Roanoke boundary 

25. southeast, northeast, and north on the Roanoke County--City of Roanoke boundary to Challenger Avenue NE (U.S. Highways 220, 221, and 460) 

26. northeast on Challenger Avenue NE to the Roanoke County--Botetourt County boundary, the ending point. 
F.  Part of Wythe County lying east of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Wythe County--Bland County boundary at its intersection with I-77:

2. south on I-77 to Saint Lukes Road (State Route 800) 

3. southwest on Saint Lukes Road to Fairview Parkway (State Route 659) 

4. west and south on Fairview Parkway to Sally Run (State Route 661)  

5. west and south on Sally Run to Akers Road (State Route 600) 

6. south and east on Akers Road and its continuation as Rose Hill Road to Richdale Road (State Route 661) 

7. south and then east on Richdale Road to Fairview Road and the town boundary of Wytheville 

8. south on Fairview Road in the town of Wytheville and to North 4th Street (U.S. Highways 21 and 52) 

9. southeast on North 4th Street and its continuation as South 4th Street to Calhoun Street 

10. south on Calhoun Street to South 6th Street 

11. southeast on South 6th Street to West Clay Street 

12. east on West Clay Street to South Church Street 

13. south on South Church Street, leaving the town of Wytheville and crossing Reed Creek, to Whippoorwill Road (State Route 640) 

14. southeast on Whippoorwill Road to Broadway Road (State Route (640) 

15. south and then southeast on Broadway Road to an unidentified political boundary (eastern boundary of Evergreen (603) Precinct and eastern boundaries of census blocks 511970504011008,-1020,-1013, and -1045) 
16. southwest in a straight line on the political boundary to Mule Hell Road (State Route 642) 

17. southeast on Mule Hell Road to Davis Cemetery Road (State Route 646) 

18. southwest on Davis Cemetery Road to Slate Spring Branch Road (State Route 690) 

19. southwest on Slate Spring Branch Road to Cripple Creek Road (State Route 602) 

20. southeast on Cripple Creek Road to the Wythe County--Grayson County boundary, the ending point. 
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
