Act of the Virginia General Assembly

Va. Const. Art. Il 8§ 6 requires the General Assembly to reapportion the
Commonwealth into electoral districts every ten years:

“Section 6. Apportionment.

“Members of the House of Representatives of the United States and members of
the Senate and of the House of Delegates of the General Assembly shall be
elected from electoral districts established by the General Assembly. Every
electoral district shall be composed of contiguous and compact territory and shall
be so constituted as to give, as nearly as is practicable, representation in
proportion to the population of the district. The General Assembly shall
reapportion the Commonwealth into electoral districts in accordance with this
section in the year 2011 and every ten years thereafter.

“Any such decennial reapportionment law shall take effect immediately and not
be subject to the limitations contained in Article IV, Section 13, of this
Constitution.

“The districts delineated in the decennial reapportionment law shall be
implemented for the November general election for the United States House of
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Representatives, Senate, or House of Delegates, respectively, that is held
immediately prior to the expiration of the term being served in the year that the
reapportionment law is required to be enacted. A member in office at the time that
a decennial redistricting law is enacted shall complete his term of office and shall
continue to represent the district from which he was elected for the duration of
such term of office so long as he does not move his residence from the district
from which he was elected. Any vacancy occurring during such term shall be
filled from the same district that elected the member whose vacancy is being
filled.”

Pursuant to Va. Const. Art. IV § 11 and Art. V 8 6, redistricting is accomplished
by a general law adopted by a majority vote of the Virginia House of Delegates
and Senate of Virginia and approved by the governor.

To guide the legislative deliberations, on March 25, 2011, the Senate Committee
on Privileges and Elections adopted Committee Resolution 1, establishing goals
and criteria concerning applicable legal requirements and policy objectives for
redrawing of Senate districts. Attachment 4-Senate. Also included in Attachment
4-Senate is a copy of Senate Resolution 502, adopting criteria for redrawing
Virginia’s Senate Districts, which failed in the Senate Privileges & Elections
Committee.

On March 25, 2011, the House Committee on Privileges and Elections adopted
Committee Resolution 1, establishing goals and criteria concerning applicable
legal requirements and policy objectives for redrawing House of Delegates
districts. Attachment 4-House.

Chapter 1, 2011 Va. Acts (Special Session 1), was adopted by the General
Assembly on April 28, 2011, presented to the governor on April 29, 2011, and
signed by the governor on April 29, 2011.

Pursuant to Va. Const. Art. 1l § 6 (1971), 2011 Va. Acts Ch. 1 became effective
immediately on April 29, 2011.

Chapter 1 has not yet been enforced or administered.
Chapter 1 affects all of Virginia’s Senate and House of Delegates districts.

A statement of the reasons for the change is included in Attachment 3. See also
item (h) above.

A detailed statement of anticipated effect on members of racial minority groups is
provided in Attachment 5-Senate and Attachment 5-House.

Statement identifying past or pending litigation concerning the change or related
voting practices. Attachment 6.

Virginia Code 88 24.2-303.1 and 24.2-303.2, containing Virginia’s current Senate
districts, were last amended and precleared: § 24.2-303.1 was submitted on May
11, 2001, and precleared on July 9, 2001; § 24.2-303.2 was submitted on May 2,
2007, and was precleared on June 27, 2007.
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Virginia Code 88 24.2-304.01 and 24.4.02, containing Virginia’s current House of
Delegates districts, was last amended: § 24.2-304.01 was submitted on August 24,
2001, and was precleared on October 23, 2001; § 24.2-304.02 was submitted on
May 2, 2007 and was precleared on June 27, 2007.

As discussed in item (h) above, 2011 Va. Acts Ch. 1 redistricting Virginia’s
House of Delegates and Senate districts was adopted pursuant to the procedure
provided in Va. Const. Art. 11 § 6, Art. IV 8§ 11, and Art. V § 6. Article Il § 6 was
precleared on July 6, 2004. Article IV § 11 was precleared on July 11, 1980.
Article V 8§ 6 was precleared on August 23, 1994.

(3) Official 2010 population information, including precinct and block data
and racial and language population data, was received from the U.S.
Bureau of Census on February 3, 2011. The official U.S. Census data
immediately became part of the public records available to individuals
and groups participating in the redistricting process. This information
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was the sole information used in connection with the adoption of the
change.

The 2011 Virginia legislative redistricting process received extensive
statewide media coverage. Attachment 12 provides a sampling of
representative newspaper articles beginning September 7, 2010.
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Notices of Public Hearings were mailed to the media through the
Commonwealth. Notices of Committee meetings and floor sessions were
provided to the General Assembly and to the public through the meeting
notice listings on the General Assembly’s website and Legislative
Information Systems, and through the official calendars of the House of
Delegates and Senate of Virginia. A publication of the Virginia Division
of Legislative Services, Drawing the Line 2011, Redistricting in
Virginia, was mailed to the members of the General Assembly and
public. Copies of the notices are provided in Attachment 13.

Information regarding redistricting was also provided on the Virginia
Division of Legislative Services website at
http://redistricting.dls.virginia.gov/. A summary of the dates upon which
proposed redistricting plans were added to the website is provided in
Attachment 14.

The Commonwealth maintains a list of all who request notice of
meetings related to redistricting. However, that list does not include
racial identification information. More the less, a number of individuals
representing groups or themselves spoke at the public hearings noted in
Attachments 15 and 17.

The Commonwealth of Virginia requests expedited review of Chapter 1. The
Commonwealth finds it necessary to implement a change within 60 days of the
date of this submission in order to comply with the timetables for the candidate
nomination process. Elections for the members of the House of Delegates and
Senate of Virginia are scheduled to take place on November 8, 2011. The current
deadline for filing of declarations and petitions of candidacy for the House of
Delegates and Senate of Virginia, established by the State Board of Elections
pursuant to 2011 Va. Acts ch. 3, is not later than June 15, 2011, and the primaries
for the 2011 election of the members of the House of Delegates and Senate of
Virginia are scheduled on August 23, 2011. Under the circumstances, a
determination of whether Chapter 1 complies with § 5 of the voting Rights Act,
42 U.S.C. § 1973c, is required as soon as possible so as to give potential
candidates a sufficient amount of time, following the Department of Justice’s
preclearance of Chapter 1, to complete their declarations and petitions of
candidacy and to campaign for the primaries.

The General Assembly did plan, in advance, for enacting the changes required by
Virginia Constitution and articulated in Chapter 1. The General Assembly also
completed the legislative process necessary to enact the new districts of the House
of Delegates and Senate of Virginia as soon as possible following the release of
the 2011 redistricting data by the United States Bureau of the Census on February
3, 2011, and receipt and consideration of public comment. Moreover, the
Commonwealth of Virginia does not routinely request expedited reviews of its
preclearance submission. However, in this instance, good cause exists for the
expedited consideration of Chapter 1.
