Second. All of Accomack and Northampton Counties; all of the City of Virginia Beach; part of the City of Hampton comprised of the Asbury (205), Booker (201), Bryan (202), Burbank (203), Langley (209), Phillips (213), Sandy Bottom (216), and Syms (113) Precincts and part of the Machen (210) Precinct; part of the City of Newport News comprised of the Boulevard (202), Charles (203), Deer Park (219), Hidenwood (208), Kiln Creek (218), Nelson (210), Oyster Point (105), Palmer (211), Richneck (107), Riverview (217), Sanford (213), Saunders (319), Sedgefield (315), Watkins (320), Wellesley (204), Windsor (109), and Yates (216) Precincts and parts of the Deep Creek (205), Hilton (209), Riverside (212), and Warwick (215) Precincts; and part of the City of Norfolk comprised of the Azalea Gardens (512), Barron Black (406), Bayview School (501), Crossroads (511), East Ocean View (503), Easton (408), Fairlawn (409), Lafayette (205), Larchmont Library (208), Larchmont Recreation Center (209), Larrymore (504), Little Creek (505), Northside (103), Ocean View Center (506), Ocean View School (102), Oceanair (508), Old Dominion (201), Suburban Park (215), Tarrallton (509), Third Presbyterian (510), Willard (218), and Zion Grace (106) Precincts.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-302.2 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.
A. Part of the City of Hampton north and east of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Hampton Roads Center Parkway intersects the City of Hampton-City of Newport News boundary

2. East on Hampton Roads Center Parkway to Big Bethel Road (State Route 600)

3. North on Big Bethel Road to Interstate 64

4. Southeast on Interstate 64 to Magruder Boulevard (State Route 134)

5. North on Magruder Boulevard, changing from the southbound to the northbound lanes at Nettles lane, to Commander Shepard Boulevard (State Route 172)

6. East on Commander Shepard Boulevard to North Armistead Avenue
7. South on North Armistead Avenue to an unnamed road approximately 370 feet south of the intersection of North Armistead Avenue and Sweeney Boulevard, said road being the southern boundary of census block 516500103062003

8. East on said road approximately 360 feet to an unnamed road, the eastern boundary of census block 516500103062012

9. South on said road to Potter Lane

10. West on Potter Lane to North Armistead Avenue

11. South on North Armistead Avenue approximately 670 feet, changing from the southbound to the northbound lanes at Nettles Lane, to an unnamed road, the northern boundary of census block 516500103062020

12. East, then south, and then west on said road to North Armistead Avenue

13. South on North Armistead Avenue to West Mercury Boulevard (United States Highway 258)

14. East on West Mercury Boulevard to Seldendale Drive

15. North on Seldendale Drive to its terminus

16. North on a line, an extension of Seldendale Drive and the eastern boundary of census block 516500107012012, to Back River, Southwest Branch

17. Northwest on the center line of Back River, Southwest Branch to the point where a line drawn from the terminus of Eagle Point Road would intersect said center line

18. East on  a line to the terminus of Eagle Point Road

19. Northeast on Eagle Point Road to West Gilbert Street

20. Southeast on West Gilbert Street to Westover Street/Mockingbird Lane

21. Northeast on Westover Street/Mockingbird Lane to Bailey Park Road/Keith Road

22. Southeast on Bailey Park Road/Keith Road to West Gilbert Street

23. East on West Gilbert Street to Roane Drive
24. South and then west on Roane Drive to Salem Street

25. South on  Salem Street to West Mercury Boulevard

26. East on West Mercury Boulevard to an unnamed river on census maps but identified as Hampton River on other maps

27. Northeast on said river to an unnamed tributary running between Woodside Drive and Elizabeth Lake Drive

28. Northeast on said tributary to Woodland Road

29. North on Woodland Road to Fox Hill Road (State Route 169)

30. East on Fox Hill Road to Old Buckroe Road (State Route 169)

31. South on Old Buckroe Road to Andrews Boulevard

32. West on Andrews Boulevard to Boykin Lane

33. Southeast on Boykin Lane to Old Buckroe Road

34. South on Old Buckroe Road to Buckroe Avenue

35. East on Buckroe Avenue to Atlantic Avenue

36. Southeast on Atlantic Avenue to East Pembroke Avenue (State Route 169/351)

37. West on East Pembroke Avenue to Old Buckroe Road

38. Southwest on Old Buckroe Road to West Sherwood Avenue

39. Southeast on West Sherwood Avenue, becoming East Sherwood Avenue, to Perry Street

40. Northeast on Perry Street to Weber Lane

41. Southeast on Weber Lane to its terminus

42. Southeast on Weber Lane extended to the shore line of a body of water named Chesapeake Bay on census maps but identified as Mill Creek on other maps

