FOURTH CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT
Fourth. All of Amelia, Dinwiddie, Greensville, Nottoway, Powhatan, Southampton, and Sussex Counties; all of the Cities of Chesapeake, Colonial Heights, Emporia, Franklin, and Hopewell; part of Chesterfield County comprised of the Bailey Bridge (315), Beach (305), Bellwood (101), Beulah (202), Bird (203), Birkdale (317), Carver (112), Chippenham (207), Cosby (307), Crenshaw (414), Deer Run (302), Drewry's Bluff (105), Dutch Gap (110), Ecoff (108), Elizabeth Scott (109), Enon (103), Ettrick (301), Falling Creek (205), Five Forks (210), Gates (201), Harrowgate (106), Iron Bridge (111), Jacobs (204), Matoaca (303), Meadowbrook (208), Nash (211), North Chester (104), S. Manchester (308), Salem Church (209), South Chester (102), Southside (213), Spring Run (316), St. Lukes (212), Wells (107), Winfrees Store (304), and Winterpock (306) Precincts; part of Isle of Wight County comprised of the Camps Mill (502), Carrsville (503), Courthouse (401), Orbit (403), Pons (302), Raynor (505), Smithfield (101), Walters (501), Windsor (402), and Zuni (504) Precincts and parts of the Bartlett (201), Carrollton (202), and Rushmere (301) Precincts; part of Prince George County comprised of the Courts Bldg (204), Jefferson Park (205), Richard Bland (101), Templeton (102), and Union Branch (103) Precincts and part of the Rives (104) Precinct; and part of the City of Suffolk comprised of the Airport (401), Chuckatuck (202), Cypress Chapel (303), Driver (102), Elephants Fork/Westhaven (603), Holland (502), Hollywood (701), Holy Neck (503), John F. Kennedy (302), Kilby's Mill (501), King's Fork (203), Lake Cohoon (504), Lakeside (601), Nansemond River (703), Olde Towne (602), Southside (403), Whaleyville (402), White Marsh (301), and Yeates (705) Precincts and parts of the Bennetts Creek (104), Ebenezer (201), and Harbour View (103) Precincts.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-302.2 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.
A. Part of Chesterfield County south of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Hull Street Road (United States Highway 360) intersects the Chesterfield County-Amelia County boundary

2. Northeast on Hull Street Road to Falling Creek

3. East on Falling Creek to Belmont Road (State Route 651)

4. Northeast on Belmont Road to the Chesterfield County-City of Richmond boundary

B. Part of Isle of Wight County south of a line described as follows (note: all the land area of Isle of Wight County is contained within the Fourth District):

1. Beginning at a point where Lawnes Creek, being the Isle of Wight County-Surry County boundary, enters the James River

2. Southeast, following the southern shoreline of the James River and crossing the mouth of the Pagan River, to the Isle of Wight County-City of Suffolk boundary, at the point where Chuckatuck Creek enters Batten Bay and the James River

C. Part of Prince George County north and west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where State Route 36 (Oaklawn Boulevard/East Washington Street) intersects the Prince George County-City of Petersburg boundary

2. East and then northeast on State Route 36 to Lee Avenue

3. Southeast on Lee Avenue to Mahone Avenue

4. Southwest on Mahone Avenue to Adams Avenue/A Avenue

5. Southeast on Adams Avenue/A Avenue to 40th Street/Sisisky Boulevard/Saratoga Drive

6. Northeast on 40th Street/Sisisky Boulevard/Saratoga Drive to Battle Drive

7. Northwest on Battle Drive to Yorktown Drive

8. Northeast and then east on Yorktown Drive to Saratoga Drive/Sisisky Boulevard

9. North on Saratoga Drive/Sisisky Boulevard approximately 1,525 feet to the northwest corner of census block 511498502004009

10. Southeast on a nonvisible line (possibly the external perimeter boundary of Ft. Lee N.C.O. housing area), the northern and eastern boundary of census block 511498502004009, to Battle Drive

11. West on Battle Drive to Yorktown Drive

12. South on Yorktown Drive to Adams Drive/A Avenue

13. East on Adams Drive/A Avenue to Jefferson Park Road (State Route 630)

14. Southeast on Jefferson Park Road to Bull Hill Road (State Route 630 continued)

15. South on Bull Hill Road approximately 0.2 miles to a point

16. Southwest on an unidentified property line, the northern boundary of census block 511498502002123, approximately 0.36 miles to the northwest corner of said block

17. South on the western boundary of said block to Blackwater Swamp

18. Southeast on Blackwater Swamp to Courthouse Road (State Route 106)

19. Northeast, then east, and then northeast on Courthouse Road to Prince George Drive (State Route156)

20. Northwest on Prince George Drive to Sandy Ridge Road (State Route 646)

21. East on Sandy Ridge Road to Ruffin Road (State Route 106/156 Bypass)

22. North on Ruffin Road to James River Drive (State Route 10/156)

23. East on James River Drive to Jordan Point Road (State Route 156)

North on Jordan Point Road to the center line of the James River and the Charles City County-Prince George County line
D. Part of the City of Suffolk south of a line described as follows (note: all the land area of Suffolk is in the Fourth District):
1. Beginning on the City of Suffolk-Isle of Wight County boundary at the confluence of the Nansemond River and Chuckatuck Creek

2. South across water on a line, following the eastern boundary of census block 518000753011000, to the Nansemond River shore line
3. South along the western Nansemond River shore line to a point where extensions of Clubhouse Drive and River Crescent would intersect

4. East across the Nansemond River, following the southern boundary of census blocks 518000753011000 and 518000751024000, to the mouth of Knotts Creek

5. Northeast on a line to the Nansemond River shore line

6. North and then east on the Nansemond River shore line to the City of Suffolk-City of Portsmouth boundary
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
