SEVENTH CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT
Seventh. All of Culpeper, Goochland, Hanover, Louisa, New Kent, and Orange Counties; part of Chesterfield County comprised of the Beaufont (513), Belgrade (508), Belmont (206), Black Heath (511), Bon Air (505), Brandermill (403), Cranbeck (509), Crestwood (502), Davis (515), Evergreen (312), Genito (402), Greenfield (506), Harbour Pointe (401), Huguenot (501), La Prade (405), Manchester (409), Midlothian (503), Monacan (407), Providence (404), Reams (408), Robious (504), Salisbury (507), Shenandoah (413), Skinquarter (309), Smoketree (406), Swift Creek (411), Sycamore (510), Tomahawk (310), Wagstaff (410), Watkins (514), and Woolridge (313) Precincts; part of Henrico County comprised of the Belmont (203), Brookland (204), Byrd (401), Canterbury (205), Causeway (301), Cedarfield (302), Chamberlayne (207), Coalpit (101), Crestview (303), Derbyshire (402), Dumbarton (102), Freeman (403), Gayton (404), Glen Allen (103), Glenside (104), Godwin (405), Greendale (105), Greenwood (210), Hermitage (106), Hilliard (107), Hollybrook (212), Hungary (213), Hungary Creek (116), Hunton (108), Innsbrook (304), Jackson Davis (305), Johnson (109), Lakeside (110), Lakewood (406), Lauderdale (407), Longan (111), Longdale (214), Maude Trevvett (112), Maybeury (408), Monument Hills (306), Moody (216), Mooreland (409), Mountain (217), Nuckols Farm (307), Oakview (218), Pemberton (410), Pinchbeck (411), Pocahontas (308), Randolph (219), Ridge (309), Ridgefield (412), Rivers Edge (317), Rollingwood (413), Sadler (310), Shady Grove (311), Short Pump (318), Skipwith (312), Spottswood (414), Springfield (313), Staples Mill (113), Stoney Run (314), Stratford Hall (221), Summit Court (114), Three Chopt (315), Tuckahoe (415), Tucker (316), Wellborne (417), West End (416), Westwood (115), and Yellow Tavern (223) Precincts; part of Spotsylvania County comprised of the Belmont (501), Blaydes Corner (102), Brock (505), Brokenburg (502), Chancellor (204), Courthouse (504), Elys Ford (201), Fairview (703), Frazers Gate (402), Massaponax (104), Ni River (203), Partlow (101), Piedmont (603), Salem (601), Smith Station (602), Todd's Tavern (503), Travelers Rest (103), and Wilderness (202) Precincts and part of the Lee Hill (403) Precinct; and part of the City of Richmond comprised of the 101 (101), 102 (102), 104 (104), 105 (105), 106 (106), 111 (111), 112 (112), 309 (309), 409 (409), 410 (410), 412 (412), and 413 (413) Precincts and part of the 404 (404) Precinct.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-302.2 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.
A. Part of Chesterfield County north of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Hull Street Road (United States Highway 360) intersects the Chesterfield County-Amelia County boundary

2. Northeast on Hull Street Road to Falling Creek

3. East on Falling Creek to Belmont Road (State Route 651)

4. Northeast on Belmont Road to the Chesterfield County-City of Richmond boundary

B. Part of Henrico County west of a line described as follows:
Corrected same time as Third - delete this line when Seventh is final
1. Beginning at the point where the Henrico County-City of Richmond boundary intersects the City of Richmond-Chesterfield County boundary on the south bank of the James River approximately 1.4 miles west of the Edward E. Willey Memorial Bridge

2. Clockwise around the Henrico County-City of Richmond boundary to the point where Dumbarton Road intersects said boundary

3. West on Dumbarton Road to Interstate 95

4. Northwest on Interstate 95 to Upham Brook, being the boundary between census blocks 510872008021053 and 510872008021054

5. East on Upham Brook to Chamberlayne Road (United States Highway 301/State Route 2)

6. Northeast on Chamberlayne Road to the Henrico County-Hanover County boundary

C. Part of Spotsylvania County south of a line described as follows:
Corrected same time as First - delete this line when Seventh is final
1. Beginning at the point where Hunting Run flows into the Rapidan River, said river being the Culpeper County-Spotsylvania County boundary

