
TENTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Tenth. Part of Clarke County comprised of the White Post (401) Precinct and part of the Millwood (301) Precinct; part of Frederick County comprised of the Carpers Valley (401) and Shenandoah (402) Precincts and part of the Parkins Mill (403) Precinct; and part of Loudoun County comprised of the Aldie (309), Brandon Park (506), Briar Woods (111), Cool Spring (505), Dry Mill (503), East Leesburg (502), Evergreen (408), Harper Park (407), Middleburg (307), Smart's Mill (504), St. Louis (308), Tolbert (410), and West Leesburg (501) Precincts and parts of the Belmont Ridge (815), Philomont (305), and Pinebrook (115) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Clarke County south of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Senseny Road (State Route 657) intersects the Clarke County-Frederick County boundary

2. east on Senseny Road to Lord Fairfax Highway (United States Highway 340)

3. northwest on Lord Fairfax Highway to the southern corporate limits of the Town of Berryville

4. counterclockwise east on said corporate limits to Springsbury Road (State Route 613)

5. southwest on Springsbury Road to Locke's Mill Road (State Routes 613/621)

6. east on Locke's Mill Road to its intersection with Briggs Road (State Route 621)

7. southeast from said intersection on a line to the center line of the Shenandoah River

8. south on the Shenandoah River to Morgan Hill Stream

9. east on Morgan Hill Stream to Frogtown Road (State Route 649)

10. north on Frogtown Road to Morgans Mill Road (State Route 605)

11. east on Morgans Mill Road to its intersection with Blueridge Mountain Road

12. east from said intersection approximately 725 feet on a road segment unnamed on census maps but shown as a continuation of Blueridge Mountain Road on other maps, and following the northern boundary of census block 510430103002084, to a point

13. south on a non-visible line following the eastern boundaries of census blocks 510430103002084, 510430103002085, and 510430103002083 in order to the Clarke County-Loudoun County boundary

B.  Part of Frederick County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Senseny Road (State Route 657) intersects Interstate 81 at the eastern corporate limits of the City of Winchester
2. east on Senseny Road to Greenwood Road (State Route 656)

3. south on Greenwood Road to Sulphur Springs Road (State Route 655)

4. east on Sulphur Springs Road to the Clarke County-Frederick County boundary

5. south on said boundary to Fairfax Pike (State Highway 277)

6. northwest on Fairfax Pike to White Oak Road (State Route 636)

7. northeast on White Oak Road to Tasker Road

8. west on Tasker Road to Aylor Road (State Route 647)

9. southwest on Aylor Road to its intersection with Double Church Road (State Route 641)

10. northwest from said intersection on a line approximately 325 feet to Interstate 81 and the corporate limits of the Town of Stephens City

11. north on Interstate 81 to Senseny Road (State Route 657), the point of beginning

C.  Part of Loudoun County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the intersection of the Clarke County, Fauquier County, and Loudoun County boundaries

2. north on the Clarke County-Loudoun County boundary to a point approximately 1650 feet south of the point where Heart Trouble Lane intersects said boundary, said point also being the point where an extension of a stream, unnamed on census maps but identified as Throckmorton Creek in local ordinances, would intersect the boundary

3. east on said extension, the northern boundary of census block 511076108004016, to said stream
4. east on said stream to Foggy Bottom Road (State Route 626)

5. northeast, then northwest, and then north on Foggy Bottom Road to Snickerville Turnpike (State Route 734)

6. southeast on Snickerville Turnpike to Paxson Road (State Route 725)

7. northeast and then east on Paxson Road to its terminus

8. east on an extension of Paxson Road, following part of the northern boundary of census block 511076108001023, to the North Fork of Goose Creek
9. south and then east on the North Fork of Goose Creek to Telegraph Springs Road (State Route 611)

10. southwest on Telegraph Springs Road to Colchester Road (State Route 730)

11. south on Colchester Road to Jeb Stuart Road (State Route 630)

12. southeast on Jeb Stuart Road to Snickerville Turnpike

13. southeast on Snickerville Turnpike to a private road approximately 400 feet west of the point where Snickerville Turnpike crosses Beaverdam Creek

14. east on said private road, the northwest boundary of census block 511076108003167, to Beaverdam Creek

15. east on Beaverdam Creek to the North Fork of Goose Creek

16. east on the North Fork of Goose Creek to James Monroe Highway (United States Highway 15)

17. north on James Monroe Highway to South King Street (United States Highway 15 continued)

18. north on South King Street to Harry Flood Byrd Highway (State Highway 7)

19. west and then north on Harry Flood Byrd Highway to the point where said highway exits the western corporate limits of the Town of Leesburg

20. clockwise on the corporate limits of the Town of Leesburg to a point 1950 feet due west of the intersection of North King Street (United States Highway 15 Business) and Dry Hollow Road (State Route 837)

21. east on a line, the southern boundary of census block 511076104001029, to the intersection of North King Street (United States Highway 15 Business) and Dry Hollow Road
22. northeast on North King Street to James Monroe Highway (United States Highway 15)

23. southeast on James Monroe Highway and Leesburg ByPass (United States Highway 15) to Edwards Ferry Road Northeast (State Route 773)

24. east on Edwards Ferry Road Northeast to the eastern corporate limits of the Town of Leesburg

25. north and then northeast on said corporate limits to the Potomac River, being the Maryland-Virginia State line

26. southeast on the Potomac River to an unnamed water feature that enters the Potomac River approximately 1.2 miles southeast of the confluence of Goose Creek with the Potomac River, said water feature being the northeast boundary of census block 511076110101000
27. northwest on said water feature approximately 0.4 miles to a second water feature, said second water feature being the easternmost boundary of census block 511076110092000

28. southwest on said second water feature to an extension of Indian Fields Court, said extension being the southern boundary of census block 511076110092000

29. west on said extension to Indian Fields Court
30. west on Indian Fields Court to Boyer Fields Place

31. southwest on Boyer fields Place to Riverpoint Drive

32. west on Riverpoint Drive to Lees Mill Square

33. northeast, then northwest, and then southwest on Lees Mill Square to Upper Belmont Place

34. southwest on Upper Belmont Place to Riverside Parkway

35. northwest on Riverside Parkway to Goose Creek

36. south on Goose Creek to Sycolin Road (State Route 643)

37. east on Sycolin Road to Dulles Greenway

38. southeast on Dulles Greenway to Belmont Ridge Road (State Route 659)
39. south on Belmont Ridge Road to the point where Croson Lane intersects Belmont Ridge Road and Belmont Ridge Road turns southwest towards Northstar Boulevard
40. east on Croson Lane approximately 40 feet to a point

41. south on a line, the eastern boundary of census block 511076110252008, to Belmont Ridge Road continued

42. south on Belmont Ridge Road to Broad Run

43. west on Broad Run to Lenah Farm Lane

44. south on Lenah Farm Lane to its intersection with Lee Jackson Memorial Highway (United States Highway 50) and Lenah Road (State Route 600)

45. southwest and then west on Lenah Road to its intersection with New Road (State Route 600 continued)

46. west on New Road to James Monroe Highway (United States Highway 15)

47. south on James Monroe Highway to the Loudoun County-Prince William County boundary

west on the Loudoun County boundary to the intersection of the Clarke County, Fauquier County, and Loudoun County boundaries, the point of beginning
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
