
TWENTY-THIRD HOUSE DISTRICT

Twenty-third. Part of Amherst County comprised of the Madison (501) and Wright Shop (101) Precincts and parts of the Amelon (401) and Elon (302) Precincts; part of Bedford County comprised of the Big Island Elem School (502), Boonsboro Elem School (505), Boonsboro Ruritan Club (506), Forest Elem School (401), Odd Fellows Hall (504), Sedalia Center (503), and Suck Springs (704) Precincts and parts of the Liberty High School (702) and Thaxton Elem School (603) Precincts; and part of the City of Lynchburg comprised of the First Ward First Precinct (101), First Ward Second Precinct (102), First Ward Third Precinct (103), First Ward Fourth Precinct (104), First Ward Fifth Precinct (105), Third Ward Fourth Precinct (304), Third Ward Fifth Precinct (305), Fourth Ward First Precinct (401), Fourth Ward Second Precinct (402), Fourth Ward Third Precinct (403), and Fourth Ward Fourth Precinct (404) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Amherst County south of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point on the James River on the Amherst County-Bedford County boundary due south of the terminus of John's Creek Road (State Route 676)

2. north on a line approximately 140 feet to John's Creek Road

3. northeast on John's Creek Road to Elon Road (State Highway 130)

4. southeast on Elon Road to Harris Creek

5. northeast on Harris Creek to Winesap Road (State Route 675)

6. southeast on Winesap Road to the Norfolk Southern Railroad

7. south on the Norfolk Southern Railroad to Elon Road

8. southeast and then east on Elon Road to Amelon Road (State Route 669)

9. east on Amelon Road to its intersection with Amelon Expressway (State Route 669 continued)

10. east on Amelon Road/Expressway*, following the northern boundary of census blocks 510090104021048 and 510090104021037 respectively, to its second crossing of South Fork of Stovall Creek, a point approximately 1100 feet due west of Dixie Airport Road (State Route 677) (*census maps label Amelon Road/Expressway as an unnamed road east of the point where old Amelon Road turns southeast)

11. east on the South Fork of Stovall Creek to Dixie Airport Road

12. north on Dixie Airport Road to Possum Island Road (State Route 671)

13. north on Possum Island Road approximately 0.5 miles to a tributary of Middle Fork of Stovall Creek, said tributary being the northern boundary of census block 510090104021017

14. east on said tributary to Middle Fork of Stovall Creek

15. southeast on Middle Fork of Stovall Creek to South Fork of Stovall Creek

16. east on South Fork of Stovall Creek to Glade Road (State Route 669)

17. northeast on Glade Road to Brightwells Mill Road (State Route 663)

18. north on Brightwells Mill Road to Kentmoor Farm Road (State Route 613)

19. east on Kentmoor Farm Road to Hayshed Road

20. northeast on Hayshed Road to Partridge Creek

21. southeast on Partridge Creek to Early Farm Road (State Route 624)

22. southeast on Early Farm Road to its intersection with Galts Mill Road (State Route 622)

23. southeast in a straight line from said intersection approximately 725 feet to the center line of the James River, being the Amherst County-Appomattox County boundary

B. Part of Bedford County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the intersection of the Bedford County, Botetourt County, and Rockbridge County boundaries

2. northeast on the Bedford County-Rockbridge County boundary to the Bedford County-Amherst County boundary

3. southeast on the Bedford County-Amherst County boundary to the Bedford County-City of Lynchburg boundary

4. west and south, counterclockwise, on the last said boundary to the point where it is intersected by the Norfolk Southern Railway, approximately 500 feet northwest of Lakeside Drive (United States 221)

5. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Cottontown Road (State Route 621)

6. northwest and then west on Cottontown Road to Ivy Creek

7. south on Ivy Creek approximately 1100 feet to a point

8. southeast on a line, the northeast boundary of census block 510190301031002, approximately 400 feet to a point

9. south on a line to the terminus of Whistling Swan Drive (State Route 1232)

10. south on Whistling Swan Drive to Another Way (State Route 1231)

11. southeast on Another Way to Lake Vista Drive (State Route 1240)

12. south on Lake Vista Drive to Spring Lake Road

13. west on Spring Lake Road to Gumtree Road (State Route 609)

14. south on Gumtree Road to Forest Road (United States Highway 221)

15. west on Forest Road to Elk Creek

16. west on Elk Creek to Old Cifax Road (State Route 644)

17. northwest and then north on Old Cifax Road to Lankford Mill Road (State Route 644 continued)

