
TWENTY-SIXTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Twenty-sixth. All of the City of Harrisonburg; and part of Rockingham County comprised of the Bergton (104), Broadway (101), Dayton (404), Edom (202), Fulks Run (103), Keezletown (301), Melrose (203), Mt. Clinton (204), Silver Lake (405), Singers Glen (201), Stony Run (505), and Timberville (102) Precincts and part of the Plains (107) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Rockingham County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Rawley Pike (United States Highway 33) intersects the Rockingham County-West Virginia State line

2. northeast and then southeast on the Rockingham County boundary to North Mountain Road (State Route 613)

3. southwest on North Mountain Road to Vetters Road (State Route 790)

4. southeast and then northeast on Vetters Road to an unnamed road approximately 80 feet east of the point where Vetters Road crosses Turner Run
5. south on said unnamed road approximately 280 feet to an unnamed trail, the southern boundary of census block 511650109001049
6. northeast on said trail approximately 700 feet to a point

7. southwest on said trail approximately 975 feet to Bowman Orchard Lane

8. northeast on Bowman Orchard Lane to Vetters Road (State Route 790)

9. southeast on Vetters Road to Andrick Mill Road (State Route 789/790)

10. northeast on Andrick Mill Road to Getz Drive (State Route 790 continued)

11. southeast on Getz Drive to Spar Mine Road (State Route 617)
12. east on Spar Mine Road to the corporate limits of the Town of Timberville

13. clockwise on said corporate limits to the point where the Norfolk Southern Railway joins the southwestern corporate limits

14. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to the northern corporate limits of the Town of Broadway

15. clockwise on said corporate limits to Springbrook Road

16. east on Springbrook Road to Daphna Road (State Route 803)

17. south on Daphna Road to a point approximately 1500 feet north of Lacey Spring Road (State Route 806)

18. southeast on a line approximately 1.5 miles to a point on Lacey Spring Road approximately 85 feet southeast of its intersection with Lacey Lane
19. northeast and then southeast on Lacey Spring Road to North Valley Pike (United States Highway 11)

20. southwest on North Valley Pike to Martz Road

21. east on Martz Road to Mountain Valley Road (State Route 620)

22. south on Mountain Valley Road to a point approximately 250 feet north of its intersection with Ragtown Road

23. southeast in a line approximately 1.65 miles to a point on Massanutten Mountain between Third Mountain and Fourth Mountain, approximately 885 feet southeast of the point where said line crosses Mountain Run

24. north on a line approximately one mile to the point where the Page County, Rockingham County, and Shenandoah County boundaries meet

25. southeast on the Page County-Rockingham County boundary to Cub Run Road (State Route 636)

26. southwest on Cub Run Road to Runkles Gap Road (State Route 636 continued)

27. southeast on Runkles Gap Road to Kettle View Road

28. southwest on Kettle View Road  approximately 600 feet to a stream, said stream being the northeast boundary of census block 511650103001154

29. southeast on said stream to Runkles Gap Road at a point approximately 480 feet northwest of its intersection with East Point Road

30. southeast on Runkles Gap Road to East Point Road (State Route 602)
31. southwest on East Point Road to Spottswood Trail (United States Highway 33)

32. southwest on Spottswood Trail to Mountain Grove Road (State Route 842)

33. west on Mountain Grove Road approximately 0.4 miles to a point

34. south on a straight line, the eastern boundary of census block 511650119001150, to Spottswood Trail

35. northwest on Spottswood Trail to the southeast corporate limits of the City of Harrisonburg

36. clockwise on said corporate limits to the point where Interstate 81 intersects the southwest corporate limits

37. south on Interstate 81 to Cecil Wampler Road (State Route 704)

38. west on Cecil Wampler Road to South Valley Pike (United States Highway 11)

39. southwest on South Valley Pike to Oakwood Drive (State Route 704 continued)

40. northwest on Oakwood Drive to the corporate limits of the Town of Bridgewater

41. counterclockwise north and west on said corporate limits to Cannery Woods Drive (State Route 737)

42.  north on Cannery Woods Drive to the point it separates from the corporate limits

43. west on a non-visible line, the northern boundary of census block 511650115001015, to Dry River Road (State Route 738)

44. west and then north on Dry River Road to Ottobine Road (State Highway 257)

45. west and then northwest on Ottobine Road to Crystal Ridge Road (State Route 752)

46. northeast on Crystal Ridge Road to Honey Run Road (State Route 743)

47. northwest on Honey Run Road to Keller Road (State Route 752)

48. northeast on Keller Road, becoming Dry River Road and then Rushville Road, to Hinton Road (State Route 752 continued)

49. north and northeast on Hinton Road to Rawley Pike (United States Highway 33)

50. northwest on Rawley Pike to the Rockingham County-West Virginia State boundary, the point of beginning
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
