
THIRTY-SIXTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Thirty-sixth. Part of Fairfax County comprised of the Aldrin (234), Cameron Glen (238), Dogwood (220), Frying Pan (235), Glade (223), Hunters Woods (221), McNair (237), North Point (233), Reston #1 (208), Reston #2 (209), Reston #3 (222), South Lakes (224), Sunrise Valley (227), and Terraset (225) Precincts and parts of the Flint Hill (202) and Vale (914) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Fairfax County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the intersection of Sugarland Road (State 604) and Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7)
2. southeast on Leesburg Pike to Baron Cameron Avenue (State Route 606)

3. southwest on Baron Cameron Avenue to a tributary of Colvin Run at a point approximately 275 feet west of the intersection of Baron Cameron Avenue and Hunter Mill Road (State Route 674)

4. southeast on said tributary to Colvin Run, following the western boundaries of census blocks 510594819002000, 510594819002020, and 510594819002019 respectively

5. west on Colvin Run to another tributary approximately 0.25 miles east of Lake Fairfax, said tributary being the eastern boundary of census blocks 510594819002011 and 510594819002008

6. south on said tributary to its headwaters
7. southwest in a straight line, following the northwest boundary of census block 510594819002016, approximately 1000 feet to the westernmost corner of said block
8. southeast in a straight line, following the southwest boundary of census block 510594819002016, approximately 1550 feet to the intersection of Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road (State Highway 267) and Hunter Mill Road

9. east on Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road to Difficult Run

10. south on Difficult Run to a power line at Washington and Old Dominion Railroad Regional Park

11. southeast on said power line, following in order the northeast boundaries of census blocks 510594824001065, 510594602002000, 510594602002005, 510594602002001, 510594602002032, 510594602002007, 510594602002002, 510594602002026, 510594602002021, 510594602002022, and 510594602002028 to an unnamed tributary of Piney Branch, said tributary flowing into Piney Branch approximately 160 feet southwest of the point that Piney Branch becomes part of the corporate limits of the Town of Vienna and being part of the southeast boundary of census block 510594603002010
12. counterclockwise, southeast and then southwest, on said corporate limits to Vale Road (State Route 672)

13. west on Vale Road to Hunter Mill Road (State Route 674)
14. south on Hunter Mill Road to Vale Road ((State Route 672 continued)

15. west on Vale Road to Birdfoot Lane (State Route 671)

16. west and then north on Birdfoot Lane to Little Difficult Run

17. southwest on Little Difficult Run to Fox Mill Road (State Route 665)

18. northwest on Fox Mill Road to McLearen Road

19. west on McLearen Road to Lawyers Road/Reston Parkway (State Route 602)

20. northeast on Reston Parkway to Fox Mill Road
21. northwest on Fox Mill Road to a pipeline approximately 850 feet northwest of Fairfax County Parkway, said pipeline, also being the southeast boundary of census block 510594811053004

22. southwest on Colonial Pipeline Easement to Monroe Manor Drive

23. northwest on Monroe Manor Drive to Monroe Street (State Route 666)

24. southwest on Monroe Street to West Ox Road (State Route 608)

25. northwest on West Ox Road to Centreville Road (State Route 657)

26. north on Centreville Road to Fox Mill Road

27. east on Fox Mill Road to Sunrise Valley Drive

28. east on Sunrise Valley Drive to a Virginia Power Easement at a point approximately 80 feet east of the intersection of Sunrise Valley Drive and Elm Street Drive

29. northeast on the Virginia Power Easement, also being the eastern boundary of census blocks 510594811011006, 510594811011009, and 510594811011101, to the Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road at a point approximately 785 west of the intersection of the western lane of Monroe Street with the Toll Road
30. east on Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road to the point where it would be intersected by an extension of the southeast corporate limits of the Town of Herndon

31. northeast on said extension to said corporate limits

32. northeast on said corporate limits to the point where Fairfax County Parkway becomes part of the corporate limits
33. northeast on Fairfax County Parkway, leaving the corporate limits, to the point where it would be intersected by an extension of Stuart Road (State Route 680) south from its intersection with Creekbend Drive
34. north on said extension to Stuart Road

35. north and then northeast on Stuart Road to its intersection with Heather Down Drive

36. northeast on a line to the intersection of Stuart Drive (State Route 680 continued) and Champion Lake Court

37. north on Stuart Road to Shaker Woods Road (State Route 680 continued)

38. northeast, then east, then north, and then west on Shaker Woods Road to Sugarland Road (State Route 604)

39. northeast on Sugarland Road to Leesburg Pike, the point of beginning
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
