
FORTY-FIFTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Forty-fifth. Part of Arlington County comprised of the Abingdon (022), Aurora Hills (003), Fairlington (012), and Shirlington (042) Precincts and part of the Oakridge (032) Precinct; part of Fairfax County comprised of the Belleview (602) and Grosvenor (621) Precincts and parts of the Belle Haven (601) and Huntington (607) Precincts; and part of the City of Alexandria comprised of the Agudas Achim Synagogue (203), Blessed Sacrament Church (204), City Hall (102), Cora Kelley Center (106), Durant Center (104), Fire Department Headquarters (109), George Mason School (202), George Washington Middle School (108), Ladrey Senior Building (101), Lee Center (105), Lyles Crouch School (103), Maury School (201), and Mt. Vernon Recreation Center (107) Precincts.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part 1 of Arlington County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where South Walter Reed Drive intersects the Arlington County-City of Alexandria boundary

2. northeast on South Walter Reed Drive to Four Mile Run

3. east on Four Mile Run to the Arlington County-City of Alexandria boundary

4. south and then northwest on said boundary to South Walter Reed Drive, the point of beginning

B. Part 2 of Arlington County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where South Arlington Ridge Road intersects Four Mile Run, also being the Arlington County-City of Alexandria boundary

2. north on South Arlington Ridge Road to 28th Street South

3. northwest on 28th Street South to Army Navy Drive

4. northeast and then north on Army Navy Drive to its intersection with 23rd Street South

5. west on a straight line, the southern boundary of census block 510131037001005, to Interstate 395

6. northeast on Interstate 395 to the South Arlington Ridge Road ramp, being the northern boundary of census block 510131037001002

7. southeast on said ramp to Army Navy Drive

8. north on Army Navy Drive to South Nash Street

9. north on South Nash Street to South Arlington Ridge Road
10. south on South Arlington Ridge Road to 23rd Street South

11. east on 23rd Street South to South Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1)

12. south on South Jefferson Davis Highway to Four Mile Run and the Arlington County-City of Alexandria boundary

13. west on said boundary to South Arlington Ridge Road, the point of beginning

C. Part of Fairfax County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point where Telegraph Road (State Highway 241/State Route 611) intersects the Fairfax County-City of Alexandria boundary

2. southeast on said boundary to the Potomac River and the Maryland-Virginia State Line

3. south on the State Line to a line projected due east from the point where George Washington Parkway intersects an unnamed tributary of the Potomac River approximately 0.2 miles north of the intersection of Tulane Drive and the Parkway, said line being the southern boundary of census blocks 510594152004013 and 510594152004012
4. west on said line to George Washington Memorial Parkway (State Highway 400)

5. west in a straight line to the south fork of said tributary, following the southern boundary of census blocks 510594152002003 and 510594152002000
6. northwest on said tributary, the southern boundary of census blocks 510594152002000, 510594152001002, and 510594152001001,to Fort Hunt Road (State Route 629)

7. north on Fort Hunt Road to Hunting Cove Place

8. west on Hunting Cove Place to Vernon Terrace

9. northwest on Vernon Terrace to Woodmont Road

10. northeast on Woodmont Road to Belfield Road

11. west and then northwest on Belfield Road to its terminus

12. northeast on an extension of Belfield Road to an unnamed tributary of Hunting Creek, said tributary being the northwestern boundary of census blocks 510594151001005 and 510594151001003
13. northeast on said tributary to Huntington Avenue

14. northwest on Huntington Avenue to Blaine Drive

15. southwest on Blaine Drive to Riverview Terrace

16. northwest on Riverview Terrace to Biscayne Drive

17. northeast on Biscayne Drive to Huntington Avenue

18. northwest on Huntington Avenue to Telegraph Road

19. northeast on Telegraph Road to the Fairfax County-City of Alexandria boundary, the point of beginning

D. Part of the City of Alexandria east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where North Quaker Lane (State Highway 402) intersects King Street (State Highway 7), said point being the southeast corner of the Arlington County-City of Alexandria boundary

2. southeast on King Street to the CSX Railroad

3. west on the CSX Railroad to Telegraph Road (State Highway 241/State Route 611)

4. south on Telegraph Road to the Capital Beltway (Interstate 95), also being the Fairfax County-City of Alexandria boundary
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
