
FORTY-NINTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Forty-ninth. Part of Arlington County comprised of the Arlington (001), Arlington Mill (043), Arlington View (038), Claremont (028), Columbia (009), Fillmore (026), Four Mile Run (047), Glebe (030), Hume (008), and Virginia Highlands (021) Precincts and parts of the Jefferson (027) and Oakridge (032) Precincts; and part of Fairfax County comprised of the Glen Forest (505), Glen Forest #2 (529), Skyline (520), and Willston (517) Precincts and part of the Baileys (501) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Arlington County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where 7th Road South intersects the Arlington County-Fairfax County boundary

2. east on 7th Road South to South Dinwiddie Street

3. south on South Dinwiddie Street to South Columbia Pike (State Highway 244)

4. east on South Columbia Pike to South Quincy Street

5. north on South Quincy Street to 6th Street South

6. east on 6th Street South to South Glebe Road (State Highway 120)

7. northwest on South Glebe Road to 2nd Street South

8. east on 2nd Street South to South Fillmore Street

9. north on South Fillmore Street to Arlington Boulevard (United States Highway 50)

10. east on Arlington Boulevard to South Washington Boulevard (State Highway 237)

11. southeast on South Washington Boulevard to a property line approximately 725 feet northwest of the intersection of South Washington Boulevard and South Columbia Pike, said line identified as a projection of the southern boundary of Henderson Hall

12. east and then north on said property line, the southern and eastern boundaries respectively of census block 510131034011044, to South Southgate Road

13. east on South Southgate Road to South Columbia Pike (State Route 244)

14. south and then west on South Columbia Pike to South Washington Boulevard

15. east on South Washington Boulevard to Interstate 395 (Shirley Highway)

16. east on Interstate 395 to South Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1)

17. south on Jefferson Davis Highway to 15th Street South

18. west on 15th Street South to South Fern Street

19. south on South Fern Street to 23rd Street South

20. west on 23rd Street South to South Arlington Ridge Road

21. north on South Arlington Ridge Road to South Nash Street

22. south on South Nash Street to Army Navy Drive

23. south on Army Navy Drive to the South Arlington Ridge Road ramp to Interstate 395, said ramp being the northern boundary of census block 510131037001002

24. west on said ramp to Interstate 395

25. southwest on Interstate 395 to a point where an extension of 23rd Street South would intersect Interstate 395

26. east on a straight line, the southern boundary of census blocks 51013 510131037001005 and 51013 510131037001004, to the intersection of 23rd Street South and Army Navy Drive

27. south and then southwest on Army Navy Drive to 28th Street South

28. southeast and then east on 28th Street South to South Arlington Ridge Road

29. south on South Arlington Ridge Road to Four Mile Run, also being the Arlington County-City of Alexandria boundary

30. west on the Arlington County-City of Alexandria boundary to the point where South Shirlington Road, a part of the boundary, crosses Four Mile Run

31.  west on Four Mile Run to South Walter Reed Drive

32. southwest on South Walter Reed Drive to the Arlington County-City of Alexandria boundary

33. northwest on the Arlington County boundary to7th Road South, the point of beginning

 

B. Part of Fairfax County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where the ramp from Hillwood Avenue (State Highway 338) to the eastbound lanes of Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7) intersects the Fairfax County-City of Falls Church boundary

2. clockwise on the Fairfax County-City of Falls Church, Arlington County-Fairfax County, and Fairfax County-City of Alexandria boundaries respectively to North Rosser Street

3. northwest on North Rosser Street to Magnolia Lane

4. southwest on Magnolia Lane to Munson Road

5. northwest on Munson Road to Lewis Lane

6. northeast on Lewis Lane to Lacy Boulevard

7. northwest on Lacy Boulevard to Columbia Pike (State Highway 244)

8. northeast on Columbia Pike to Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7)

9. northwest on Leesburg Pike to the point where Leesburg Pike temporarily divides just southeast of the Fairfax County-City of Falls Church boundary

10. northwest on the eastbound lanes of Leesburg Pike to the ramp to Hillwood Avenue (State Highway 338)

11. west on said ramp to the Fairfax County-City of Falls Church boundary, the point of beginning
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
