
FIFTY-SECOND HOUSE DISTRICT
Fifty-second. Part of Prince William County comprised of the Bel Air (606), Civic Center (604), Dale

(601), Dumfries (301), Freedom (609), Graham Park (303), Kilby (707), Library (702), Lynn (703),

Neabsco (602), Occoquan (502), and Potomac (302) Precincts and parts of the Godwin (603),

Henderson (307), and Minnieville (605) Precincts.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Prince William County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the northwest corner of the corporate limits of the Town of Occoquan, on the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary

2. southeast on the Prince William County boundary to Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1)

3. southwest on Jefferson Davis Highway to the corporate limits of the Town of Dumfries
4. clockwise south on said corporate limits to the north corner of census block 511539009041051, on Quantico Creek

5. southeast on Quantico Creek, following the western boundary of census blocks 511539009041051 and 511539009041049, to a Virginia Power Line easement

6. southwest on the Virginia Power Line easement to Fuller Road (State Route 619)

7. northwest on Fuller Road to its intersection with Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1)

8. continuing northwest on Joplin Road (State Route 619 continued) to a tributary of Little Creek approximately 90 feet northwest of Interstate 95

9. northeast on said tributary to Interstate 95

10. north on Interstate 95 to Powells Creek
11. west on Powells Creek to a point approximately 30 feet south of its intersection with Northgate Road, said point being the western corner of census block 511539010112027

12. east on the boundary of said census block to Wendy Court

13. northeast on Wendy Court to Crocus Lane

14. northwest on Crocus Lane to Northgate Drive

15. north on Northgate Drive to Cardinal Drive

16. northwest on Cardinal Drive to Knickerbocker Drive

17. north on Knickerbocker Drive to Decatur Drive

18. northeast on Decatur Drive to its terminus

19. north on Decatur Drive extended to Neabsco Creek, said extension being the eastern boundary of census block 511539004081004

20. west and south on Neabsco Creek to Evansdale Road extended, said extension being the southern boundary of census block 511539004082002

21. northwest on said extension to Evansdale Road

22. northwest on Evansdale Road to Edgewater Drive

23. north on Edgewater Drive to Eastlawn Avenue

24. east on Eastlawn Avenue to Darbydale Avenue

25. north on Darbydale Avenue to Minnieville Road

26. northeast on Minnieville Road to Dale Boulevard

27. northwest and then north on Dale Boulevard to Hillendale Drive

28. northeast on Hillendale Drive to Prince William Parkway

29. southeast on Prince William Parkway to Elm Farm Road

30. southeast on Elm Farm Road to Minnieville Road

31. northeast on Minnieville Road to Old Bridge Road

32. east on Old Bridge Road to Tanyard Hill Road

33. northeast on Tanyard Hill Road to the corporate limits of the Town of Occoquan

34. clockwise northwest and then northeast on said corporate limits to the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary, the point of beginning
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
