
FIFTY-FOURTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Fifty-fourth. Part of Caroline County comprised of the Woodford (303) Precinct; and part of Spotsylvania County comprised of the Battlefield (701), Brock (505), Chancellor (204), Courthouse (504), Fairview (703), Frazers Gate (402), Lee Hill (403), Massaponax (104), Piedmont (603), Salem (601), Smith Station (602), Summit (401), Todd's Tavern (503), and Travelers Rest (103) Precincts and part of the Brokenburg (502) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Caroline County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Fredericksburg Turnpike (State Highway 2) intersects the Caroline County-Spotsylvania County boundary

2. south on Fredericksburg Turnpike to Villeboro Road (State Route 607)

3. northwest on Villeboro Road to Woodford Road (State Route 626)

4. southwest on Woodford Road to Paige Road (State Route 605)

5. north and then west on Paige Road to Cedon Road (State Route 632)

6. south on Cedon Road to Bull Church Road (State Route 633)

7. south on Bull Church Road to South River

8. west on South River to Motto River

9. west on Motto River to a power line crossing the river approximately 1000 feet east of the Caroline County-Spotsylvania County boundary

10. north on said power line to the Caroline County-Spotsylvania County boundary

11. northeast on said boundary to Fredericksburg Turnpike, the point of beginning

B. Part of Spotsylvania County contained within a line described as follows;

1. Beginning at the point where Hill Ewell Drive intersects the Orange County-Spotsylvania County boundary

2. east on Hill Ewell Drive to Orange Plank Road (State Route 621)

3. east on Orange Plank Road to Herndon Drive (State Route 600)

4. south on Herndon Road approximately 200 feet to Lewis Run

5. southeast on Lewis Run to the center line of Hazel Grove Lake

6. southeast on the center line of Hazel Grove Lake to Lewis Run continued

7. southeast on Lewis Run to the center line of Cook Spring Lake

8. southeast on the center line of Cook Spring Lake to Lewis Run continued

9. southeast on Lewis Run to Sickles Drive

10. south to Sickles Drive to Jackson Trail East

11. south on Jackson Trail East to the center line of Ni River Reservoir

12. south and then east on the center line of Ni River Reservoir to the Ni River

13. south on the Ni River to Gordon Road (State Route 627)

14. northeast and then north on Gordon Road to Chancellor Road (State Route 674)

15. west and then north on Chancellor Road to Old Plank Road (State Route 610)

16. east on Old Plank Road to Andora Drive (State Route 626)

17. north on Andora Drive to Germanna Highway (State Highway 3)

18. east on Germanna Highway to Haney Lane

19. north, then east, and then south on Haney Lane to Germanna Highway

20. east on Germanna Highway to its intersection with Old Plank Road and Five Mile Road Extended
21. southeast on a line, following the eastern boundaries of census blocks 511770201092006 and 511770201092007 respectively, to Cherry Road (State Route 706)

22. east and then south on Cherry Road to Harrison Road (State Route 620)

23. southeast on Harrison Road to Old Leavells Road (State Route 639)

24. south and then southeast on Old Leavells Road to a point approximately 150 west of the intersection of Leavells Road and Griffith Way

25. southeast on a line, following the southwest boundary of census block 511770203072009, to Leavells Road

26. southeast on Leavells Road to Courthouse Road (State Highway 208)

27. east on Courthouse Road to Interstate 95

28. southeast on Interstate 95 to Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1)

29. north on Jefferson Davis Highway to the Spotsylvania County-City of Fredericksburg boundary

30. clockwise east on the Spotsylvania County -City of Fredericksburg boundary to the Spotsylvania County-Stafford County boundary

31. southeast on the Spotsylvania County-Stafford County boundary to the Caroline County-Spotsylvania County boundary

32. southwest on the Caroline County-Spotsylvania County boundary to the point where Interstate 95 intersects said boundary
33. north on Interstate 95 to Mudd Tavern Road (State Route 606)

34. west on Mudd Tavern Road, becoming Morris Road at Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1), and continuing to its intersection with Courthouse Road (State Highway 208)

35. west on Courthouse Road to a point where it is intersected by a non-visible legal boundary, being the Livingston-Berkeley Magisterial District line, approximately 0.1 miles west of Towles Mill Road (State Route 656)

36. southwest in a straight line along said boundary approximately three miles to an unnamed road, said boundary being the southeast boundary of census blocks 511770204031002, 511770204031005, 511770204041000, 511770204041008, and 511770204041073 in order

37. north on said unnamed road to the terminus of Rumsey Lane (State Route 701)

38. north on Rumsey Lane to Black Rock Run

39. west on Black Rock Run approximately 1200 feet to a pond

40. northwest along the north side of said pond to an unnamed road, said road being the western boundary of census block 511770204041001

41. north on said unnamed road to Courthouse Road 

42. west on Courthouse Road to Brokenburg Road (State Route 733)

43. west on Brokenburg Road to Margo Road (State Route 650)

44. west and then north on Margo Road to Post Oak Road (State Route 606)

45. west and then northwest on Post Oak Road to an unnamed road, the southern boundary of census block 511770204061016, approximately 900 feet east of the intersection of Post Oak Road and Pamunkey Road (State Route 612)

46. east and then north on said unnamed road to Pamunkey Road
47. northeast on Pamunkey Road to West Catharpin Road (State Route 608)

48. west on West Catharpin Road to Catharpin Run

49. north on Catharpin Run to the Po River
50. northwest on the Po River to Norton Prong

51. northwest on Norton Prong to Shanty Bridge Creek

52. northwest on Shanty Bridge Creek to the Orange County-Spotsylvania County boundary

53. northeast on said boundary to Hill Ewell Drive, the point of beginning
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
