
FIFTY-SIXTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Fifty-sixth. All of Louisa County; part of Goochland County comprised of the Centerville (402), Crozier (401), and Manakin (501) Precincts and part of the Goochland Court House (301) Precinct; part of Henrico County comprised of the Causeway (301), Nuckols Farm (307), Rivers Edge (317), Sadler (310), Shady Grove (311), Short Pump (318), and West End (416) Precincts; and part of Spotsylvania County comprised of the Belmont (501) Precinct and part of the Brokenburg (502) Precinct

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Goochland County east of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Pony Farm Road (State Route 702) intersects the Goochland County-Louisa County boundary

2. west and then south on Pony Farm Road to Elpis Church Road

3. south on Elpis Church Road to Broad Street Road (United States Highway 250)

4. northwest on Broad Street Road to Pony Farm Road

5. southwest on Pony Farm Road to Maidens Road (State Route 634)

6. south on Maidens Road to Poorhouse Road (State Route 633)

7. southwest and then west on Poorhouse Road to a tributary of Courthouse Creek crossing Poorhouse Road approximately 75 feet east of Turner Road (State Route 672), said tributary being the eastern boundary of census block 510754004001069

8. southwest on said tributary approximately 350 feet to Courthouse Creek

9. south on Courthouse Creek approximately 1900 feet to the northwest corner of census block 510754004001075, said block being a swampy area shown as a body of water on census maps

10. south on the eastern side of the swampy area, following the eastern boundary of census block 510754004001075, to the continuation of Courthouse Creek

11. south on Courthouse Creek, crossing an unnamed road, to the northern boundary of a second body of water, being census block 510754004001074

12. south on the eastern boundary of said water block to the continuation of Courthouse Creek

13. south on Courthouse Creek to a third body of water, being census block 510754004001078

14. south on the west side of said water block to the continuation of Courthouse Creek
15. south on Courthouse Creek to Maidens Road (State Route 634)

16. southwest on Maidens Road, becoming United States Highway 522 at River Road West, to the south bank of the James River, being the Goochland County-Powhatan County boundary

B. Part of Henrico County west of a line described as follows;
1. Beginning at the point where Staples Mill Road (United States Highway 33) intersects the Hanover County-Henrico County boundary

2. south on Staples Mill Road to Interstate 295

3. southwest on Interstate 295 to Interstate 64

4. southeast on Interstate 64 to West Broad Street (United States Highway 250)

5. west on West Broad Street to Lauderdale Drive

6. southwest on Lauderdale Drive to Church Road

7. east on Church Road to Copperas Creek

8. south on Copperas Creek to Ridgefield Parkway

9. west on Ridgefield Parkway to its terminus

10. west on an extension of Ridgefield Parkway, being the southern boundary of census block 510872001201004, to the Goochland County-Henrico County boundary

C. Part of Spotsylvania County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the intersection of the Louisa County, Orange County, and Spotsylvania County boundaries

2. northeast on the Orange County-Spotsylvania County boundary to Shanty Bridge Creek

3. southeast on Shanty Bridge Creek to Norton Prong

4. southeast on Norton Prong to the Po River

5. southeast on the Po River to Catharpin Run

6. south on Catharpin Run to West Catharpin Road (State Route 608)

7. southeast on West Catharpin Road to Pamunkey Road (State Route 612)

8. southwest on Pamunkey Road to an unnamed road approximately 0.4 miles east of the intersection of Pamunkey Road and Post Oak Road (State Route 606), said road being the eastern and southern boundary of census block 511770204061016

9. south and then west on said unnamed road to Post Oak Road

10. southeast on Post Oak Road to Margo Road (State Route 650)

11. south and then east on Margo Road to Wheeler Road (State Route 728)
12. west on Wheeler Road approximately 0.5 miles  to an unnamed tributary of Northeast Creek, said tributary being the southeast boundary of census blocks 511770204062031 and 511770204062008 respectively
13. southwest on said tributary to Northeast Creek

14. northwest on Northeast Creek to Music Branch

15. northwest on Music Branch to State Route 667

16. southwest on State Route 667 to Lawyers Road (State Route 601)

17. northwest on Lawyers Road to Ridge Road (State Route 655)

18. southwest on Ridge Road to an unnamed road approximately 900 feet south of Haleys Mill Road (State Route 643)

19. west on said unnamed road to a second unnamed road, both roads being part of the southern boundary of census block 511770204051149

20. north and then west on said second unnamed road and an extension of said road to the east bank of Pigeon Run

21. north along the east bank of Pigeon Run to a point due south of the point where Haleys Mill Road turns from a southerly to an easterly direction

22. southwest on a line to the center line of Pigeon Run

23. south on Pigeon Run to the center line of Lake Anna, being the Louisa County-Spotsylvania County boundary

24. west on the Louisa County-Spotsylvania County boundary to the intersection of the Louisa County-Orange County-Spotsylvania County boundaries, the point of beginning
