
FIFTY-NINTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Fifty-ninth. All of Appomattox and Buckingham Counties; part of Albemarle County comprised of the Country Green (305), Porter's (403), and Red Hill (302) Precincts; part of Campbell County comprised of the Altavista (303), Bedford Springs (202), Concord (603), Court House (402), Evington (301), Lynch Station (302), Spring Hill (501), Three Forks (401), and Yellow Branch (502) Precincts; and part of Nelson County comprised of the Faber (501), Gladstone (302), Lovingston (201), Schuyler (202), and Shipman (301) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Albemarle County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Mechums River intersects the Albemarle County-Nelson County boundary

2. northeast on Mechums River to Interstate 64

3. east on Interstate 64 to Sunset Avenue Extended (State Route 781)

4. south on Sunset Avenue Extended to Mountainwood Road (State Route 1112)

5. east on Mountainwood Road to State Route 780, also labeled Old Lynchburg Road on census maps

6. southeast on State Route 780 to State Route 631 (Old Lynchburg Road)

7. south on Old Lynchburg Road to a tributary of Biscuit Run at a point just south of Forest Lodge Drive, said tributary being the northern boundary of census block 510030113012044

8. east on said tributary to Biscuit Run

9. south approximately 375 feet on Biscuit Run to another tributary, said tributary being the southern boundary of census blocks 510030113011005 and 510030113011006
10. east on said tributary to Scottsville Road (State Highway 20)
11. southwest on Scottsville Road to Red Hill Road (State Route 708)

12. west on Red Hill Road to North Fork Hardware River

13. south on North Fork Hardware River to South Fork Hardware River

14. southwest on South Fork Hardware River to Eppes Creek

15. southwest on Eppes Creek to Beaver Branch

16. southwest on Beaver Branch to Plank Road (State Route 712)

17. southeast on Plank Road to Scottsville Road (State Highway 20)

18. southeast on Scottsville Road to Langhorne Road (State Route 626)

19. southwest on Langhorne Road to James River Road (State Route 627)

20. southeast on James River Road to Warren Ferry Road (State Route 627 continued)

21. south on Warren Ferry Road to its terminus

22. south on an extension of Warren Ferry Road to the north bank of the James River

23. east on said north bank approximately 350 feet to the point where Ballinger Creek empties into the James River

24. south on a straight line to the center line of the James River, being the Albemarle County-Buckingham County boundary

25. southwest on said boundary to the Albemarle County-Nelson County boundary

26. northwest on said boundary to Mechums River, the point of beginning

B. Part of Campbell County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Buffalo Creek intersects the Bedford County-Campbell County boundary

2. east and then northwest on Buffalo Creek to a point due south of the terminus of Cresthaven Terrace

3. north on a line to the terminus of Cresthaven Terrace

4. east on Cresthaven Terrace to Town Fork Road (State Route 623)

5. north on Town Fork Road to Alum Springs Road (State Route 858)

6. east and northeast on Alum Springs Road to New London Drive (State Route 1580)

7. northwest on New London Drive to Lynchburg Highway (United States Highway 460)

8. northeast on Lynchburg Highway to Sunburst Road (State Route 681)

9. east on Sunburst Road to Waterlick Road (State Route 622)

10. southeast on Waterlick Road to Lawyers Road (State Route 683)

11. south on a line from the Waterlick Road-Lawyers Road intersection to Flat Creek

12. northeast on Flat Creek to a tributary that enters Flat Creek approximately 1000 feet west of Wards Road (United States Highway 290), said tributary being the northern boundary of census block 510310202003056
13. east on said tributary to Wards Road

14. northwest on Wards Road to English Tavern Road (State Route 738)

15. east on English Tavern Road to Flat Creek

16. east on Flat Creek approximately 0.5 miles to a power line, said power line being the southern boundary of census block 510310202004043

17. east on said power line to Sunnymeade Road (State Route 677)

