
SIXTY-FIFTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Sixty-fifth. All of Powhatan County; part of Chesterfield County comprised of the Brandermill (403), Skinquarter (309), Swift Creek (411), Tomahawk (310), and Woolridge (313) Precincts and parts of the Evergreen (312) and Midlothian (503) Precincts; part of Fluvanna County comprised of the Columbia (201) and Fork Union (301) Precincts; and part of Goochland County comprised of the Fife (101), Hadensville (102), Sandy Hook (202), and Three Square (201) Precincts and part of the Goochland Court House (301) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Chesterfield County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Chesterfield County—Powhatan County boundary and its intersection with Winterfield Road

2. clockwise south on Winterfield Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

3. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Midlothian Turnpike (U.S. Highway 60) 

4. east on Midlothian Turnpike to Coalfield Road (State Route 754) 

5. south on Coalfield Road (including a portion labeled on the census maps as an unnamed legal boundary), crossing State Highway 288, (part of Coalfield Road as labeled on the census maps is shown on Google maps as Charter Colony Parkway)  to the Old Hundred Road/Powhite Parkway intersection 

6. south from that intersection on Old Hundred Road (State Route 754) to a point .27 miles south of the Old Hundred Road/Nutree Branch intersection and to an unnamed legal boundary 

7. southwest .5 miles on the unnamed legal boundary and its continuation as an unnamed stream to Swift Creek Reservoir (the northern boundary of Harbour Pointe (401) Precinct and northern boundaries of census blocks 510411009124013 and -1028) 

8. southwest on the southwestern branch of Swift Creek Reservoir to Hull Street Road (U.S. Highway 360) 

9. west and southwest on Hull Street Road to the Chesterfield County—Amelia County boundary 

10. north on the Chesterfield County—Amelia County boundary to the Chesterfield County—Powhatan County boundary to its intersection with Winterfield Road and the beginning point.

B. Part of Fluvanna County east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where James Madison Highway (United States Highway 15) intersects the Fluvanna County-Louisa County boundary

2. south on James Madison Highway to Haden Martin Road (State Route 640)

3. west and then south on Haden Martin Road to West River Road (State Highway 6)

4. west on West River Road to Cunningham Road (State Route 640)

5. south and then west on Cunningham Road to its intersection with Shores Road (State Route 640 continued)

6. continuing west on Cunningham Road (State Route 897) approximately 0.3 miles to an unnamed road, the western boundary of census block 510650203002066

7. north on said unnamed road to West River Road

8. west and then southwest on West River Road to Hardware Road (State Route 646)

9. southeast on Hardware Road to a road just north of the intersection of Hardware Road and Pine Tree Lane, said road being shown as a continuation of Union Church Road (State Route 714) on census maps
10. east on said road to Rockfish Creek

11. southeast on Rockfish Creek to the point where it empties into the James River

12. south on a straight line across the James River at Seven Islands to the south bank of the river, being the Buckingham County-Fluvanna County boundary

C. Part of Goochland County west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Pony Farm Road (State Route 702) intersects the Goochland County-Louisa County boundary

2. west and then south on Pony Farm Road to Elpis Church Road

3. south on Elpis Church Road to Broad Street Road (United States Highway 250)

4. northwest on Broad Street Road to Pony Farm Road

5. southwest on Pony Farm Road to Maidens Road (State Route 634)

6. south on Maidens Road to Poorhouse Road (State Route 633)

7. southwest and then west on Poorhouse Road to a tributary of Courthouse Creek crossing Poorhouse Road approximately 75 feet east of Turner Road (State Route 672), said tributary being the eastern boundary of census block 510754004001069

8. southwest on said tributary approximately 350 feet to Courthouse Creek

9. south on Courthouse Creek approximately 1900 feet to the northwest corner of census block 510754004001075, said block being a swampy area shown as a body of water on census maps

10. south on the eastern side of the swampy area, following the eastern boundary of census block 510754004001075, to the continuation of Courthouse Creek

11. south on Courthouse Creek, crossing an unnamed road, to the northern boundary of a second body of water, being census block 510754004001074

12. south on the eastern boundary of said water block to the continuation of Courthouse Creek

13. south on Courthouse Creek to a third body of water, being census block 510754004001078

14. south on the west side of said water block to the continuation of Courthouse Creek

15. south on Courthouse Creek to Maidens Road (State Route 634)

16. southwest on Maidens Road, becoming United States Highway 522 at River Road West, to the south bank of the James River, being the Goochland County-Powhatan County boundary
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
