
SIXTY-EIGHTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Sixty-eighth. Part of Chesterfield County comprised of the Belgrade (508), Black Heath (511), Bon Air (505), Cranbeck (509), Greenfield (506), Robious (504), Salisbury (507), Shenandoah (413), Smoketree (406), and Sycamore (510) Precincts and part of the Midlothian (503) Precinct; part of Henrico County comprised of the Monument Hills (306) and Rollingwood (413) Precincts and part of the Freeman (403) Precinct; and part of the City of Richmond comprised of the 101 (101), 102 (102), 104 (104), 105 (105), 106 (106), 111 (111), 112 (112), 113 (113), 114 (114), 207 (207), 409 (409), and 413 (413) Precincts and part of the 410 (410) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities.

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30- 264 of the Code of Virginia. The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary. 

A. Part of Chesterfield County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the intersection of the Chesterfield County—Henrico County—City of Richmond boundaries on the western edge of the City of Richmond:

2. clockwise south, east, and south on the Chesterfield County--City of Richmond boundary to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

3. west on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Rockaway Road 

4. west on Rockaway Road to Old Bon Air Road 

5. southwest on Old Bon Air Road to Robious Road (State Route 711) 

6. southeast and south on Robious Road to Midlothian Turnpike (U.S. Highway 60) 

7. southeast on Midlothian Turnpike to North Arch Road 

8. southwest on North Arch Road and its continuation as South Arch Road and Arch Road to Reams Road (State Route 647) 

9. west on Reams Road to Courthouse Road 

10. south on Courthouse Road to Smoketree Drive 

11. west on Smoketree Drive to Gordon School Road 

12. southwest on Gordon School Road to a point just .014 miles east of the Gordon School Road/Pleasanthill Drive intersection and to an unnamed legal boundary (eastern and southern boundary of the Smoketree (4006) Precinct and of census blocks 510411009313043, -3027, -3025 and -3030)

13. southeast .27 miles and west .79 miles on the unnamed legal boundary, crossing Spriea Road, to Falling Creek 

14. south .05 miles on Falling Creek to the western branch of Falling Creek 

15. northwest on the western branch of Falling Creek, crossing North Woolridge Road, to Coalfield Road 

16. north on Coalfield Road to Midlothian Turnpike (U.S. Highway 60) 

17. west on Midlothian Turnpike to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

18. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Winterfield Road 

19. north on Winterfield Road to the Chesterfield County—Powhatan County boundary 

20. northeast on the Chesterfield County—Powhatan County boundary to the Chesterfield County—Henrico County boundary 

21. east on the Chesterfield County—Henrico County boundary to the juncture of the Chesterfield County—Henrico County—City of Richmond boundaries on the western edge of the City of Richmond, the beginning point. 

B.  Part of Henrico County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Henrico County—City of Richmond boundary and its intersection with Little Westham Creek:

2. clockwise northwest on Little Westham Creek to Westham Parkway 

3. southwest on Westham Parkway to Lindsay Drive 

4. northwest on Lindsay Drive to Forest Avenue 

5. south on Forest Avenue to Silverspring Drive 

6. west and north on Silverspring Drive to Spottswood Road 

7. east on Spottswood Road to Forest Avenue 

8. north on Forest Avenue to Three Chopt Road 

9. southeast on Three Chopt Road to Glenside Drive (State Route 356) 

10. north on Glenside Drive to Monument Avenue 

11. southeast on Monument Avenue to Libbie Avenue 

12. southwest on Libbie Avenue to the Henrico County—City of Richmond boundary 

13. northwest, south, and southwest on the Henrico County—City of Richmond boundary to Little Westham Creek, the beginning point.

C.  Part of the City of Richmond contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the juncture of the City of Richmond—Chesterfield County—Henrico County boundaries on the James River at the westernmost point of the City of Richmond:

2. clockwise east, north, and east on the City of Richmond—Henrico County boundary to Westwood Avenue 

3. southwest on Westwood Avenue to West Broad Street (U.S. Highway 250) 

4. southeast on West Broad Street to Cleveland Street 

5. southwest on Cleveland Street to Monument Avenue 

6. southeast on Monument Avenue to North Boulevard (State Route 161) 

7. south on North Boulevard to Park Avenue 

8. southeast on Park Avenue to North Shields Avenue 

9. south on North Shields Avenue to West Main Street (State Route 147) 

10. northwest on West Main Street and continuing as Ellwood Avenue to I-195 

11. south on I-195 to West Cary Street 

12. west on West Cary Street to the CSX Railroad 

13. south on the CSX Railroad, crossing Douglasdale Road, to Powhite Parkway (State Route 76) 

14. southwest on Powhite Parkway to Forest Hill Avenue (State Route 683) 

15. west on Forest Hill Avenue to Chippenham Parkway (State Route 150) 

16. northwest on Chippenham Parkway to North Huguenot Road (State Route 147) 

17. southwest on North Huguenot Road to the City of Richmond—Chesterfield County boundary 

18. southwest and then north on the City of Richmond—Chesterfield County boundary to the juncture of the City of Richmond—Chesterfield County—Henrico County boundaries on the James River at the westernmost point of the City of Richmond, the beginning point. 
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
