
SEVENTY-FIFTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Seventy-fifth. All of Brunswick and Greensville Counties; all of the City of Emporia; part of Dinwiddie County comprised of the Cherry Hill (403), Little Zion (402), McKenney (502), and Reams (301) Precincts and parts of the Dinwiddie (401), Edgehill (201), New Hope (302), and Rohoic (101) Precincts; part of Isle of Wight County comprised of parts of the Camps Mill (502) and Carrsville (503) Precincts; part of Lunenburg County comprised of the Hounds Creek (601) Precinct and parts of the Brown's Store (201), Peoples Community Center (502), Rosebud (301), and Victoria Public Library (702) Precincts; part of Southampton County comprised of the Blackwater River (701), Boykins (201), Branchville (202), Capron (301), Courtland (601), Drewryville (401), Meherrin (203), Newsoms (702), and Sebrell (302) Precincts and part of the Forks-Of-The-River (502) Precinct; part of Surry County comprised of the Dendron (301) Precinct; part of Sussex County comprised of the Courthouse (301), Henry (501), Little Mill (202), Mars Hill (401), Newville (602), Stony Creek (201), Waverly (101), West Wakefield (402), and Yale (502) Precincts; and part of the City of Franklin comprised of the Precinct 3-1 (301), Precinct 4-1 (401), and Precinct 5-1 (501) Precincts and parts of the Precinct 2-1 (201) and Precinct 6-1 (601) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Dinwiddie County lying south of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Gills Bridge Road (State Route 613) intersects the Brunswick County-Dinwiddie County boundary:
2. north on Gills Bridge Road to Cedar Lane, a point approximately .46 miles south of the intersection of Gills Bridge Road and Darvills Road (State Highway 40)

3. east on Cedar Lane to an unnamed road (southern and eastern boundary of census block 510538401004043

4. east and north on said unnamed road to Darvills Road, a point approximately .47 miles east of the intersection of Darvills Road and Gills Bridge Road

5. east on Darvills Road to Brills Road (State Route 644)

6. east and then south on Brills Road to its intersection with Old White Oak Road (State Route 610) and Depot Road (State Route 644 continued)
7. south on Depot Road  to Lew Jones Road (State Route 650)

8. east on Lew Jones Road to Southern Avenue (State Route 1021)

9. south on Southern Avenue to Seaboard Drive (State Route `1020)

10. west on Seaboard Drive to Depot Road

11. south on Depot Road to Asbury Road (State Route 652)

12. southeast on Asbury Road to an unnamed road (southeastern boundary of census block 510538401002026) at a point approximately 715 feet northwest of the CSX Railroad bed

13. northeast on said unnamed road to Sappony Creek

14. east on Sappony Creek to Shippings Road (State Routes 646/709)

15. north on Shippings Road to I-85
16. northeast on I-85 to Gravelly Run

17. northwest on Gravelly Run to Boydton Plank Road (U. S. Highway 1)

18. northeast on Boydton Plank Road to an unnamed private road (southern boundary of census block 510538406003031) at a point approximately 500 feet south of the intersection of Boydton Plank Road and White Oak Road (State Route 613)

[The following segment appears to be an inadvertent deviation from the Boydton Plank Road district line segment.]

19. east, north, and west in order on said unnamed road (boundaries of census block 510538406003031) to Boydton Plank Road

20. north on Boydton Plank Road to White Oak Road

21. west on White Oak Road to an unidentified property line (eastern boundary of census block 510538405002076) at a point approximately 288 feet west of the intersection of Lake Jordan Lane extended south and White Oak Road

[Other maps indicate the property line may be part of the Fort Lee Recreation Area property line.]

22. north on said property line to Jordan Lake

23. northwest and east around the north end of Jordan Lake to Hatcher Run

24. east on Hatcher Run approximately 820 feet to an unnamed legal boundary 
25. north 836 feet on said boundary (eastern boundary of census block 510538405002056) to an unnamed road (western boundary of census block 510538405002068)
[Other maps indicate the next two segments follow the southern and western boundaries of Virginia Motorsports Park.]
26. north on said road to another unnamed road (southern boundary of census block 510538405002070)
27. east on said road to another unnamed road (southern boundary of census block 510538405002055)
28. west 1,595 feet on said road and then north 334 feet on another unnamed road to Spring Farm Drive

29. north on Spring Farm Drive to Butterwood Road (State Route 632)

