
SEVENTY-SEVENTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Seventy-seventh. Part of the City of Chesapeake comprised of the Camelot (003), Carver School (031), Crestwood (005), Indian River (018), Johnson Park (026), Joliff Middle School (048), Norfolk Highlands (022), Oaklette (024), Oscar Smith School (010), Providence (032), South Norfolk (030), South Norfolk Recreation (008), St. Julians (025), Sunray I (028), Sunray II (045), and Tanglewood (029) Precincts and part of the Georgetown (012) Precinct; and part of the City of Suffolk comprised of the Hollywood (701), Olde Towne (602), Southside (403), and White Marsh (301) Precincts and parts of the John F. Kennedy (302) and Lakeside (601) Precincts.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of the City of Chesapeake contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary and its intersection with West Military Highway (U.S. Highways 13 and 58): 

2. clockwise northeast on West Military Highway to Snowden Street 

3. south on Snowden Street to the CSX Railroad 

4. northeast on the CSX Railroad to I-664 

5. west on I-664 and its ramp to Airline Boulevard (U.S. Highway 460 Alternate) 

6. northwest on Airline Boulevard to Joliff Road (State Route 191) [note: one departure from Airline Boulevard on a ramp and unnamed political boundary (eastern boundary of census block 515500215011017) affecting no population] 

7. northwest on Joliff Road to Goose Creek 

8. east with the meanders of Goose Creek to Bailey Creek 

9. northeast on Bailey Creek to the West Branch Elizabeth River and the City of Chesapeake—City of Portsmouth boundary 

10. southeast, east, and north on the City of Chesapeake—City of Portsmouth boundary to the City of Chesapeake—City of Norfolk boundary 

11. east on the City of Chesapeake—City of Norfolk boundary to the City of Chesapeake—City of Virginia Beach boundary 

12. south on the City of Chesapeake—City of Virginia Beach boundary to its intersection with I-64 

13. southwest on I-64 to Greenbrier Parkway 

14. northwest on Greenbrier Parkway to South Military Highway (U.S. Highway 13) 

15. southwest on South Military Highway to I-464 

16. southeast on I 464, crossing I-64, to Great Bridge Bypass and Dominion Boulevard North (State Route 104) 

17. southwest on Dominion Boulevard North to the South Branch Elizabeth River 

18. north and west on the South Branch Elizabeth River to St. Julian Creek 

19. west on St. Julian Creek to an unnamed tributary flowing west from the St. Julian Creek/George Washington Highway North intersection and south of Lake Geneva 

20. west on the unnamed tributary to Old Deep Creek Boulevard 

21. south on Old Deep Creek Boulevard to Gilmerton Road 

22. southeast on Gilmerton Road to George Washington Highway North (U.S. Highway 17) 

23. southwest on George Washington Highway North to Old George Washington Highway North 

24. south on Old George Washington Highway North to Fenway Avenue 

25. south on Fenway Avenue to Trade Street 

26. west on Trade Street to George Washington Highway North 

27. south on George Washington Highway North to I-64 

28. northwest on I-64 to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

29. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary 

30. north on the City of Chesapeake—City of Suffolk boundary to its intersection with West Military Highway (U.S. Highways 13 and 58), the beginning point. 

B. Part of the City of Suffolk contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary and its intersection with Portsmouth Boulevard (U.S. Highways 13, 58, and 460):

2. clockwise south on the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary to the Washington Ditch 

3. northwest on the Washington Ditch to White Marsh Road (State Route 642) 

4. north on White Marsh Road to Badger Road 

5. west on Badger Road to Hosier Road (State Route 604) 

6. north on Hosier Road to Meadow Country Road (State Route 705) 

7. west on Meadow Country Road to a railway track  

8. northeast on the railway running east of the Suffolk Municipal Airport to a point .19 miles south of the railway track/Shingle Creek intersection and to a railway spur running south of and parallel to Old Dill Road 

9. west on the railway spur crossing Shingle Creek to Carolina Road (U.S. Highway 13 and State Route 32) 

10. south on Carolina Road to Benton Road 

11. northwest on Benton Road to an unnamed road linking Benton Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway (northeastern boundary of census block 518000757012026) 

12. north on the unnamed road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

13. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway, crossing U.S. Highway 13, to Lake Kilby 

14. northeast on Lake Kilby to the Norfolk Southern Railway that runs between Delaware Avenue and Ashley Avenue 

15. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Wellons Street 

16. north on Wellons Street to Market Street 

17. east on Market  Street to North Street 

18. north on North Street and its extension to the CSX Railway  

19. east on the CSX Railway to North Main Street (U.S. Highway 460 Business and State Routes 10 and 32) 

20. north on North Main Street to the Nansemond River 

21. northeast on the Nansemond River to Shingle Creek 

22. east .15 miles on Shingle Creek from the Nansemond River shoreline to an unnamed road 

23. west and south .08 miles on the unnamed road to Oak Island Drive 

24. southeast on Oak Island Drive to Elizabeth Street 

25. south on Elizabeth Street to East Constance Road (U.S. Highways 58 and 460 Business) 

26. east on East Constance Road to East Pinner Street 

27. southwest on East Pinner Street to Moore Avenue 

28. south .09 miles on Moore Avenue to a railroad track 

29. north on the railroad track to the CSX Railroad 

30. northeast on the CSX Railroad (western and eastern boundaries of census block 518000651001003)  to the Norfolk, Franklin, and Danville Railroad track 

31. north .05 miles on the Railroad track to Portsmouth Boulevard (U.S. Highways 58 and 460 Business)  

32. northeast on Portsmouth Boulevard to Prospect Road 

33. north on Prospect Road to a bike trail (abandoned Norfolk, Franklin, and Danville Railroad) 

34. northeast on the bike trail to the Suffolk Northern Bypass (U.S. Highways 13, 58, and 460) 

35. southeast on the Suffolk Northern Bypass to Portsmouth Boulevard (U.S. Highways 13, 58, and 460) 

36. northeast on Portsmouth Boulevard to the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary, the beginning point. 
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
