
EIGHTY-SEVENTH HOUSE DISTRICT
Eighty-seventh. Part of Loudoun County comprised of the Buchanan (211), Carter (117), Cascades (210), Claude Moore Park (212), Freedom (112), Guilford (704), Hutchison (109), Legacy (116), Mercer (108), Mirror Ridge (608), Oak Grove (110), and Rolling Ridge (703) Precincts and parts of the Countryside (213), Dulles South (114), Mill Run (113), Park View (702), and Pinebrook (115) Precincts; and part of Prince William County comprised of the Evergreen (401) Precinct and part of the Alvey (406) Precinct.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Loudoun County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where James Monroe Highway (United States Highway 15) intersects the Loudoun County-Prince William County boundary

2. north on James Monroe Highway to New Road (State Route 600)

3. east on New Road to Lenah Road (State Route 600 continued)

4. east and then northeast on Lenah Road to its intersection with Lee Jackson Memorial Highway (United States Highway 50) and Lenah Farm Lane

5. north on Lenah Farm Lane to Broad Run, unnamed on census maps but identified as Broad Run on topological maps
6. east on Broad Run to Belmont Ridge Road (State Route 659)

7. north on Belmont Ridge Road to Ryan Road (State Route 772)

8. east on Ryan Road to Loudoun County Parkway

9. northeast on Loudoun County Parkway to Dulles Greenway

10. northwest on Dulles Greenway to Ashburn Village Boulevard

11. northeast on Ashburn Village Boulevard to Waxpool Road (State Route 625)

12. northeast on Waxpool Road to its intersection with Farmwell Road (State Route 640) and Smith Switch Road

13. northeast on Smith Switch Road to Washington and Old Dominion Bike Trail

14. southeast on Washington and Old Dominion Bike Trail to Broad Run, unnamed on census maps but identified as Broad Run on topological maps and being the northwestern boundary of census block 511076110061041
15. north on Broad Run to Cabin Branch, unnamed on census maps but identified as Cabin Branch on topological maps
16. east on Cabin Branch to Sully Road (State Highway 28)

17. north on Sully Road to Harry Flood Byrd Highway/Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7)

18. southeast on Harry Flood Byrd Highway/Leesburg Pike to Algonkian Parkway

19. northeast on Algonkian Parkway to Countryside Boulevard (State Route 1570)

20. southeast on Countryside Boulevard to Cromwell Road

21. east on Cromwell Road to Tripleseven Road (State Route 777)

22. southeast on Tripleseven Road to Horsepen Run

23. northeast on Horsepen Run to a point where an extension of Riverland Road would intersect Horsepen Run 

24. east on said extension, following the north boundary of census block 511076112062009, to Riverland Road

25. east on Riverland Road to Cutwater Place

26. southeast on Cutwater Place to Cascades Parkway (State Route 637)

27. northeast on Cascades Parkway to Broadmore Drive

28. southeast on Broadmore Drive to Potomac View Road

29. southwest on Potomac View Road to Sugarland Run Drive (State Route 1701)

30. east and then southeast on Sugarland Run Drive to South Midland Avenue

31. south on South Midland Avenue to Hopeland Lane

32. east on Hopeland Lane to South Cottage Road (State Route 1724)

33. south on South Cottage Road to Seneca Ridge Drive
34. east on Seneca Ridge Drive to Augusta Drive

35. south on Augusta Drive to Leesburg Pike (State Highway 7)

36. east on Leesburg Pike to the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary

37. southwest on said boundary to Sugarland Road (State Route 604)

38. northwest on Sugarland Road to East Church Road (State Route 625)

39. southwest on East Church Road to Oaktree Lane

40. west on Oaktree Lane to East Juniper Avenue

41. north and then west on East Juniper Avenue to North Sterling Boulevard (State Route 846)

42. southwest on North Sterling Boulevard and continuing on South Sterling Boulevard to West Greenthorn Avenue

43. northwest on West Greenthorn Avenue to South Greenthorn Avenue
44. north on South Greenthorn Avenue to Brixton Court

45. northwest and then west on Brixton Court to Washington and Old Dominion Bike Trail

46. southeast on Washington and Old Dominion Bike Trail to the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary

47. southwest on said boundary to Lee Jackson Memorial Highway (United States Highway 50)

48. northwest on the westbound lanes of Lee Jackson Memorial Highway to the Elk Lick Road (State Route 621) intersection

49. south on Elk Lick Road to the eastbound lanes of Lee Jackson Memorial Highway

50. southeast on the eastbound lanes of Lee Jackson Memorial Highway to South Riding Boulevard

51. southwest on South Riding Boulevard to Stonewall Pond Street

52. east on Stonewall Pond Street to Planting Field Drive

53. south on Planting Field Drive to Golf View Drive

54. northwest on Golf View Drive to Elk Lick Road (State Route 621)

55. south on Elk Lick Road to Elklick Run, identified as a perennial shoreline on census maps but identified as Elk Lick Run on topological maps
56. south on Elklick Run to Braddock Road

57. southeast on Braddock Road to the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary

58. southwest on said boundary to the Loudoun County-Prince William County boundar

59. northeast on said boundary to James Monroe Highway (United States Highway 15), the point of beginning
B. Part of Prince William County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Interstate 66 intersects the Fauquier County-Prince William County boundary
2. north on the Fauquier County-Prince William County boundary to the Loudoun County-Prince William County boundary

3. southeast on the Loudoun County-Prince William County boundary approximately 3.5 miles to a tributary of Bull Run, said tributary being the southern boundary of census blocks 511539015031006 and 511539015031005 in order
4. west on said tributary to Emily Court

5. south on Emily Court to Logmill Road (State Route 701)

6. west on Logmill Road to James Madison Highway (United States Highway 15)

7. south on James Madison Highway to Waterfall Road (State Route 601)

8. southwest on Waterfall Road to Catharpin Creek

9. southeast on Catharpin Creek to James Madison Highway

10. south on James Madison Highway to Dominion Valley Drive

11. southwest on Dominion Valley Drive to Blossom Hill Drive

12. southeast on Blossom Hill Drive to Arnold Palmer Drive

13. east on Arnold Palmer Drive to Golf View Drive

14. south on Golf View Drive to Empire Lakes Court

15. south and then east on Empire Lakes Court to a tributary of Bull Run, the southeastern boundary of census block 511539015103012

16. southwest on said tributary to Bull Run (shown as an unnamed stream on census maps)
17. west on Bull Run approximately 150 feet to a tributary of Bull Run, the northern boundary of census block 511539015102009

18. southwest on said tributary, following the boundary of census block 511539015102009, to an unnamed road

19. south on said unnamed road to Antioch Access Road

20. west on Antioch Access Road to Antioch Road

21. south on Antioch Road to Interstate 66
22. west on Interstate 66 to the Fauquier County-Prince William County boundary, the point of beginning.
