
NINETY-SEVENTH HOUSE DISTRICT

Ninety-seventh. All of New Kent County; part of Hanover County comprised of the Battlefield (401), Beaverdam Creek (406), Black Creek (404), Clay (301), Cold Harbor (403), Georgetown (506), Hanover Grove (604), Laurel Meadow (507), Mechanicsville (603), Newman (503), Old Church (402), Pebble Creek (405), Rural Point (502), Shady Grove (303), Stonewall Jackson (602), Studley (504), Totopotomoy (505), and Village (601) Precincts; and part of King William County comprised of the Aylett (301), Mangohick (501), and Manquin (401) Precincts and part of the Courthouse (202) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-304.03 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Hanover County lying south and east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Chamberlayne Road (United States Highway 301/State Highway 2) intersects the Hanover County-Henrico County boundary

2. northeast and then north on Chamberlayne Road, becoming Hanover Courthouse Road, to River Road (State Route 605)

3. east on River Road to Broad Neck Road (State Route 326)

4. northeast on Broad Neck Road approximately 0.7 miles to a pond located west of Hanover School for Boys

5. southeast on the south bank of said pond to an unnamed tributary of the Pamunkey River, said pond bank and tributary being part of the northern boundary of census block 510853207022019

6. northeast on said tributary to the Pamunkey River, being the Hanover County-King William County boundary

B. Part of King William County lying north and west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the King William County—New Kent County boundary in the Pamunkey River at its intersection with an unnamed legal boundary extending from the southeastern end of White’s Landing Road (State Route 672):  

2. west and then northeast on the Pamunkey River shoreline to the extension from White’s Landing Road (the western and part of the northern boundary of census block 511019502002208) 

3. northwest on its extension and White’s Landing Road to Powhatan Trail (State Route 633) 

4. north and then northeast on Powhatan Trail to West Rose Garden Road (State Route 626) 

5. northeast on West Rose Garden Road and its continuation as East Rose Garden Road to Custis Millpond Road (State Route 625) 

6. west on Custis Millpond Road to Wakema Road (State Route 640) 

7. east on Wakema Road to Indian Town Road (State Route 625) 

8. north 1.04 miles on Indian Town Road to an unnamed branch of Indian Town Swamp 

9. east on the unnamed branch to the Mattaponi River (the southern boundary of census blocks 511019502002030 and -2061) 

10. east in the Mattaponi River to the King William County—King and Queen County boundary, the ending point. 
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
