
FIFTEENTH SENATE DISTRICT 
Fifteenth. All of Charlotte, Lunenburg, Mecklenburg, and Nottoway Counties; part of Brunswick County comprised of the Alberta (301), Broadnax (101), Danieltown (302), Elmore (303), King's Store (402), Rock Store (103), Seymour (304), Sturgeon (401), and Tillman (102) Precincts; part of Campbell County comprised of the Brookneal (701), Gladys (702), Morris Church (703), and Three Forks (401) Precincts; part of Dinwiddie County comprised of the Cherry Hill (403), Church Road (103), Courthouse (501), Dinwiddie (401), Little Zion (402), McKenney (502), Reams (301), Rocky Run (503), and White Oak (102) Precincts and part of the New Hope (302) Precinct; part of Halifax County comprised of the Center (403), Clover (203), Crossroads (202), Dan River (502), Hyco (701), Midway (702), Scottsburg (503), and Virgilina (703) Precincts and parts of the Black Walnut (601), Clays Mill (201), and South Boston East (801) Precincts; part of Pittsylvania County comprised of the Bearskin (602), Callands (201), Dry Fork (607), Hurt (501), Motley Sycamore (502), Mt. Cross (705), Mt. Hermon (704), Sandy Level (204), Stony Mill (603), Swansonville (604), Tunstall (106), Twin Springs (103), West Blairs (108), and Whitmell (605) Precincts and parts of the Bachelors Hall (702), Central (301), Climax (206), East Blairs (307), East Gretna (309), Gretna (207), Keeling (402), Kentuck (404), Renan (503), Riceville (305), and Ringgold (405) Precincts; part of Prince George County comprised of the Blackwater (202), Bland (201), Brandon (203), Harrison (105), Richard Bland (101), and Templeton (102) Precincts; and part of the City of Danville comprised of the Ward Sixteen (016) and Ward Seventeen (017) Precincts. 

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Brunswick County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the intersection of the Brunswick County—Nottoway County—Lunenburg County boundaries: 

2. clockwise east on the Brunswick County—Nottoway County boundary to the Brunswick County—Dinwiddie County boundary 

3. southeast on the Brunswick County—Dinwiddie County boundary to the Brunswick County—Greensville County boundary 

4. south on the Brunswick County—Greensville County boundary to Governor Harrison Highway (U.S. Highway 58) 

5. west on Governor Harrison Highway to its first intersection with Lawrenceville Plank Road (State Route 750) 

6. southwest on Lawrenceville Plank Road (in part U.S. Highway 58 Business) to the east boundary of the town of Lawrenceville 

7. north and then west on the northern town boundary of Lawrenceville to Roses Creek 

8. northwest on Roses Creek into the town of Alberta to the southbound lanes of Boydton Plank Road (U.S. Highway 1) 

9. southwest on Boydton Plank Road, leaving the town of Alberta, to Millville Road (State Route 763)
10. southeast .3 miles on Millville Road to an abandoned railroad line 

11. southwest on the abandoned railroad line (eastern boundary of census blocks 510259302031009 and -1017)) to Meredith Mill Road (State Route 655) 

12. south on Meredith Mill Road to Greens Chapel Road (State Route 647) 

13. southeast on Greens Chapel Road to Briery Branch 

14. south on Briery Branch to Meherrin River 

15. southeast .57 miles on the Meherrin River to a power line  

16. east 1.6 miles on the power line to Grandy Road (State Route 644) 

17. north on Grandy Road to Union Woods Drive (State Route 656) 

18. east and then southeast on Union Woods Drive, crossing the power line, to an unnamed road 

19. north .02 miles on the unnamed road (southeastern boundary of census block 510259302031059)  to the power line 

20. east .8 miles on the power line to Totaro Creek 

21. southeast on Totaro Creek to the Meherrin River 

22. southeast on the Meherrin River to Christanna Highway (State Route 46) 

23. south on Christanna Highway to Dry Bread Road (State Route 611) 

24. east on Dry Bread Road to Matthews Chapel Road (State Route 692) 

25. southwest on Matthews Chapel Road to Christanna Highway (State Route 46) 

26. south and then southeast on to Christanna Highway to Lake Gaston Drive  (State Route 667) 

27. southwest on Lake Gaston Drive to Lake Gaston 

28. south on Lake Gaston to the Brunswick County—North Carolina boundary 

29. west on the Brunswick County—North Carolina boundary to the Brunswick County—Mecklenburg County boundary 

30. north on the Brunswick County—Mecklenburg County boundary to the Brunswick County—Lunenburg County boundary 

31. north on the Brunswick County—Lunenburg County boundary to the intersection of the Brunswick County—Nottoway County—Lunenburg County boundaries, the beginning point. 

