
SEVENTEENTH SENATE DISTRICT 

Seventeenth. All of Orange County; all of the City of Fredericksburg; part of Albemarle County comprised of the Agnor-Hurt (104), Branchlands (103), Dunlora (105), Free Bridge (504), Georgetown (203), and Keswick (501) Precincts and parts of the Jack Jouett (201), Stony Point (502), and Woodbrook (101) Precincts; part of Culpeper County comprised of the East Fairfax (201), Mitchells (601), Pearl Sample (602), and West Fairfax (101) Precincts; part of Louisa County comprised of the Cuckoo (502), Fredericks Hall (501), Louisa #1 (201), Louisa #2 (202), Mechanicsville (102), Mineral (401), Patrick Henry #1 (301), Yanceyville (402), and Zion (101) Precincts; and part of Spotsylvania County comprised of the Battlefield (701), Belmont (501), Brent's Mill (702), Brokenburg (502), Chancellor (204), Courthouse (504), Fairview (703), Frazers Gate (402), Hazel Run (302), Ni River (203), Piedmont (603), Salem (601), Smith Station (602), and Todd's Tavern (503) Precincts and parts of the Brock (505) and Plank Road (301) Precincts.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Albemarle County lying east and north of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Albemarle County—Orange County boundary and its intersection with a ridge line at a point .30 miles east of the boundary’s intersection with Buzzard Hollow Road:

2. south .02 and then west .27 miles on the ridge line to an unnamed stream (northern and western boundary of  Keswick (501) Precinct and southern and western boundary of census block 510030104011000)  

3. north .06 miles on the unnamed stream to an unnamed road extending south from Buzzard Hollow Road 

4. south .04 miles on the unnamed road to an invisible legal boundary (western boundary of  Keswick (501) Precinct and western boundary of census block 510030104011001)  

5. southeast and then southwest .56 miles on the invisible legal boundary to a ridge line 
6. southwest 2.1 miles on the ridge line (western boundary of  Keswick (501) Precinct and western boundary of census blocks 510030104012004 and -1005) to the southernmost intersection of the ridge line with Peters Mountain Road 
7. west .37 miles on Peters Mountain Road to a ridge line and invisible legal boundary (continuing on the western boundary of the Keswick (501) Precinct and western boundary of census blocks 510030104012042, -1070, and -2034) 

8. southwest on the ridge line and legal boundary to Chestnut Mountain Trail 

9. southwest on Chestnut Mountain Trail to Stony Point Pass (State Route 600) 

10. northwest on Stony Point Pass to Stony Point Road (State Route 20) 

11. west and southwest on Stony Point Road to an unnamed road at a point .16 miles west of Fosters Branch Road 
12. southwest .14 miles on the unnamed road to Foster Branch 

13. northwest and then west on Foster Branch to the North Fork Rivanna River 

14. south on the North Fork Rivanna River to Proffit Road (State Route 649) 

15. northwest on Proffit Road to Polo Grounds Road (State Route 643) 

16. south and west on Polo Grounds Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

17. south on the Norfolk Southern Railway to an extension from Northfield Circle to the Railway 

18. northwest on the extension and Northfield Circle and then southwest on Northfield Circle to Huntington Road 

19. south and southwest on Huntington Road to Carrsbrook Drive 

20. northwest on Carrsbrook Drive to Westmoreland Road 

21. southwest on Westmoreland Road to Berwick Court 

22. north .23 miles on Berwick Court and its extension to an unnamed stream flowing parallel to and west of Old Brook Road 

23. south and then west on the unnamed stream to Seminole Trail (U.S. Highway 29) at a point .05 miles north of the Seminole Trail/Albemarle Square intersection 

24. north on Seminole Trail to the South Fork Rivanna River 

25. west on the South Fork Rivanna River and then south in the South Fork Rivanna River Reservoir to the Woodlands Road bridge (State Route 676) over Ivy Creek as it enters the South Fork Rivanna River 

26. northwest 1.05 miles on Woodlands Road to an unnamed road and vehicular trail 
27. south and then southwest .42 miles on the unnamed road and vehicular trail and its extension to Jumping Brook (western boundary of census blocks 510030102021026 and -1027)  
28. southeast on Jumping Brook to Ivy Creek 

29. southwest on Ivy Creek to Ipswich Place 

30. east on Ipswich Place to Lambs Road (State Route 657) 

31. northeast and southeast on Lambs Road to Lambs Lane 

32. west .05 miles on Lambs Lane to an unnamed road  

33. south .04 and then east .08 miles on the unnamed road to Lambs Road 

34. southeast on Lambs Road to Hydraulic Road (State Route 743) 

