Eighteenth. All of Greensville and Sussex Counties; all of the City of Emporia; part of Brunswick County comprised of the Dromgoole (201), Edgerton (202), Fitzhugh (203), and Lawrenceville (501) Precincts; part of Isle of Wight County comprised of the Camps Mill (502), Courthouse (401), Orbit (403), Pons (302), and Raynor (505) Precincts and part of the Windsor (402) Precinct; part of Southampton County comprised of the Blackwater River (701), Boykins (201), Branchville (202), Capron (301), Courtland (601), Drewryville (401), Forks-Of-The-River (502), Meherrin (203), Newsoms (702), and Sebrell (302) Precincts; part of Surry County comprised of the Carsley (401), Claremont (501), Dendron (301), Spring Grove (502), Surry (101), and Wall's Bridge (302) Precincts and part of the Bacon's Castle (201) Precinct; part of the City of Chesapeake comprised of the Nansemond (044) and Taylor Road (035) Precincts and part of the Silverwood (027) Precinct; part of the City of Franklin comprised of the Precinct 3-1 (301), Precinct 4-1 (401), Precinct 5-1 (501), and Precinct 6-1 (601) Precincts; part of the City of Portsmouth comprised of the One (001), Five (005), Seven (007), Nine (009), Ten (010), Eleven (011), Thirteen (013), Fourteen (014), Sixteen (016), Seventeen (017), Nineteen (019), Twenty (020), Twenty-One (021), Twenty-Two (022), Twenty-Three (023), Twenty-Four (024), Twenty-Five (025), Twenty-Six (026), Twenty-Seven (027), Twenty-Eight (028), Thirty-One (031), Thirty-Four (034), Thirty-Five (035), and Thirty-Six (036) Precincts and part of the Thirty-Eight (038) Precinct; and part of the City of Suffolk comprised of the Bennetts Creek (104), Chuckatuck (202), Hollywood (701), John F. Kennedy (302), Nansemond River (703), Olde Towne (602), Southside (403), White Marsh (301), and Yeates (705) Precincts and parts of the Elephants Fork/Westhaven (603), and King's Fork (203) Precincts.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A.  Part of Brunswick County lying south and east of a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at a point on the Brunswick County—Greensville County boundary at its intersection with Governor Harrison Highway (U.S. Highway 58) 

2. west on Governor Harrison Highway to its first intersection with Lawrenceville Plank Road (State Route 750)

4. north and then west on the northern town boundary of Lawrenceville to Roses Creek 

5. northwest on Roses Creek into the town of Alberta to the southbound lanes of Boydton Plank Road (U.S. Highway 1) 

6. southwest on Boydton Plank Road, leaving the town of Alberta, to Millville Road (State Route 763)

7. southeast .3 miles on Millville Road to an abandoned railroad line 

8. southwest on the abandoned railroad line (eastern boundary of census blocks 510259302031009 and -1017)) to Meredith Mill Road (State Route 655) 

9. south on Meredith Mill Road to Greens Chapel Road (State Route 647) 

10. southeast on Greens Chapel Road to Briery Branch 

11. south on Briery Branch to Meherrin River 

12. southeast .57 miles on the Meherrin River to a power line  

13. east 1.6 miles on the power line to Grandy Road (State Route 644) 

14. north on Grandy Road to Union Woods Drive (State Route 656) 

15. east and then southeast on Union Woods Drive, crossing the power line, to an unnamed road 

16. north .02 miles on the unnamed road (southeastern boundary of census block 510259302031059)  to the power line 

17. east .8 miles on the power line to Totaro Creek 

18. southeast on Totaro Creek to the Meherrin River 

19. southeast on the Meherrin River to Christanna Highway (State Route 46) 

20. south on Christanna Highway to Dry Bread Road (State Route 611) 

21. east on Dry Bread Road to Matthews Chapel Road (State Route 692) 

22. southwest on Matthews Chapel Road to Christanna Highway (State Route 46) 

23. south and then southeast on to Christanna Highway to Lake Gaston Drive  (State Route 667) 

24. southwest on Lake Gaston Drive to Lake Gaston 

25. south on Lake Gaston to the Brunswick County—North Carolina boundary, the ending point.

