
SECOND SENATE DISTRICT
Second. Part of York County comprised of the Bethel (502), Coventry (203), Edgehill (303), and Kiln Creek (204) Precincts; part of the City of Hampton comprised of the Aberdeen (101), Armstrong (106), Bassette (102), Bethel (212), Booker (201), Bryan (202), Burbank (203), City Hall (103), Cooper (104), East Hampton (105), Hampton Library (111), Jones (116), Kecoughtan (117), Langley (209), Lindsay (107), Machen (210), Mallory (118), Phenix (109), Phillips (213), Phoebus (110), Sandy Bottom (216), Smith (112), Syms (113), Thomas (108), Tyler (215), and Wythe (115) Precincts and part of the Forrest (204) Precinct; part of the City of Newport News comprised of the Briarfield (302), Chestnut (304), Huntington (307), Jefferson (308), Magruder (309), Marshall (310), Newmarket (311), Newsome Park (312), Reed (313), Saunders (319), South Morrison (316), Washington (317), and Wilson (318) Precincts and parts of the Deer Park (219), Downtown (305), Dunbar (306), and Watkins (320) Precincts; and part of the City of Portsmouth comprised of the Thirty-Seven (037) and Thirty-Nine (039) Precincts and part of the Thirty-Eight (038) Precinct.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of York County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the intersection of the York County—City of Newport News boundary and Old Williamsburg Road (State Route 238):

2. clockwise northeast on Old Williamsburg Road to a point .10 miles east of the Old Williamsburg Road/Barracks Terrace intersection and to the southern property line of the Naval Weapons Station Yorktown
3. northeast .29 miles on the property line (southwestern boundary of census block 511990509001283) to Ballard Creek 

4. northeast on Ballard Creek to Colonial National Historical Parkway 

5. southeast on Colonial National Historical Parkway to George Washington Memorial Highway (U.S. Highway 17) 

6. south and then southeast on George Washington Memorial Highway to Denbigh Boulevard (State Route 173) 

7. southwest on Denbigh Boulevard to Poquoson River 

8. south on the Poquoson River and Harwoods Mill Reservoir to the George Washington Memorial Highway (U.S. Highway 17) 

9. south on George Washington Memorial Highway to Hampton Highway (State Route 134) 

10. southeast on Hampton Highway to Big Bethel Road (State Route 600) 

11. north on Big Bethel Road to Running Man Trail 

12. east and then north on Running Man Trail to Victory Boulevard (State Route 171) 

13. east on Victory Boulevard to the York County—City of Poquoson boundary 

14. southeast on the York County—City of Poquoson boundary to the York County—City of Hampton boundary 

15. west on the York County—City of Hampton boundary to the York County—City of Newport News boundary 

16. northwest on the York County—City of Newport News boundary to Old Williamsburg Road, the beginning point.

B. Part of the City of Hampton contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the intersection of the City of Hampton—City of Newport News—York County boundaries in Big Bethel Reservoir:

2. clockwise east on the City of Hampton—York County boundary to the City of Hampton—City of Poquoson boundary 

3. east on the City of Hampton—City of Poquoson boundary to the Harris River 

4. south on the Harris River to Harris Creek and the Harris Creek Canal 

5. south on the Harris Creek Canal to Old Buckroe Road (State Route 169)

6. south on Old Buckroe Road to Andrews Boulevard 

7. west on Andrews Boulevard to Boykin Lane 

8. south on Boykin Lane to Old Buckroe Road 

9. southwest on Old Buckroe Road to Long Creek 

10. east on Long Creek to an arm of Chesapeake Bay lying between Benthall Road and North 1st Street 

11. north on the arm of Chesapeake Bay to the Bay 

12. across the Bay and along the eastern and southern boundary of the City of Hampton to the City of Hampton—City of Newport News boundary 

13. northwest on the City of Hampton—City of Newport News boundary to West Weaver Road 

14. east on West Weaver Road to Martha Lee Drive 

15. north on Martha Lee Drive to West Mercury Boulevard (U.S. Highway 258) 

16. northeast on West Mercury Boulevard to Pennwood Drive 

17. north on Pennwood Drive to Butternut Drive 

18. northeast and then north on Butternut Drive to Todds Lane (State Route 152)
19. east on Todds Lane to Cunningham Drive 

20. northeast on Cunningham Drive to I-64 

21. northwest on I-64 to Big Bethel Road (State Route 600)
22. south on Big Bethel Road to Todds Lane 

23. west on Todds Lane to the City of Hampton—City of Newport News boundary 

24. north on the City of Hampton—City of Newport News boundary to the intersection of the City of Hampton—City of Newport News—York County boundaries in Big Bethel Reservoir, the beginning point. 

