
TWENTY-THIRD SENATE DISTRICT 

Twenty-third. All of Botetourt and Craig Counties; all of the City of Bedford; part of Bedford County comprised of the Bedford Christian Church (703), Bedford County PSA (302), Big Island Elem School (502), Body Camp Elem School (204), Boonsboro Elem School (505), Boonsboro Ruritan Club (506), Chamblissburg First Aid Bldg (103), Forest Elem School (401), Forest Youth Athletic Assoc. (304), Goode Rescue Squad (701), Goodview Elem School (101), Hardy Fire & Rescue Bldg (102), Knights of Columbus Bldg (403), Liberty High School (702), Moneta Elem School (203), Montvale Elem School (601), New London Academy (301), Odd Fellows Hall (504), Pleasant View (507), Saunders Grove Brethren Church (604), Sedalia Center (503), Shady Grove Baptist Church (602), Staunton River High School (202), Suck Springs (704), Thaxton Elem School (603), and Thomas Jefferson Elem School (402) Precincts; part of Campbell County comprised of the Airport (601), Altavista (303), Bedford Springs (202), Brookville (101), Concord (603), Court House (402), Evington (301), Kings (602), Lynch Station (302), New London (102), Spring Hill (501), Walker (201), and Yellow Branch (502) Precincts; part of Roanoke County comprised of the Hollins (206), Mountain View (203), Orchards (205), and Plantation (201) Precincts; and part of the City of Lynchburg comprised of the Third Ward Third Precinct (303), Third Ward Fourth Precinct (304), Third Ward Fifth Precinct (305), Fourth Ward First Precinct (401), and Fourth Ward Fourth Precinct (404) Precincts and part of the First Ward First Precinct (101) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Bedford County lying north of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Bedford County--Campbell County boundary and its intersection with Big Otter River:

2. northwest on Big Otter River to Falling Creek 

3. southwest on Falling Creek to Falling Creek Road (State Route 714) 

4. southeast and southwest on Falling Creek Road to Pecks Road (State Route 725) 

5. west on Pecks Road to Virginia Byway (State Route 43) 

6. south on Virginia Byway to Shingle Brook Road (State Route 24) 

7. southwest on Shingle Brook Road to Headers Bridge Road (State Route 732) 

8. south and southwest on Headers Bridge Road to Gladdy Branch Road (State Route 731) 

9. south on Gladdy Branch Road to Glader Branch 

10. west and south on Glader Branch to Goose Creek 

11. west on Goose Creek to an unnamed branch of Goose Creek that enters Goose Creek at a point 1.5 miles west of the Goose Creek/Difficult Creek intersection 

12. southwest on the unnamed branch of Goose Creek, crossing Stone Mountain Road (State Route 805) to Foster Farm Lane 

13. south .28 miles on Foster Farm Lane to Ayers Road (State Route 737) 

14. southwest on Ayers Road to White House Road (State Route 608) 

15. south on White House Road to Skyway Drive (State Route 835) 

16. south and west on Skyway Drive to Turning Tide Road (State Route 835) 

17. southwest .09 on Turning Tide Road to an unnamed stream feeding into the branch of Smith Mountain Lake that lies between Skyway Drive and Turning Tide Road 

18. south on the unnamed stream and continuing south in Smith Mountain Lake to the Bedford County--Franklin County boundary, the ending point. 
B. Part of Campbell County lying west of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point on the Campbell County—Appomattox County boundary where New Chapel Road (State Route 606) intersects the boundary:

2. west on New Chapel Road to Plum Branch Road (State Route 656) 

3. northwest on Plum Branch Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

4. northwest on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Village Highway (State Route 24) 

5. southwest on Village Highway to Button Creek 

6. south on Button Creek to the extension of Stormcrest Road to the Creek 

7. southwest on the extension from Stormcrest Road and Stormcrest Road to Red House Road (State Route 615) 

8. southeast on Red House Road to Homeplace Road (State Route 790) 

9. southwest .35 miles on Homeplace Road to an unnamed road 

10. southwest .91 miles on the unnamed road and continuing on a second unnamed private road (southeastern boundary of census block 510310201023038) to an unnamed legal boundary 

11. southwest 1.2 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (southeastern boundary of census blocks 510310201023035 and -3061) to Brookneal Highway (U.S. Highway 501) at a point .02 miles north of the Brookneal Highway/Foxwood Lane intersection 

12. south on the Brookneal Highway to the intersection of Brookneal Highway and Winfall Road with an unnamed legal boundary 

13. northwest .5 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to the intersection of East Little Seneca Creek and Elliott Road (State Route 607) 

14. west on Elliott Road to East Ferry Road State Route 701)   

15. southwest on East Ferry Road to Marysville Road (State Route 696) 

16. northwest on Marysville Road to Hills Creek 

17. southwest on Hills Creek to the Norfolk Southern Railway at a point .2 miles northwest of the intersection of the Railway and an extension from Staunton River Farm Road 

18. west on the Railway to Cheese Creek 

19. east on Cheese Creek to the Roanoke River and Campbell County—Pittsylvania County boundary, the ending point. 