43. East across water approximately 0.25 miles on a line to the eastern boundary of census block 616500112003015

44. South, then west, and then south across water to the Hampton River, following the eastern boundary of census blocks 616500112003015, 616500112003014, 616500112003019, and 616500111001026

45. South, then west, and then southeast across water to the City of Hampton-City of Norfolk boundary following the western boundary of census block 516500111001090 and then the northern boundary of census block 516500111001089

B. Part of the City of Newport News contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Richneck Road (State Route 636) intersects the City of Newport News-York County boundary
2. Southeast on said boundary to the City of Newport News-City of Hampton boundary

3. South on said boundary to Hampton Roads Center Parkway

4. West on Hampton Roads Center Parkway to Harpersville Road

5. Southwest on Harpersville Road to Jefferson Avenue (United states Highway 17/State Route 143)
6. Southeast on Jefferson Avenue to Lyliston Lane

7. East on Lyliston Lane to its intersection with Beech Drive

8. East on a line extended from said intersection to the City of Newport News-City of Hampton boundary

9. South on said boundary to Main Street/Willow Drive (State Route 152), as identified on census maps
10. Southwest on Main Street to the CSX Railroad

11. Southeast on the CSX Railroad to a stream, unnamed on census maps but identified as Newmarket Creek on topographical maps, between Center Avenue and South Avenue

12. Southwest on said stream, running between South Avenue and Fort Fun Circle, to the northern shore line of the James River

13. North on the northern shore line of the James River to the mouth of the Warwick River, the northern boundary of census block 517000318001010

14. North on the Warwick River to a part of Warwick River also identified as Island Creek on census maps
15. Northwest and then east on Warwick River/Island Creek to Stony Run

16. Southeast on Stony Run to the point where an extension of Stony Drive would intersect Stony Run

17. Southwest on a line, the eastern boundary of census block 517000322113012, to the intersection of Stony Drive and Garrow Road

18. South on Stony Drive to Denbigh Boulevard (State Route 173)
19. East on Denbigh Boulevard to Old Lucas Creek Road

20. South on Old Lucas Creek Road to a point approximately 200 feet east of its intersection with Lucas Creek Road

21. Southwest on a road, also identified as Lucas Creek Road on census maps and being part of the eastern boundary of census block 517000320071011, approximately 110 feet to its terminus

22. Southwest on a nonvisible line, part of the eastern boundary of census block 517000320071011, to Lucas Creek Road

23. South on Lucas Creek Road to Colony Road

24. East on Colony Road to Eastwood Drive
25. South on Eastwood Drive to Nicewood Drive

26. East on Nicewood Drive to Princess Margaret Drive

27. North and then east on Princess Margaret Drive to Bernard Drive

28. North on Bernard Drive to Menchville Road

29. Northeast on Menchville Road to Warwick Boulevard (United States Highway 60)

30. Southeast on Warwick Boulevard to a point approximately 125 feet northeast of its intersection with Old Grist Mill Lane

31. Northeast on a line, the southeastern boundary of census blocks 517000320062019 and 517000320062000, to the shore line of Sluice Mill Pond

32. Northeast on the center line of Sluice Mill Pond to the CSX Railroad

33. Northwest on the CSX Railroad to Lucas Creek

34. Northeast on Lucas Creek to its headwaters

35. Northeast on a line, following the northwest boundary of census blocks 517000321131022 and 517000321131021, to Jefferson Avenue

36. Northwest on Jefferson Avenue to Richneck Road (State Route 636)

37. Northeast on Richneck Road to the City of Newport News-York County boundary, the point of beginning

C. Part of the City of Norfolk contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where South Military Highway (United States Highway 13) intersects the City of Norfolk-City of Virginia Beach boundary
2. North on South Military Highway and then North Military Highway to Northampton Road ((United States Highway 13/State Route 166)

3. East on Northampton Road to Ussa Drive

4. Northwest on Ussa Drive to Elizabeth Avenue

5. West on Elizabeth Avenue to North Military Highway (State Route 165)

6. Northwest and then west on North Military Highway to Tidewater Drive (State Route 168)

7. North on Tidewater Drive to Mason Creek

8. West and then northwest on Mason Creek to a property line, the northern boundary of census block 517100008002006, said point being approximately 400 feet north of the northwest corner of the Merrimac Park property line as shown on topographical maps

9. South on a line to the boundary of Merrimac Park, said line and boundary being part of the boundary of census block 517100008002006 and also the boundary between Titustown Center and Northside 2010 Census VTDs
10. East and then north on the boundary of census block 517100008002006 and Merrimac Park, also the boundary between Titustown Center and Northside VTDs, to West Bay Avenue at a point approximately 160 west of Albemarle Drive