2. South on Hunting Run to Spotswood Furnace Road (State Route 620)

3. Southeast on Spotswood Furnace Road to Pipeline Dam Run

4. Southwest on Pipeline Dam Run to the headwaters of its southern fork, said fork being part of the northern boundary of census block 511770201064018

5. Southwest on a line, following the northern boundary of census blocks 511770201064020 and 511770201064026, to Hooker Drive

6. South on Hooker Drive to River Road (State Route 618)

7. Southwest on River Road to Germanna Highway/Plank Road (State Route 3)

8. East on Germanna Highway/Plank Road to its intersection with Five Mile Road Extended

9. Southeast on a line to the intersection of Old Plank Road (State Route 610) and Cherry Road ((State Route 706)

10. East and then south on Cherry Road to Harrison Road (State Route 620)

11. Southeast on Harrison Road to Old Leavells Road (State Route 639)
12. South on Old Leavells Road to Leavells Road (State Route 639)

13. Southeast on Leavells Road to Courthouse Road (State Route 208)

14. East on Courthouse Road to Interstate 95

15. Southeast on Interstate 95 to Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1)

16. South on Jefferson Davis Highway to Massaponax Creek

17. East on Massaponax Creek to a tributary entering said creek approximately 1,425 feet southwest of Ruffins Pond, said tributary being the eastern boundary of census block 511770202012035

18. South on said tributary to an unnamed farm road, located at the terminus of Sandy Lane and being the northern boundary of census block 511770202051038

19. East on said road and then on Sandy Lane to Sandy Lane Drive (State Route 2)

20. Southeast on Sandy Lane Drive to the Caroline County-Spotsylvania County boundary

D. Part of the City of Richmond west of a line described as follows:
Corrected at same time as Third - delete when Seventh is complete)
1. Beginning at the point where Midlothian Turnpike (United States Highway 60) intersects the City of Richmond-Chesterfield County boundary
2. East on Midlothian Turnpike to Wyck Street

3. North on Wyck Street to Atmore Drive

4. East on Atmore Drive to Arcadia Street

5. North on Arcadia Street to Warwick Road

6. Northwest on Warwick Road to West Carnation Street

7. West on West Carnation Street to Hioaks Road

8. North on Hioaks Road to Marlowe Road

9. East on Marlowe Road to Empearl Drive

10. Southeast on Empearl Drive to St. Johns Wood Drive

11. Southeast on St. Johns Wood Drive to Elgin Terrace

12. North on Elgin Terrace to Holbein Place

13. East and then south on Holbein Place to St. Johns Wood Drive

14. North on St. Johns Wood Drive to its intersection with Lisson Crescent

15. North on a line to Finchley Drive/Primrose Place

16. North on Finchley Drive/Primrose Place to Primrose Place Service Drive

17. Northeast on Primrose Place Service Drive to Cashel Road

18. Northwest on Cashel Road, becoming German School Road, to Jahnke Road

19. East on Jahnke Road to Blakemore Road

20. Northwest on Blakemore Road to Bliley Road

21. Northeast on Bliley Road to Cedarhurst Drive

22. Northwest on Cedarhurst Drive to Kimberly Drive

23. Northeast on Kimberly Drive to Briarcliff Road

24. North on Briarcliff Road to Nicolet Road

25. West and then south on Nicolet Road to Cedarhurst Drive

26. Northwest on Cedarhurst Drive to its terminus

27. Northwest on an extension of Cedarhurst Drive to Powhite Parkway (State Route 76)

28. Northeast on Powhite Parkway, crossing the James River, to the CSX Railroad

29. North on the CSX Railroad to West Broad Street (United States Highway 250)

30. Northwest on West Broad Street to Westwood Avenue (State Route197)
31. Northeast on Westwood Avenue to the City of Richmond-Henrico County boundary

32. Clockwise on said boundary to West Laburnum Avenue (State Route 197)

33. East on West Laburnum Avenue to Monticello Street

34. North on Monticello Street to Bellevue Avenue

35. East on Bellevue Avenue to Crestwood Road

36. North on Crestwood Road to Westbrook Avenue

37. West on Westbrook Avenue approximately 265 feet to a point

38. Northeast on a line, said line also identified as Westbrook Avenue on census maps and being the boundary between census blocks 517600102002003 and 517600102002004, to the City of Richmond-Henrico County boundary
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