18. west on Lankford Mill Road to Oslin Creek

19. south on Oslin Creek to North Otter Creek

20. south on North Otter Creek to Big Otter River

21. southeast on Big Otter River to a point approximately 1.1 miles downstream from the point where Forest Road (United States Highway 221) crosses the river
22. northwest on a line to the terminus of an unnamed road, said road being the southern boundary of census block 510190304025007
23. southwest on said unnamed road to Lowry Road (State Route 715)

24. south on Lowry Road approximately 60 feet to a second unnamed road, the southeast boundary of census block 510190304025027

25. southwest on said road to its terminus

26. southwest on a line approximately 450 feet, continuing to follow the southeast boundary of census block 510190304025027, to an unnamed stream

27. northwest on said stream approximately 240 feet to a railroad, said railroad being the southern boundary of census block 510190304025018
28. west on said railroad to a point approximately 500 feet east of the City of Bedford corporate limits and due south of the terminus of Poindexter Lane

29. north on a line to Poindexter Lane

30. northwest on Poindexter Lane to the City of Bedford corporate limits

31. counterclockwise west on said corporate limits to the point where Lynchburg Salem Turnpike (United States Highways 221/460) intersects the western corporate limits

32. northwest on Lynchburg Salem Turnpike to a crossover approximately 490 feet west of Candle Lane

33. south on the crossover from the westbound to eastbound lanes of Lynchburg Salem Turnpike

34. west on the eastbound lanes of Lynchburg Salem Turnpike approximately 300 feet to an unnamed road, being the western boundary of census block 510190304022034
35. south on said road to a power line

36. southwest on said power line approximately 1.8 miles to an unpaved trail approximately 100 feet east of Rocky Ford Road (State Route 684)

37. north on said trail to a private road

38. west on said road to Rocky Ford Road

39. south on Rocky Ford Road to a power line, being the southern boundary of census block 510190304021084

40. west on said power line approximately 650 feet to a dirt trail, part of the southern boundary of census block 510190304021065

41. west on said trail approximately 1100 feet to a power line

42. southwest on said power line to Goose Creek

43. north and then northwest on Goose Creek to North Fork Goose Creek

44. north on North Fork Goose Creek to an unnamed tributary entering said creek approximately 550 feet north of Otey Farm Road
45. northeast and then east on said tributary, the southern boundary of census blocks 510190306053073 and 510190306053060 respectively, to the point it crosses Murray Hollow Road (State Route 717
46. east and then north on Murray Hollow Road to Cool Springs Road (State Route 692)

47. north and then east on Cool Springs Road to its terminus

48. northeast, continuing on a series of service roads and trails and following the western boundary of census blocks 510190306053111 and 510190306053119 respectively,  to Murrills Gap Road (State Route 680)
49. northeast, continuing on a series of service roads and trails, and following the western boundary of census blocks 510190304011098, 510190304011014, and 510190304011012 respectively, along Campbell's Mountain to Cobbs Gap
50.  northeast along McFalls Mountain, following the eastern boundary of census block 510190306053002, to the Bedford County-Botetourt County boundary at a point due north of Royal Ambassador Camp
51. northeast on said boundary to the intersection of the Bedford County, Botetourt County, and Rockbridge County boundaries, the point of beginning

C. Part of the City of Lynchburg west of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Candlers Mountain Road intersects the Campbell County-City of Lynchburg boundary

2. north on Candlers Mountain Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway

3. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway approximately 0.4 miles to a tributary of Burton Creek

4. west on said tributary to Burton Creek

5. west on Burton Creek to Timberlake Road (United States Highway 460 Business)

6. northeast on Timberlake Road to Fort Avenue (United States Highway 460 Business continued)

7. northeast on Fort Avenue (becoming also United States Highway 29 Business) to Oakridge Boulevard

8. west on Oakridge Boulevard to Sussex Street

9. northeast on Sussex Street to its intersection with Langhorne Lane

10. northeast from said intersection on Richmond Street to Rockbridge Avenue

11. northwest on Rockbridge Avenue to Lakeside Drive

12. northeast on Lakeside Drive approximately 600 feet to a tributary of Blackwater Creek

13. west on said tributary to Blackwater Creek

14. northwest on Blackwater Creek to Langhorne Road (United States Highway 501 Business)

15. north on Langhorne Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway as shown on census maps

16. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway approximately 725 feet to an unnamed road on census maps, identified on other maps as James River Heritage Trail and as an old railroad bed and in the city ordinance as Blackwater Creek Bikeway

17. northeast and then southeast on said road to the Norfolk Southern Railway

18. north on the Norfolk Southern Railway to the James River, being the northern corporate limits of the City of Lynchburg
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