18. north and then east on Sunnymeade Road, becoming State Route 670, to Norfolk Southern Railway
19. south on Norfolk Southern Railway to Beaver Creek Crossing

20. northeast on Beaver Creek Crossing to Campbell Highway (United States 501)

21. north on Campbell Highway to Beaver Creek

22. northeast on Beaver Creek to the mouth of Little Beaver Creek

23. northwest on Beaver Creek to the James River and the Amherst County-Campbell County boundary

24. northeast on the Amherst County-Campbell County boundary to the Appomattox County-Campbell County boundary

25. southeast on the Appomattox County-Campbell County boundary to North Fork Falling River

26. southwest on North Fork Falling River to South Fork Falling River

27. southeast on South Fork Falling River to Red House Road (State Route 615)

28. west on Red House Road to Three Creeks Road (State Route 648)

29. southwest on Three Creeks Road to Pigeon Run Road (State Route 652)

30. southwest on Pigeon Run Road to Mollys Creek

31. west on Mollys Creek to Mollie's Creek Road (State Route 650)

32. north on Mollie's Creek Road to Marshall Mill Road (State Route 654)

33. west on Marshall Mill Road to Brookneal Highway (United States Highway 501)

34. north on Brookneal Highway to its intersection with Winfall Road (State Route 607)

35. west on a line from said intersection approximately 0.5 miles, following the northern boundary of census block 510310208001024, to the point where Elliott Road (State Route 607) crosses Elliott Creek

36. west on Elliott Road to East Ferry Road (State Route 701)

37. southwest on East Ferry Road to Marysville Road (State Route 696)

38. northwest on Marysville Road to Hills Creek

39. south and southwest on Hills Creek to the Norfolk Southern Railway

40. west on Norfolk Southern Railway to Cheese Creek

41. east on Cheese Creek to the Roanoke River, being the Campbell County-Pittsylvania County boundary

42. west on the Campbell County Pittsylvania County boundary to the Bedford County-Campbell County boundary

43. northeast on the Bedford County-Campbell County boundary to Buffalo Creek, the point of beginning

C. Part of Nelson County south and east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Thomas Nelson Highway (United States Highway 29) intersects the Amherst County-Nelson County boundary

2. north and then northeast on Thomas Nelson Highway to Freshwater Cove Lane (State Route 653)

3. northwest on Freshwater Cove Lane to an unnamed road approximately 0.5 miles past the point where Rucker Run crosses Freshwater Cove Lane, said road being part of the northwest boundary of census block 511259503001167

4. northeast on said unnamed road to its terminus and continuing on an unpaved road approximately 0.5 miles to a non-visible boundary, being the Massies Mill Magisterial District boundary

5. northwest and then north  along said non-visible boundary for approximately four miles, following the ridge line of Becknor's Ridge to Pat's Knob, said boundary being the western boundary of census blocks 511259503001133, 511259503001130, and 511259503001125 respectively

6. north and then northeast on said non-visible boundary approximately 2.6 miles north and then 0.9 miles northeast to the top of Horseshoe Mountain at a point due north of the headwaters of the North Prong of Davis Creek, said boundary being the western boundary of census block 511259503001068

7. east on a non-visible boundary, following the ridge line, approximately two miles to Roberts Mountain, said boundary being the northern boundary of census block 511259503001068

8. north on a line to Gullysville Lane (State Route 629)

9. north on Gullysville Lane to an unnamed stream that feeds a lake on the east side of Gullysville Lane

10. east on said stream, crossing Rocky Road (State Route 613) to Rockfish River

11. north on Rockfish River to a point approximately 1900 feet south of the mouth of the South Fork of Rockfish River

[Segments 12, 13, and 14 all are part of the southern boundary of census block 511259502002081.]

12. east approximately one mile on a non-visible line to the top of Pilot Mountain

13. east approximately two miles on a non-visible line following the ridge lines to the top of Archer Mountain

14. east approximately 1.5 miles on a non-visible line following the ridge line to the Albemarle County-Nelson County boundary
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