30. northeast on Butterwood Road to New Cox Road (U.S. Highway 460)

31. east on New Cox Road to Cox Road (State Highway 226)

32. northeast on Cox Road to the first intersection with Old Cox Road (State Route 706)

33. east on Old Cox Road to a second intersection with Cox Road

34. northeast on Cox Road to Westgate Drive

35. southeast on Westgate Drive to Boydton Plank Road (United States Highway 1)

36. south on Boydton Plank Road to Interstate 85

37. southwest on Interstate 85 to Picture Branch

38. south on Picture Branch to Hatcher Run

39. south on Hatcher Run, through Steers Millpond, to Vaughan Road (State Route 675)

40. northeast on Vaughan Road to Reedy Branch

41. east on Reedy Branch to Arthur Swamp

42. northeast on Arthur Swamp approximately 2500 feet to an unnamed tributary (southern boundary of census block 510538405001101)
43. northeast on said tributary to the CSX Railroad spur
44. east and then north on the CSX Railroad spur to its junction with the north-south CSX Railroad track

45. south on the CSX Railroad to Halifax Road (State Route 604)

46. north on Halifax Road to Carson Drive (State Route 677)

47. east on Carson Drive to the Dinwiddie County-Prince George County boundary, the ending point.
B. Part of Isle of Wight County lying south of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point on the Isle of Wight County--City of Franklin boundary where an unnamed tributary flows into Blackwater River approximately 240 feet south of the intersection of North Lynn Road (State Route 1606) and Airport Drive (State Route 616) (said tributary being part of the southern boundary of census block 510932804002010):

2. east on said tributary to North Lynn Road

3. north on North Lynn Road to Airport Drive

4. north on Airport Drive approximately .36 miles to an unnamed road (northwestern boundary of census block 510932804002029)

5. east .8 miles and north .6 miles on said unnamed road to a tributary of Blackwater River (said tributary being the northern boundary of census block 510932804002029)

6. east on said tributary to a point approximately 1500 feet west of the point where the tributary intersects Walters Highway (U.S. Highway 258) and an unnamed legal boundary 

7. southeast on said boundary (southwestern boundary of census block 510932804002017) to a point on Walters Highway approximately 720 feet south of the point where a branch of Beaverdam Swamp intersects Walters Highway

8. south on Walters Highway to Carrsville Highway (U.S. Highway 58 Business)

9. east on Carrsville Highway to Bobcat Lane

10. south 230 feet and east 250 feet on Bobcat Lane to an unnamed stream (part of the boundary of census block 510932804002022)

11. north 37 feet on said tributary to the CSX Railroad

12. east on the CSX Railroad to Harvest Drive

13. south on Harvest Drive to Eleys Lane

14. east on Eleys Lane to Old Carrsville Road (State Route 1701)

15. north on Old Carrsville Road to Old Myrtle Road (State Route 632)

16. east on Old Myrtle Road to Carrsville Highway (U.S. Highway 58 Business)

17. southeast on Carrsville Highway to the CSX Railroad

18. northeast on the CSX Railroad to an unnamed tributary of Beaverdam Swamp (part of the eastern boundary of census block 510932804004052)

19. south on said tributary to its origin and an unnamed legal boundary 

20. south on the unnamed legal boundary (part of the eastern boundary of census block 510932804004052) to an unnamed tributary of Kingsgate Swamp (a further part of the eastern boundary of census block 510932804004052)

21. southwest on said tributary to the Isle of Wight County-City of Suffolk boundary, the ending point. 

C. Part of Lunenburg County lying east of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning on the Lunenburg County--Nottoway County boundary at its intersection with Reedy Branch Road (State Route 619):
2. west on Reedy Branch Road to Long Branch

3. southwest on Long Branch approximately 2275 feet to a point where an extension of an unnamed road would intersect Long Branch 
4. west on said extension and on said road (southern boundary of census block 511119303002142)  to a second unnamed road 
5. south on the second unnamed road (eastern boundary of census block 511119303002165)  to Bobwhite Drive

6. west on Bobwhite Drive to Poe Drive (State Route 696)

7. south on Poe Drive to Stonemill Road (State Route 638)

8. west on Stonemill Road to Stoney Creek

9. west on Stoney Creek to Bacon Fork Road (State Route 610)

10. west on Bacon Fork Road to South Hill Road (State Highway 138)

11. north on South Hill Road to an unnamed road at a point approximately 1100 feet north of Overby Plantation Lane

[The following three segments form the northern boundary of census block 511119303001156.]