B. Part of Campbell County lying east and south of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning at a point on the Campbell County—Appomattox County boundary where New Chapel Road (State Route 606) intersects the boundary:

2. west on New Chapel Road to Plum Branch Road (State Route 656) 

3. northwest on Plum Branch Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway  

4. northwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Village Highway (State Route 24) 

5. southwest on Village Highway to Button Creek 

6. south on Button Creek to the extension of Stormcrest Road to the Creek 

7. southwest on the extension from Stormcrest Road and Stormcrest Road to Red House Road (State Route 615) 

8. southeast on Red House Road to Homeplace Road (State Route 790) 

9. southwest .35 miles on Homeplace Road to an unnamed private road 

10. southwest .91 miles on the unnamed private road and continuing on a second unnamed private road (southeastern boundary of census block 510310201023038) to an unnamed legal boundary 

11. southwest 1.2 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (southeastern boundary of census blocks 510310201023035 and -3061) to Brookneal Highway (U.S. Highway 501) at a point .02 miles north of the Brookneal Highway/Foxwood Lane intersection 

12. south on the Brookneal Highway to the intersection of Brookneal Highway and Winfall Road with an unnamed legal boundary 

13. northwest .5 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to the intersection of East Little Seneca Creek and Elliott Road (State Route 607) 

14. west on Elliott Road to East Ferry Road (State Route 701)   

15. southwest on East Ferry Road to Marysville Road (State Route 696) 

16. northwest on Marysville Road to Hills Creek 

17. southwest on Hills Creek to the Norfolk Southern Railway at a point .2 miles northwest of the intersection of the Railway and an extension from Staunton River Farm Road 

18. west on the Railway to Cheese Creek 

19. east on Cheese Creek to the Roanoke River and Campbell County—Pittsylvania County boundary, the ending point. 

C. Part of Dinwiddie County lying west and south of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point on the Dinwiddie County—Chesterfield County boundary in Lake Chesdin and the branch of Lake Chesdin fed by Whipponock Creek:

2. south on the branch of Lake Chesdin fed by Whipponock Creek to Sutherland Road (State Route 623) 

3. south on Sutherland Road to Station Road (continuing State Route 623)
4. south and then east on Station Road, crossing the Norfolk Southern Railway to New Cox Road (U.S. Highway 460)  

5. east on New Cox Road to Rocky Branch Road (State Route 636) 
6. south .3 miles on Rocky Branch Road to an unnamed road 

7. west .5 miles on the unnamed road and a second unnamed road (northern boundary of census blocks 510538412002009 and -2132) to Claiborne Road (State Route 631) 

8. south on Claiborne Road to White Oak Road (State Route 613) 

9. east on White Oak Road to Boydton Plank Road (U.S. Highway 1) 

10. south on Boydton Plank Road to Dabney Mill Road (State Route 613) 

11. east on Dabney Mill Road to I-85 

12. north on I-85 to Picture Brook 

13. southeast on Picture Brook to Hatcher Run 

14. south and then southeast on Hatcher Run through Steers Millpond to Vaughan Road (State Route 675) 

15. northeast on Vaughan Road to Reedy Branch 

16. east on Reedy Branch to Arthur Swamp 

17. north on Arthur Swamp and an eastern branch of the Swamp to a point 1 mile east of the CSX Railroad/Vaughn Road intersection and to the CSX Railroad  

18. east and north on the CSX Railroad to the Dinwiddie County—City of Petersburg boundary 

19. east on the Dinwiddie County—City of Petersburg boundary to the intersection of the Dinwiddie County—City of Petersburg—Prince George boundaries, the ending point. 