35. south .10 miles on Hydraulic Road to an unnamed road 

36. west, south, and east .25 miles in a loop on the unnamed road to Hydraulic Road 

37. south on Hydraulic Road to Georgetown Road (State Route 656) 

38. southwest .56 miles on Georgetown Road to an unnamed road 

39. northwest .06 miles on the unnamed road to a power line 

40. northwest .18 miles on the power line to Sturbridge Road (State Route 1473) 

41. north on Sturbridge Road to Old Forge Road (State Route 1472) 

42. west .12 miles on Old Forge Road to the power line 

43. west .12 miles on the power line to Magnolia Drive 

44. west on Magnolia Drive to Montvue Drive  

45. south on Montvue Drive to Barracks Road (State Route 654) 

46. southeast on Barracks Road to  U.S. Highways 29 and 250 Business and the Albemarle County—City of Charlottesville boundary 

47. east and south on the City of Charlottesville northern and eastern boundary to the southernmost point on the boundary as it coincides with the Rivanna River 

48. southeast on the Rivanna River to I-64 

49. east on I-64 to the Albemarle County—Fluvanna County boundary, the ending point.

B.  Part of Culpeper County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Culpeper County—Madison County boundary at its intersection with Old Mill Road (State Route 657): 

2. clockwise north on Old Mill Road to Kirtley Trail (State Route 645) 

3. west on Kirtley Trail to Allens Lane (State Route 657) 

4. north on Allens Lane to White Shop Road (State Route 603) 

5. northwest on White Shop Road to James Monroe Highway (U.S. Highway 29) 

6. east on James Monroe Highway to Piedmont Springs Road (State Route 717) 

7. northeast on Piedmont Springs Road to North Merrimac Road (State Route 643) 

8. east on North Merrimac Road to James Monroe Highway (U.S. Highway 29) 

9. east on James Monroe Highway to Mountain Run Lake Road (State Route 718) 

10. northwest on Mountain Run Lake Road to Henretty Drive (State Route 1025) 

11. northeast on Henretty Drive to Lake Pelham 

12. southeast and south on the south shore of Lake Pelham to James Monroe Highway (U.S. Highway 29) 

13. east .09 miles on James Monroe Highway, crossing a branch of Lake Pelham, and continuing on the southern and eastern shore of Lake Pelham 

14. north and east on the shore of Lake Pelham until the shore line coincides with the boundary of the town of Culpeper 

15. north, east, and south along the boundary of the town of Culpeper (placing all of the town of Culpeper in Senate District 17) to Germanna Highway (U.S. Highway 522 and State Route 3) 

16. southeast on Germanna Highway to Zachary Taylor Highway (U.S. Highway 522) 

17. southwest on Zachary Taylor Highway to Cedar Grove Road (State Route 652)  

18. south on Cedar Grove Road to Raccoon Ford Road (State Route 617) 

19. southeast on Raccoon Ford Road to Algonquin Trail (State Route 647) 

20. west on Algonquin Trail to Zachary Taylor Highway (U.S. Highway 522) 

21. southeast on Zachary Taylor Highway to the Culpeper County—Orange County boundary 

22. west on the Culpeper County—Orange County boundary to the Culpeper County—Madison County boundary 

23. north on the Culpeper County—Madison County boundary to Old Mill Road (State Route 657), the beginning point. 

C.  Part of Louisa County lying west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Louisa County—Spotsylvania County boundary in Lake Anna at a point .3 miles north of the Lake Anna shoreline in Louisa County and .02 miles west of the end of Carrs Bridge Road (State Route 614): 

2. southwest along the shoreline to the bridge on Carrs Bridge Road 

3. west and southwest on Carrs Bridge Road to Kentucky Springs Road (State Route 652) 

4. southeast on Kentucky Springs Road to a point past the end of Oakleigh Lane and to the Kentucky Springs Road bridge over the southern branch of Lake Anna that ends at Coleman Creek 

5. southwest from the bridge and on the southern branch of Lake Anna to Coleman Creek 

6. southwest on Colman Creek to Fredericks Hall Road (State Route 618) 

7. east on Fredericks Hall Road to Buckner Road (State Route 609)  

8. southwest and south on Buckner Road to Jouett School Road (State Route 648) 

9. southwest on Jouett School Road to Gardners Road (State Route 648) 

10. southwest and west on Gardners Road to Cross Country Road (U.S. Highway 522)  

11. north on Cross Country Road to Harts Mill Road (State Route 647) 

12. west on Harts Mill Road to the South Anna River 

13. north and then west on the South Anna River to Indian Creek Road (State Route 699) 

14. south on Indian Creek Road to East Old Mountain Road (State Route 640) 

15. west on East Old Mountain Road to Waltons Store Road (State Route 606) 

16. southwest on Waltons Store Road to the Louisa County—Goochland County boundary, the ending point. 