B.  Part 1 of Isle of Wight County contained within a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Isle of Wight County—Surry County boundary and its intersection with Moonlight Road (State Route 627): 

2. clockwise south on Moonlight Road to Mill Swamp Road (State Route 626) 
3. east on Mill Swamp Road to Bethany Church Road (State Route 678) 

4. northeast on Bethany Church Road to Wrenns Mill Road (State Route 677) 

5. northeast on Wrenns Mill Road to Old Stage Highway (State Route 10) 

6. southeast on Old State Highway and its continuation as State Route 10 Bypass, crossing the Pagan River and the northern boundary of the town of Smithfield, to West Main Street (U.S. Highway 258 Business) 

7. west on West Main Street to Great Spring Road (State Route 655) 

8. south .28 miles on Great Spring Road, to a point .05 miles south of Little Creek and to the western boundary of the town of Smithfield as it lies just west of Great Spring Road 
9. south on the western boundary of the town of Smithfield to an unnamed legal boundary that extends south from the town boundary and crosses Stallings Lane  

10. south .08 miles and then east .22 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (western and southern boundaries of census blocks 510932801051031, -1033, and -1003), crossing Great Spring Road, to the southern boundary of the town of Smithfield 

11. east on the southern boundary of the town of Smithfield to Benns Church Boulevard (U.S. Highway 258 and State Routes 10 and 32) 

12. south on Benns Church Boulevard to the Isle of Wight County—City of Suffolk boundary 

13. southwest on the Isle of Wight County—City of Suffolk boundary to Windsor Boulevard (U.S. Highway 460) 

14. northwest on Windsor Boulevard and its continuation as East Windsor Boulevard in the town of Windsor to Roberts Avenue 

15. north on Roberts Avenue to Church Street (State Route 603) 

16. east on Church Street and its continuation as Shiloh Drive to Deer Path Trail (State Route 600) 

17. north on Deer Path Trail, leaving the town of Windsor, to an unnamed stream 

18. west .29 miles and then southwest .22 miles on the unnamed stream (northern boundary of census block 510932803002090) to the boundary of  the town of Windsor 

19. southwest .13 miles on the boundary to an extension of Twin Ponds Drive to the boundary 

20. northwest .08 miles on its extension and continuing west on Twin Ponds Drive to Courthouse Highway (U.S. Highway 258) 

21. north on Courthouse Highway, leaving the town of Windsor, to Cut Thru Road (State Route 638) 

22. west on Cut Thru Road to Clydesdale Drive 

23. northeast on Clydesdale Drive to Courthouse Highway (U.S. Highway 258) 

24. north on Courthouse Highway to Tar Road (State Route 645) 

25. northwest on Tar Road to Garrison Drive (State Route 646) 

26. north on Garrison Drive to Fire Tower Road (State Route 644) 

27. northeast on Fire Tower Road to Pope Swamp Trail (State Route 647) 

28. north on Pope Swamp Trail to Central Hill Road (State Route 637) 

29. west on Central Hill Road to Whispering Pines Trail (State Route 650) 

30. southwest on Whispering Pines Trail to Beale Place Drive (State Route 646) 

31. northwest on Beale Place Drive to Broadwater Road (State Route 620) 

32. southwest on Broadwater Road to the Isle of Wight County—Southampton County boundary 

33. northwest and north on the Isle of Wight County—Southampton County boundary to the Isle of Wight County—Surry County boundary 

34. northeast on the Isle of Wight County—Surry County boundary to Moonlight Road (State Route 627), the beginning point.  

C.  Part 2 of Isle of Wight County lying west of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Isle of Wight—City of Suffolk boundary at its intersection with Jenkins Mill Road (State Route 615): 

2. north on Jenkins Mill Road to Carrsville Highway (U.S. Highway 58 Business) 

3. southwest on Carrsville Highway to Walters Highway (U.S. Highway 258) 

4. north on Walters Highway to Joyners Bridge Road (State Route 611) 

5. west on Joyners Bridge Road to the Isle of Wight County—Southampton County boundary, the ending point.  

D.  Part of Southampton County lying west of a line described as follows:

16. east on Southampton Parkway to Camp Parkway (U.S. Highway 58) 

17. northeast and east on Camp Parkway to the Southampton County—City of Franklin boundary 

18. southeast on the Southampton County—City of Franklin boundary to the Southampton County—Isle of Wight County boundary 

19. east on the Southampton County—Isle of Wight County boundary to the Southampton County--City of Suffolk boundary, the ending point.