C. Part 1 of the City of Newport News contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the intersection of the City of Newport News—City of Hampton—York County boundaries in Big Bethel Reservoir: 

2. clockwise south on the City of Newport News—City of Hampton boundary to a branch of Newmarket Creek that lies just north of Benns Road 

3. west .06 miles on the branch of Newmarket Creek to Leonard Lane 

4. north on Leonard Lane to Bruton Avenue 

5. west on Bruton Avenue to J Clyde Morris Boulevard (U.S. Highway 17) 

6. southwest on J Clyde Morris Boulevard to Forrest Drive 

7. northwest and then southwest on Forrest Drive to Jefferson Avenue (State Route 143) 

8. north on Jefferson Avenue to Thimble Shoals Boulevard 

9. east on Thimble Shoals Boulevard to Canon Boulevard 

10. north on Canon Boulevard to Oyster Point Road 

11. east on Oyster Point Road and its ramp to I-64 

12. south .4 miles on I-64 to an unnamed stream that runs parallel to and between Gawain Drive and Willow Green Drive 

13. east on the unnamed stream to the City of Newport News—York County boundary 

14. southeast on the City of Newport News—York County boundary to the intersection of the City of Newport News—City of Hampton—York County boundaries in Big Bethel Reservoir, the beginning point. 

D. Part 2 of the City of Newport News contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at intersection of Hampton Roads Center Parkway and the City of Newport News—City of Hampton boundary: 

2. clockwise south on the City of Newport News—City of Hampton boundary to the extension from Lyliston Lane 

3. west on the extension and Lyliston Lane to Jefferson Avenue (U.S. Highway 17 and State Route 143) 

4. north on Jefferson Avenue to Harpersville Road 

5. northeast on Harpersville Road to Hampton Roads Center Parkway 

6. east on Hampton Roads Center Parkway to the City of Newport News—City of Hampton boundary, the beginning point.

E. Part 3 of the City of Newport News contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the intersection of Mercury Boulevard (U.S. Highway 258) and the City of Newport News—City of Hampton boundary (Newmarket Creek): 

2. clockwise west, south, east, and south on the boundary to Hampton Roads and the intersection of the City of Newport News—City of Hampton—City of Portsmouth boundary 

3. northeast from that intersection to the Newport News shoreline and southwest on the shoreline to Jefferson Avenue (State Route 167) 

4. north on Jefferson Avenue to 14th Street 

5. west on 14th Street to I-664 

6. north on I-664 to the 25th Street ranp to Warwick Boulevard (U.S. Highway 60) 

7. north on Warwick Boulevard to 24th Street 

8. west on 24th Street to Huntington Avenue (U.S. Highway 60) 

9. north on Huntington Avenue to 25th Street 

10. west on 25th Street to Washington Avenue 

11. north on Washington Avenue to 50th Street 

12. east on 50th Street and its extension to the CSX Railroad 

13. north on the CSX Railroad to Mercury Boulevard (U.S. Highway 258) 

14. east on Mercury Boulevard to the intersection of Mercury Boulevard and the City of Newport News—City of Hampton boundary, the beginning point.

F. Part of the City of Portsmouth contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning in Hampton Roads at the intersection of the City of Portsmouth—City of Newport News—City of Hampton boundary: 

2. clockwise east and then south on the northern and eastern boundary of the City of Portsmouth to Craney Creek 

3. west on Craney Creek and an unnamed property line continuing west from Craney Creek to a point just .01 miles east of Cedar Lane and an unnamed legal boundary (northern and western boundaries of census block 517402130013011) 

4. south and west 1 mile on the unnamed legal boundary (northern and western boundaries of census blocks 517402130013011, -3007, -3028, -3029, and 3039), lying just east of Cedar Lane, crossing Western Freeway, to Cedar Lane 

5. south on Cedar Lane to the Norfolk and Southern Railway 

6. southwest on the Norfolk and Southern Railway to the CSX Railroad 

7. north on the CSX Railroad to West Norfolk Road 

8. west on West Norfolk Road to Churchland Boulevard 

9. northwest .11 miles on Churchland Boulevard to the City of Portsmouth—City of Chesapeake boundary 

10. west on the City of Portsmouth—City of Chesapeake boundary to the City of Portsmouth—City of Suffolk boundary 

11. northeast on the City of Portsmouth—City of Suffolk boundary to the City of Portsmouth—City of Newport News boundary in Hampton Roads 

12. northeast on the City of Portsmouth—City of Newport News boundary in Hampton Roads to the intersection of the City of Portsmouth—City of Newport News—City of Hampton boundary, the beginning point.
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