C. Part of Roanoke County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Roanoke County--Botetourt County boundary and its intersection with I-81:

2. counterclockwise west 1.4 miles on I-81 to a branch of Deer Branch Creek and its extension to I-81 

3. east and then south on the extension and branch of Deer Branch Creek, crossing Buckland Mill Road, Dallas Road, and Goff Road, to the intersection of an unnamed legal boundary and the northern end of Loman Drive
4. west .06 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to Goff Road and its intersection with the shoreline of Deer Branch Creek 

5. south .15 miles on the shoreline of Deer Branch Creek to the southeast end of Webster Drive and to Deer Branch Creek 
6. southeast on Deer Branch Creek to Peters Creek Road NW (State Route 117) 

7. east on Peters Creek Road NW to Williamson Road (U.S. Highway 11) 
8. south on Williamson Road to Florist Road NW 
9. south on Florist Road NW to the Roanoke County--City of Roanoke boundary 

10. east on the northern boundary of the City of Roanoke to Challenger Avenue NE (U.S. Highways 220, 221, and 460) 

11. northeast on Challenger Avenue to the Roanoke County--Botetourt County boundary 
12. northwest on the Roanoke County--Botetourt County boundary to I-81, the beginning point.

D. Part of the City of Lynchburg lying south of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the City of Lynchburg—Bedford County boundary and its intersection with Franklin Farm Road:

2. north on Franklin Farm Road (also labeled Chadwick Drive) to Wiggington Road (State Route 620) 

3. east on Wiggington Road to Saturn Street 

4. north on Saturn Street to Mercury Street 

5. southeast on Mercury Street to Burnham Lane 

6. south on Burnham Lane to Wiggington Road 

7. east on Wiggington Road to Ivy Creek Lane 

8. north .39 miles on Ivy Creek Lane to an unnamed road 

9. meandering east .44 miles on the unnamed road through Peaks View Park to Ivy Creek 

10. north .17 miles on Ivy Creek to its intersection with Cheese Creek and continuing northeast with the meanders of Ivy Creek to Link Road 

11. northeast on Link Road to Boonsboro Road (U.S. Highway 501 Business) 

12. east on Boonsboro Road and its continuation as Rivermont Avenue to Rivermont Terrace (U.S. Highway 501 Business) 

13. south on Rivermont Terrace to Landon Street 

14. southwest on Landon Street to Club Drive 

15. south on Club Drive and its extension to Ivy Creek 

16. south with the meanders of Ivy Creek to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

17. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway to Langhorne Road (U.S. Highway 501 Business) 

18. south on Langhorne Road to Blackwater Creek 

19. southeast on Blackwater Creek to a point .11 miles south of the intersection of Blackwater Creek and the extension of Broadway Street and to an unnamed tributary of Blackwater Creek 

20. east .34 miles on the unnamed tributary to Lakeside Drive (U.S. Highway 221) 

21. west on Lakeside Drive to Wyndale Drive 

22. southwest on Wyndale Drive to Fleetwood Drive 

23. southeast on Fleetwood Drive to Blackwater Creek 

24. west on Blackwater Creek to Burton Creek 

25. south on Burton Creek to Fort Avenue (U.S. Highway 460 Business) 

26. northeast on Fort Avenue to Edley Place 

27. southeast on Edley Place to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

28. northeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway and its more eastern track to Carroll Avenue 

29. south on Carroll Avenue to Albert Lankford Drive 

30. southwest on Albert Lankford Drive to Odd Fellows Road 

31. southeast on Odd Fellows Road to Perkins Street 

32. north on Perkins Street to Mayflower Drive (State Route 128) 

33. southeast and northeast on Mayflower Drive to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

34. southeast on the Norfolk Southern Railway and its more eastern track to Richmond Highway (U.S. Highways 460 and 501) 

35. east on Richmond Highway to Martin Street 

36. southeast on Martin Street and its continuation as Old Courthouse Turnpike to the City of Lynchburg—Campbell County boundary, the ending point.  
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