11. East on West Bay Avenue to First View Street

12. Northeast on First View Street to Ridgewell Avenue

13. Northeast and then northwest on Ridgewell Avenue to Rippard Avenue

14. Northeast on Rippard Avenue to O'Connor Crescent

15. Northwest on O'Connor Crescent to 4th View Street

16. East on 4th View Street to Interstate 64

17. West on Interstate 64 to the eastern shoreline of Willoughby Bay

18. South and then west on the shore line of Willoughby Bay to the boundary of census blocks 517100009021004 and 517100009021027, also the boundary between Titustown Center and Zion Grace 2010 VTDs

19. Southwest on said boundaries to Bellinger Boulevard

20. West on Bellinger Boulevard to Admiral Toussig Boulevard (State Route 337)

21. West on Admiral Toussig Boulevard to Hampton Boulevard (State Route 337)

22. South on Hampton Boulevard approximately 0.8 miles to an unnamed local road at the point where the Norfolk Southern Railway crosses Hampton Boulevard

23. East on said road approximately 560 to the point where it crosses the Norfolk Southern Railway

24. East on the Norfolk Southern Railway approximately 0.65 miles to a property line, the western boundary of census block 517100009011000 and the boundary between Titustown Center and Zion Grace 2010 VTDs, and identified on topographical maps as the boundary of the United States Naval Reservation

25. South and then west on said property line, following said VTD boundary and the western boundary of census blocks 517100009011000 and 517100009011009 and the southern boundary of census block 517100011002021, to Hampton Boulevard
26. Southeast on Hampton Boulevard to a point approximately 120 feet southeast of its intersection with International Terminal Boulevard

27. East on a line, following the northern boundary of census block 517100012002014, to the intersection of Meads Road and Harrison Road

28. East on Meads Road approximately 450 feet to a point

29. East and then south on a nonvisible property line, the northern and eastern boundary of census block 517100012002005 and the boundary between Titustown Center and Zion Grace 2010 VTDs, to West Little Creek Road (State Route 165)

30. West on West Little Creek Road to Tapley Avenue

31. South on Tapley Avenue to Milton Street

32. East on Milton Street to an unnamed tributary of the Lafayette River, said tributary being the western boundary of census block 517100016002024 and the boundary between Titustown Center and Zion Grace 2010 VTDs

33. South on said tributary and then the Lafayette River to another tributary, the southern boundary of census block 517100016002029 and the boundary of said VTDs, running between North Shore Road and Pelham Street
34. East on said tributary and an extension of said tributary to Diven Street
35. South on Diven Street approximately 315 feet to a point

36. Southeast on a line to the terminus of Hughart Street

37. Northeast on a line, the northern boundary of census block 517100012001005, to Crab Creek

38. South on Crab Creek, following the eastern boundary of census blocks 517100012001005, 517100012001008, and 517100012001062 and the boundary between Granby and Zion Grace 2010 VTDs, to the center line of a branch of the Lafayette River

39. South on the Lafayette River to a point west of the terminus of Ridgeley Road

40. East on a line, the northern boundary of census blocks 517100017002015 and 517100017002019, to Ridgeley Road

41. Southeast on Ridgeley Road to Kingsley Lane

42. East on Kingsley Lane to Granby Street (United States Highway 460)

43. North on Granby Street to the Norfolk Southern Railway

44. Southeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway to East Little Creek Road (State Route 165)

45. Northeast on East Little Creek Road to Interstate 64

46. Southeast on Interstate 64 to Tidewater Drive (State Route 168)

47. South on Tidewater Drive to a Lafayette Boulevard (State Route 247)

48. West and then southwest on Lafayette Boulevard to the center line of the southern branch of the Lafayette River

49. Northwest on the center line of said branch to a point in the river approximately 1500 feet east of the intersection of Bolling Avenue and Jamestown Crescent

50. South on an arm of said branch, following the eastern boundary of census block5171000026001000, to a line extended due east from the terminus of West 47th Street
51. West on said extension and on West 47th Street to Hampton Boulevard (State Route 337)

52. South on Hampton Boulevard to West 43rd Street

53. West on West 43rd Street to Powhatan Avenue

54. South on Powhatan Avenue to West 38th Street

55. East on West 38th Street to Parker Avenue

56. South on Parker Avenue to its terminus

57. Southeast on a line, the northeast boundary of census block 517100025002023, to the Norfolk Southern Railway

58. West on the main Norfolk Southern Railway line, the southern boundary of census block 517109801001021, to its terminus

59. West on a line extended to the center line of the Elizabeth River, being the City of Norfolk-City of Portsmouth boundary

60. Clockwise north, then east, then south, and then west on the City of Norfolk corporate limits to the point where South Military Highway (United States Highway 13) intersects the City of Norfolk-City of Virginia Beach boundary, the point of beginning
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