12. west on said unnamed road to its westernmost point

13. continuing west on a dirt trail to its terminus

14. west on a line to Kettlesticks Creek

15. south on Kettlesticks Creek to Flat Rock Creek
16. west on Flat Rock Creek approximately 850 feet to a point where a southern extension of an unnamed road (western boundary of census block 511119303001144) intersects Flat Rock Creek

17. north on said extension and unnamed road to a second unnamed road

18. west on said second unnamed road to Egg Drive (State Route 705)

19. north on Egg Drive to a point 1,077 feet south of the Egg Road/Brickland Road intersection and an unnamed road 

20. west, north, and east on the unnamed road and adjacent unnamed roads (the boundaries of census block 511119303001143) and back to Egg Road 

21. north on Egg Drive to Brickland Road (State Route 613)

22. east on Brickland Road to South Hill Road

23. north on South Hill Road to Afton Grove Road (State Route 609)

24. west on Afton Grove Road to Pleasant Hill Road/Pleasant Grove Land (State Route 607)

25. west on Pleasant Hill Road/Pleasant Grove Land to Pleasant Hill Lane

26. north on Pleasant Hill Lane to Southview Road

27. east on Southview Road to Epperson Lane
28. north on Epperson Lane into the town of Kenbridge and to East Fifth Avenue (State Highway 137/138)

29. west on East Fifth Avenue to Decatur Street

30. south on Decatur Street to East Sixth Avenue
31. west on East Sixth Avenue, becoming West Sixth Avenue, to Main Street (State Highway 40)

32. west on Main Street to an unnamed road approximately 325 feet west of the intersection of Main Street and Hickory Road (State Route 697)

33. south, west, and north on the unnamed road and adjacent roads (the boundaries of census block 5111191001038) and back to Main Street

34. west on Main Street and K-V Road, a continuation of State Highway 40, leaving Kenbridge, to Tomlinson Road (State Route 663)
35. northeast on Tomlinson Road approximately 0.65 miles to an unnamed road that joins Tomlinson Road at the point where Tomlinson Road turns east

[The following three boundary segments all form the western boundary of census block

36. north on said unnamed road approximately 0.2 miles to a private service road

37. northeast on said private service road to its terminus in a vehicular trail

38. continuing northeast on said vehicular trail and its terminus and extension to Big Hounds Creek

39. east on Big Hounds Creek approximately 775 feet to an unnamed tributary

40. northwest on said tributary (eastern boundary of census block 511119301002054)  to an unnamed road 

41. northeast on said unnamed road (southern boundary of census blocks 511119301992047 and -2046) to Poorhouse Road (State Route 653)

42. southwest on Poorhouse Road approximately 300 feet to the corporate limits of the Town of Victoria

43. north and northwest on the northern corporate limits to an unnamed legal boundary (western boundary of census block 511119301002037) at a point approximately 1200 feet east of Falls Road (State Highway 49)

44. north on the unnamed legal boundary to Little Hounds Creek
[The next two segments divide the Lunenburg Correctional Facility.]

45. east on Little Hounds Creek approximately 1100 feet to the western boundary of census block 511119301002034

46. north and northwest on the western boundaries of census blocks 511119301002034, -2200, and -2035 respectively, to the intersection of Falls Road and Burkeville Road (State Route 723)

47. north on Burkeville Road approximately 0.7 miles to an unnamed road
48. east, north, and then west on said unnamed road (around census block 511119301003087) and back to Burkeville Road

49. north on Burkeville Road to Reservoir Road (State Route 739)

50. west on Reservoir Road to Modest Creek

51. east on Modest Creek to the Nottoway River and the Lunenburg County--Nottoway County boundary, the ending point.
D. Part of Southampton County lying south and west of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Barnetts Church Road (State Route 605) intersects the Southampton County--Sussex County boundary:

2. east on Barnetts Church Road to Wakefield Road (State Route 628)

3. north on Wakefield Road to Millfield Road (State Route 605)

4. east on Millfield Road to Skyline Drive (State Route 633)

5. south on Skyline Drive to Berlin Dory Road (State Route 626)

6. east on Berlin Dory Road to Ivor Road (State Route 616)

7. south on Ivor Road to Cottage Hill Road (State Route 641)

8. south on Cottage Hill Road to Unity Road (State Route 603)

9. west on Unity Road to a vehicular trail located approximately 0.7 miles east of the intersection of Unity Road and Ivor Road (the western boundary of census block 511752001002036)

10. south and southeast on said trail to a point on Vicksville Road (State Route 645) approximately 0.65 miles east of the intersection of Vicksville Road and Darden Scout Road (State Route 643)

11. west on Vicksville Road to Darden Scout Road

[Darden Scout Road may be considered to extend directly to Governor Darden Road, but census maps show the break identified in the next three segments.]