D. Part of Halifax County lying east of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning at a point on the Halifax County—Charlotte County boundary where Catawba Creek meets the Roanoke River and boundary:

2. southwest on Catawba Creek to Armistead Branch

7. south on Nathalie Road to Lenning Road (State Route 603) 

8. southeast on Lenning Road to Howard P Anderson Road (State Route 626) 

9. south on Howard P Anderson Road to Cardwell Trail (on the east side of the Norfolk Southern Railway) 

10. south on Cardwell Trail to Howard P Anderson Road 

11. south on Howard P Anderson Road to Winn’s Creek Road (State Route 615) 

12. east on Winn’s Creek Road to Wynn Creek 

13. southeast on Wynn Creek to a power line lying .2 miles north of and parallel to Bagwell Drive 

14. northeast .8 miles on the power line to Burton Road (State Route 614) 

15. south on Burton Road to Wagstaff Lane (continuing State Route 614)
16. southeast .17 miles on Wagstaff Lane to an unnamed road that intersects Wagstaff Lane .19 miles northwest of Temple Hill Road 

17. south on the unnamed road to Bethel Road (State Route 360) 

18. east on Bethel Road to Cowford Road (State Route 614) 

19. southwest and then west on Cowford Road (becoming State Route 651) and continuing into the town of Halifax to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

20. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to the southern boundary of the town of Halifax and south on the Railway to the northern town boundary of the town of South Boston 

21. east .14 miles on the northern boundary of the town of South Boston to a power line lying east of and parallel to the Norfolk Southern Railway  
22. south in the town of South Boston on the power line to an unnamed legal boundary 

23. east on the unnamed legal boundary (southern boundary of census blocks 510839306002037 and -2045) to Little John Court 

24. east on Little John Court, crossing Nottingham Drive, to Maid Marian Court 

25. east on Maid Marian Court to Halifax Road (U.S. Highway 501)
26. south on Halifax Road to Hamilton Boulevard 

27. northeast and then southeast on Hamilton Boulevard to a point .05 miles north of the Hamilton Boulevard/College Street (State Route 34) intersection and to an unnamed road 

28. south and then east .08 miles on the unnamed road to an unnamed legal boundary 

29. east and then south .19 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (northern boundary of census blocks 511089308001047 and -1050), crossing John Randolph Boulevard (U.S. Highway 360) to the eastern boundary of the town of South Boston 

30. south on the eastern boundary of the town of South Boston to Eastover Drive (State Route 919) 

31. west in the town of South Boston on Eastover Drive to Ash Avenue 

32. north on Ash Avenue to John Randolph Boulevard (U.S. Highway 360) 

33. southwest .09 miles on John Randolph Boulevard to an unnamed road linking the Boulevard and Savoy Avenue 

34. west .04 miles on the unnamed road to Savoy Avenue 

35. north on Savoy Avenue to Rivoli Street 

36. west on Rivioli Street to Orleans Avenue 

37. north on Orleans Avenue to Westmoreland Street 

38. west on Westmoreland Street to Reedy Creek 

39. north on Reedy Creek to College Street (State Route 34) 

40. west on College Street to North Main Street (State Route 129) 

41. south on North Main Street to Edmunds Street 

42. west on Edmunds Street to Washington Avenue 

43. south on Washington Street to 6th Street 

44. west on 6th Street to Jefferson Avenue 

45. south on Jefferson Street to Randolph Avenue 

46. east and south on Randolph Avenue to 3rd Street 

47. west on 3rd Street to Broad Street (U.S. Highway 501)

48. north on Broad Street to 3rd Street 

49. southwest on 3rd Street to Wilborn Avenue (U.S. Highway 501) 

50. southeast on Wilborn Avenue to Main Street (U.S. Highway 501) 

51. south on Main Street to Philpott Road (U.S. Highway 58) 

52. southwest on Philpott Road and leaving the town of South Boston to Cedar Grove Road (State Route 708) 

53. southeast on Cedar Grove Road to Lawsons Creek 

54. southwest on Lawsons Creek (labeled in part on census maps as an unnamed stream) to Butrum Creek 

55. southeast on Butrum Creek (labeled in part on census maps as an unnamed stream), through Blames Mill Pond, to a point just .015 miles north of the Butrum Creek/Shotwell Trail extension intersection and to an unnamed pipe line  
56. southwest .71 miles on the pipe line to Turbeville Road (State Route 658) 

57. southeast on Turbeville Road to Blane Road (State Route 655) 

58. southwest on Blane Road to Harmony Road (State Route 711) 

59. southeast and east on Harmony Road to Dabney Warren Road (State Route 796) 

60. south on Dabney Warren Road to the Halifax County—North Carolina boundary, the ending point.