D.  Part of Spotsylvania County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Spotsylvania County—City of Fredericksburg boundary at its intersection with Germanna Highway (Plaank Road -- State Route 3):

2. clockwise southeast on the southern boundary of the City of Fredericksburg  to an unnamed property line (western boundary of census block 511770202023008) 

3. south .28 miles on the unnamed property line to Deep Run 

4. east on Deep Run to Lee Drive  

5. southeast on Lee Drive to Lansdowne Road  (State Route 638) 

6. south on Lansdowne Road to Mine Road (State Route 636) 

7. west on Mine Road to Jefferson Davis Highway (U.S. Highway 1) 

8. south on Jefferson Davis Highway to Massaponax Church Road (State Route 608) 

9. southwest and northwest on Massaponax Church Road to a Dominion Virginia Power  power line 

10. north 1.4 miles on the power line to an unnamed legal boundary (southern boundary of census block 511770203102018) 

11. west .034 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to Meadowlark Lane 

12. south on Meadowlark Lane to Bobwhite Lane 

13. west on Bobwhite Lane to Wild Turkey Drive 

14. southwest and northwest on Wild Turkey Drive to Courthouse Road (State Route 208) 

15. southwest and then southeast on Courthouse Road to an unnamed road that intersects Courthouse Road at a point .17 miles southeast of the American Legion Drive/Courthouse Road intersection 
16. west .12 miles on the unnamed road to an unnamed legal boundary 

17. south .11 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to an unnamed road (southern boundary of census block 511770203115008) 
18. west .11 miles on the unnamed road to an unnamed legal boundary that lies south and west of subdivision containing Spotslee Drive and General Drive 

19. west and north on the unnamed legal boundary (continuing west on the southern and western boundary of census block 511770203115008) to Old Robert E Lee Drive 
20. west.17 miles on Old Robert E Lee Drive to an extension from East Robert E Lee Court 

21. southwest on its extension, crossing Lake Anna Parkway, and on East Robert E Lee Court to Robert E Lee Drive (State Route 608) 

22. west on Robert E Lee Drive to Old Block House Road (State Route 648) 

23. south on Old Block House Lane to Lake Anna Parkway (State Route 648) 

24. south on Lake Anna Parkway to Block House Road (State Route 648) 

25. south .13 miles on Block House Road to its intersection with Alsop Town Road (State Route 709) and an unnamed legal boundary  

26. southwest 11.2 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (eastern boundary of Brokenburg (502) Precinct and western boundaries of a series of census blocks beginning with 511770204063015 and continuing through 511770204043047) to the Spotsylvania County—Louisa County boundary 

27. west on the Spotsylvania County—Louisa County boundary to the Spotsylvania County—Orange County boundary 

28. northeast on the Spotsylvania County—Orange County boundary to the Orange Plank Road (State Route 621) 

29. northeast on the Orange Plank Road to Greenfield Creek 

30. southeast on Greenfield Creek to Fawn Lake Parkway 

31. north and east on Fawn Lake Parkway to Longstreet Drive 

32. south on Longstreet Drive to Stonewall Jackson Drive 

33. southeast on Stonewall Jackson Drive to Kirkland Drive 

34. east on Kirkland Drive to Fawn Lake Parkway 

35. southwest on Fawn Lake Parkway and its extension to the south edge of Fawn Lake 

36. west on the south edge of Fawn Lake to Greenfield Creek 

37. south on Greenfield Creek to Catharpin Road (State Route 612) 

38. north and then east on Catharpin Road to Brock Square (State Route 613) 

39. southeast on Brock Square to Piney Branch Road (State Route 624)

40. north on Piney Brand Road to the western branch of the Ni River Reservoir 

41. east and northwest on the Reservoir and the Ni River to Brook Run 

42. west .03 miles on Brook Run to Jackson Trail East 

43. north on Jackson Trail East to Sickles Drive 

44. north on Sickles Drive to Stuart Drive 

45. north on Stuart Drive to Germanna Highway (Plank Road – State Route 3) 

46. east on Gernanna Highway to the Spotsylvania County—City of Fredericksburg boundary, the beginning point. 
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