E.  All of Surry County except that part lying east and north of a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the Surry County--James City County boundary in the James River at its intersection with Cobham Bay:
2. south and east in Cobham Bay (also labeled in part as Lower Chippokes Creek) to an unnamed road extending from Lower Creek Drive to the Bay (part of the southern boundary of census block 511818601001020) 

3. east on the unnamed road .06 miles to Lower Creek Drive at the point where it turns from east to south

6. northeast on Drum Creek to an unnamed stream that runs into the Creek south of the extension of Meadow Wood Court 

7. north .1 miles on the unnamed stream and extension of Meadow Wood Court (western boundary of census block 515500216012018) to Meadow Wood Court 

8. north on Meadow Wood Court to Meadow Wood Drive East 

9. northeast on Meadow Wood Drive East to Meadow Forest Road

11. south on Ryland Street to Charles Street 

12. east on Charles Street to Gardner Street 

13. south on Gardner Street to Cameron Street 

14. west and south on Cameron Street to Campbell Avenue 

15. southwest on Campbell Avenue to Armory Drive (State Route 671) 

16. southwest on Armory Drive to the City of Franklin—Southampton County boundary, the ending point.

G.  Part of City of Portsmouth contained within a line described as follows: 

1. Beginning on the City of Portsmouth—City of Chesapeake boundary at its intersection with Churchland Boulevard:
2. clockwise southeast on Churchland Boulevard to West Norfolk Road  

3. east on West Norfolk Road to the CSX Railroad

5. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Cedar Lane 

6. north .007 miles on Cedar Lane to an unnamed feature 

7. east and north 1 mile on the unnamed legal boundary (western and northern boundaries of census blocks 517402130013039, -3029, -3028, -3007, and -3011) to an unnamed property line 
8. east .33 miles on the unnamed property line to Craney Creek (western and northern boundary of census block 517402130013011) 

9. east on Craney Creek to the Elizabeth River and City of Portsmouth—City of Norfolk boundary 

10. south on the City of Portsmouth—City of Norfolk boundary to the City of Portsmouth—City of Chesapeake boundary 

11. south and west on the City of Portsmouth—City of Chesapeake boundary to its intersection with the CSX Railroad at a point .22 miles north of I-264 
12. northeast on the CSX Railroad to Greenwood Drive 

13. northwest on Greenwood Drive to Airline Boulevard (U.S. Highway 58)

16. north .23 miles and northeast .2 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (western boundary of census blocks 518000751013034 and -3040) to McLauren Drive

17. east on McLauren Drive to Respass Beach Road 

18. south on Respass Beach Road to Townpoint Road 

19. east on Townpoint Road to the City of Suffolk—City of Portsmouth boundary 

20. southwest on the City of Suffolk—City of Portsmouth boundary to the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary

21. southwest on the City of Suffolk—City of Chesapeake boundary to the Washington Ditch 

22. northwest on the Washington Ditch to White Marsh Road (State Route 642)

23. north on White Marsh Road to Badger Road 

24. west on Badger Road to Hosier Road (State Route 804) 

25. north on Hosier Road to Meadow Country Road (State Route 705) 

26. west on Meadow Country Road to the CSX Railroad 

27. north 2.5 miles on the CSX Railroad and the east side of the Suffolk Municipal Airport to a spur of the Railroad 

28. northwest on the spur of the Railroad to Carolina Road (U.S. Highway 13) 

29. south .06 miles on Carolina Road to Benton Road 

30. west on Benton Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

31. southwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Lake Kilby 

32. northeast on Lake Kilby to a northern branch of the Norfolk Southern Railway 

33. east on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Carolina Road (U.S. Highway 13 Business) 

34. northeast on Carolina Road to North Main Street (U.S. Highway 460 Business and State Routes 10 and 32) 

35. north on North Main Street to Pruden Boulevard (U.S. Highway 460 Business) 

36. northwest on Pruden Boulevard to a point .46 miles southeast of the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight boundary and to an unnamed local road 

37. north and then south .11 miles in a loop on two unnamed local roads (the loop containing census blocks 518000754053045 and -3048) to Pruden Boulevard 

38. northwest on Pruden Boulevard and its continuation as Windsor Boulevard to the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight boundary 

39. northeast on the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight boundary to the point where Brewers Creek enters Chuckatuck Creek, the beginning point.
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