12. south on Darden Scout Road to its terminus and its extension

13. southeast on the Darden Scout Road extension (eastern boundary of census block 511752004001028) to a continuation of Darden Scout Road

15. east on Governor Darden Road to Bethel Road (State Route 643)

16. south on Bethel Road to Storys Station Road (State Route 611)

17. southwest on Storys Station Road to Southampton Parkway (U.S. Highway 58)

18. west on Southampton Parkway to the Nottoway River

19. southeast on the Nottoway River to General Thomas Highway (State Route 671)

20. east on General Thomas Highway to the exit ramp of the eastbound lanes of Southampton Parkway

21. northwest on said ramp to an unnamed tributary

22. north on said tributary crossing to the westbound lanes of Southampton Parkway

23. east on Southampton Parkway to the western corporate limit of the City of Franklin, the ending point.
E. Part of Surry County lying south and west of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning on the Surry County—Sussex County boundary at its intersection with Three Bridges Road (State Route 603): 

2. north on Three Bridges Road to Dripping Springs Road (State Route 614) 

3. east on Dripping Springs Road to Carsley Road (State Route 615) 

4. northwest on Carsley Road to Blackwater Road (State Route 614) 

5. east on Blackwater Road to Clubhouse Road (State Route 643)

6. south on Clubhouse Road to the corporate limits of the town of Dendron

7. northeast on the northern corporate limits of  the town to an unnamed road (northwest boundary of census block 511818602003073) at the intersection of Spratley Mill Road (State Route 630), Liberty Street (T-1107) and the unnamed road

8. northeast .12 miles on the unnamed road to Rolfe Highway State Route 31) 

9. northeast on Rolfe Highway to Sexton Road (State Route 618)

10. southeast on Sexton Road to White Marsh Road (State Route 617)

11. west on White Marsh Road to Walls Bridge Road (State Route 618)

12. south on Walls Bridge Road to Aberdeen Road (State Route 621)

13. southeast on Aberdeen Road to the Surry County--Southampton County boundary, the ending point.

F. Part of Sussex County lying west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Sussex County—Prince George County boundary at its intersection with General Mahone Highway (U.S. Highway 460):

3. east on Walnut Hill Road to George Town Road (State Route 615) 

4. south on George Town Road to Coppahaunk Swamp 

5. east and northeast on Coppahaunk Swamp to the Sussex County—Surry County boundary 

6. south on the Sussex County—Surry County boundary to Rocky Hock Road (State Route 617 

7. west on Rocky Hock Road to the eastern boundary of the town of Wakefield 

8. south on the eastern boundary of the town of Wakefield to General Mahone Highway (also labeled County Drive) (U.S. Highway 460) 

9. northwest on General Mahone Highway to Fleetwood Street 
10. south on Fleetwood Street to Railroad Avenue 

11. north and west on Railroad Avenue to Tunnel Road 
12. south on Tunnel Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

13. northwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway, leaving the town of Wakefield, to Chinquapin Road (State Route 604) 

14. southwest on Chinquapin Road to Beaver Dam Road (State Route 606) 

15. south on Beaver Dam Road to Summerfield Road (State Route 604) 

16. west on Summerfield Road to Asshmoosick Swamp 

17. south on Asshmoosick Swamp to the Sussex County—Southampton County boundary, the ending point.

G. Part of the City of Franklin south of a line described as follows:  replace --
1. Beginning at the point where Kings Lane intersects the western corporate limits of the City of Franklin: 

2. north on Kings Lane to Clay Street (U.S. Highway 58 Business)

3. east on Clay Street to Ryland Street

4. south on Ryland Street to Charles Street

5. southeast on Charles Street to West First Avenue

6. east on West First Avenue to Vine Street

7. north on Vine Street to West Second Avenue 

8. east on West Second Avenue and its continuation as East Second Avenue (U.S. Highway 58 Business) to the eastern corporate limits of the City of Franklin, the ending point. 
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