E. Part of Pittsylvania County contained within a line described as follows:

24. south on U.S. Highway 29, in part U.S. Highway 29 Business, to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

25. south on the Norfolk Southern Railway (in part through the western side of the  town of Chatham) to Dry Fork Road (State Route 718) 

26. northeast on Dry Fork Road to Snakepath Road (State Route 718 continued)  

27. northeast on Snakepath Road to Game Reserve Road (State Route 706) 

28. northeast on Game Reserve Road to Spring Garden Road (State Route 640)

30. southeast .05 miles on the unnamed road (southwestern boundary of census block 511430109001020) to an unnamed legal boundary lying between Spring Garden Road and Mac Road (State Route 707)

31. south .77 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (northwestern boundary of census block 511430109001026) to a northern branch of Sweden Fork

43. east on Johns Run to the Pittsylvania County—Halifax County boundary 

44. south on the Pittsylvania County—Halifax County boundary to South Boston Highway (U.S. Highways 58 and 360) 

45. west on South Boston Highway to the City of Danville boundary 

46. north and west on the City of Danville northern boundary to Cane Creek 

47. north on Cane Creek to an unnamed road at a point .29 miles northeast of the Cane Creek/Raven Hollow Road (State Route 1054) intersection 

48. north on the unnamed road .1 miles to Kentuck Road (State Route 729) 

49. northeast on Kentuck Road to Kentuck Church Road (State Route 726) [note:there are two short semicircular loops south from Kentuck Road that consist  of one census block each: 511430114002022 and -2023 and contain 0 population]
50. northwest on Kentuck Church Road to Dan River Wildcat Circle 

51. west, north, and east on Dan River Wildcat Circle to Kentuck Church Road 

52. northwest on Kentuck Church Road to Malmaison Road (State Route 726 continued) 

53. northwest .35 miles on Malmaison Road to an unnamed road 

54. north .80 miles on the unnamed road and its extension to Birch Creek 

55. northeast .25 miles on Birch Creek to an unnamed legal boundary 

56. west 1.2 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (northern boundary of census blocks 511430108012018 and -2020), including a brief departure on an unnamed road and unnamed stream, to Keeling Drive (State Route 716) 

57. south on Keeling Drive to Dr Edward Williams Road (State Route 635) 

58. northwest on Dr Edward Williams Road to Hunters Lane (State Route 717) 

59. south on Hunters Lane to Malmaison Road (State Route 726) 

60. southwest on Malmaison Road to U.S. Highway 29 Business 

61. south on U.S. Highway 29 Business to Lawless Creek Road (State Route 719)
62. southeast and south on Lawless Creek Road to Livestock Road (State Route 721) 

63. west on Livestock Road to Edwards Creek 

64. south on Edwards Creek to Fall Creek 

65. west on Fall Creek to Main Street (U.S. Highway 29 Business) 

66. south on Main Street to the Pittsylvania County—City of Danville boundary 

67. west, south, and west on the northern and western boundary of the City of Danville to Martinsville Highway (U.S. Highway 58 Business) 

68. west on Martinsville Highway (U.S. Highway 58 Business) and continuing on Martinsville Highway (U.S. Highway 58) to the Pittsylvania County—Henry County boundary 

69. north on the Pittsylvania County—Henry County boundary and continuing north on the the Pittsylvania County—Franklin County boundary to the intersection of the Pittsylvania County—Franklin County—Bedford County boundaries, the beginning point.

F. Part of Prince George County lying east, south and west of a line described as follows:

5. northwest on Blackwater Swamp to Courthouse Road (State Route 106) 

6. east on Courthouse Road to Prince George Drive (State Route 156) 

7. north on Prince George Drive to Sandy Ridge Road (State Route 646) 

8. east on Sandy Ridge Road to Ruffin Road (State Route 106) 

9. north on Ruffin Road to James River Drive (State Route 10) 

10. east on James River Drive to Jordan Point Road (State Route 156) 

11. north on Jordan Point Road to the Prince George County—Charles City County boundary in the James River, the ending point.

G. Part of the City of Danville lying west of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at a point on the City of Danville—Pittsylvania County boundary where Sandy Creek intersects the boundary:

2. southeast on Sandy Creek to the Dan River 

3. southwest on the Dan River to the Central Boulevard bridge (U.S. Highway 29 Business)
4. southeast on the bridge and Central Boulevard to the Central Boulevard/Memorial Drive cloverleaf interchange  

5. southwest on Memorial Drive (U.S. Highway 29 Business) to Piedmont Drive 

6. north on Piedmont Drive to the midpoint of the Dan River 

7. west on the Dan River to the City of Danville--Pittsylvania County boundary, the ending point. 
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
