
TWENTY-FOURTH SENATE DISTRICT 

Twenty-fourth. All of Augusta, Greene, and Madison Counties; all of the Cities of Staunton and Waynesboro; part of Culpeper County comprised of the Brown's Store (402), Cardova (303), Eggbornsville (302), Eldorado (401), Lignum (703), Richardsville (704), and Rixeyville (502) Precincts and part of the Brandy Station (702) Precinct; and part of Rockingham County comprised of the Cross Keys (306), Elkton (501), Grottoes (304), Keezletown (301), Massanetta Springs (305), McGaheysville (503), Montezuma (402), Mt. Crawford (403), North River (303), Port Republic (302), South Fork (504), Stony Run (505), and Swift Run (502) Precincts. 

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Culpeper County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Culpeper County—Rappahannock County boundary and its intersection with Holly Springs Road (State Route 639) and an unnamed legal boundary: 

2. clockwise southeast.14 miles on the  unnamed legal boundary (northern boundary of Eggbornsville (302) Precinct and census block 510479301023070) to an unnamed stream

3. south on the unnamed stream, crossing Quail Ridge Drive (eastern boundary of Eggbornsville (302) Precinct and census blocks 510479301023070, -3050, -3054, -3073, and -2016) to Indian Run 

4. southeast on Indian Run to Hazel River 

5. south, east, and south on Hazel River to Muddy Run 

6. west .72 miles on Muddy Run to an unnamed legal boundary 

7. southwest .12 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to an unnamed road 

8. southwest .04 miles on the unnamed road to Brookshire Lane 

9. southwest .025 miles on Brookshire Lane to Mount Zion Church Road  (State Route 625) 

10. south and southwest on Mount Zion Church Road to Alanthus Road (State Route 663) 

11. southeast on Alanthus Road to Brandy Road (State Route 762) 

12. east on Brandy Road to Carrico Mills Road (State Route 669) 

13. south on Carrico Mills Road to the Norfolk Southern Railway 

14. east .22 miles on the Norfolk Southern Railway to an unnamed legal boundary 

15. south .19 miles on the unnamed legal boundary and its continuation as an unnamed road (eastern boundary of census block 510479304001112) to Borst Lane (State Route 734) 

16. east .07 on Borst Lane, past Double Nickel Lane, to an unnamed road 

17. south .37 miles on the unnamed road (eastern boundary of census block 510479304001147) to Carrico Mills Road (State Route 669) 

18. southeast on Carrico Mills Road to Stones Mill Road (State Route 672) 

19. east and northeast on Stones Mill Road to Edwards Shop Road (State Route 620) 

20. east on Edwards Shop Road to the Culpeper County—Fauquier County boundary 

21. south and east on the Culpeper County—Fauquier County boundary to the Culpeper County—Stafford County boundary 

22. south on the Culpeper County—Stafford County boundary to the Culpeper County—Spotsylvania County boundary 

23. west on the Culpeper County—Spotsylvania County boundary to the Culpeper County—Orange County boundary 

24. west on the Culpeper County—Orange County boundary to Zachary Taylor Highway (U.S. Highway 522) 

25. northwest on Zachary Taylor Highway to Algonquin Trail (State Route 647) 

26. east on Algonquin Trail to Raccoon Ford Road (State Route 617) 

27. northwest on Raccoon Ford Road to Cedar Grove Road (State Route 652) 

28. north on Cedar Grove Road to Zachary Taylor Highway (U.S. Highway 522) 

29. northeast on Zachary Taylor Highway to Germanna Highway (U.S. Highway 522 and State Route 3) 

30. northwest on Germanna Highway to the boundary of the town of Culpeper 

31. north, west, and south on the boundary of the town of Culpeper (placing all of the town of Culpeper in Senate District 17) to the eastern shore line of Lake Pelham at a point .27 miles south of the extension of Wayland Road to the Lake and the point at which the shore line leaves the town boundary 
32. west and south on the shore of Lake Pelham to James Monroe Highway (U.S. Highway 29) 

33. west .09 miles on James Monroe Highway, crossing a branch of Lake Pelham, to the southern shore line of Lake Pelham 

34. north and northwest on the south shore of Lake Pelham to Henretty Drive (State Route 1025) 

35. southwest on Henretty Drive to Mountain Run Lake Road (State Route 718) 

36. southeast on Mountain Run Lake Road to James Monroe Highway (U.S. Highway 29) 

37. west on James Monroe Highway to North Merrimac Road (State Route 643) 

38. west on North Merrimac Road to Piedmont Springs Road (State Route 717) 

39. southwest on Piedmont Springs Road to James Monroe Highway (U.S. Highway 29) 

40. west on James Monroe Highway to White Shop Road (State Route 603) 

41. southeast on White Shop Road to Allens Lane (State Route 657) 

42. south on Allens Lane to Kirtley Trail (State Route 645) 

43. east on Kirtley Trail to Old Mill Road (State Route (657) 
44. south on Old Mill Road to the Culpeper County—Madison County boundary 

45. northwest on the Culpeper County—Madison County boundary to the Culpeper County—Rappahannock County boundary 

46. northeast on the Culpeper County—Rappahannock County boundary to Holly Springs Road (State Route 639) and an unnamed legal boundary, the beginning point. 
B. Part of Rockingham County lying south and east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning on the Rockingham County—Augusta County boundary and its intersection with Vance Road: 

2. northeast on Vance Road to Windy Cove Road (State Route 755) 

3. northwest and then northeast on Windy Cove Road to Nazarene Church Road (State Routes 750 and 755) 

4. northwest on Nazarene Church Road to Lambert Town Road (State Route 755) 

5. northeast on Lambert Town Road to Briery Branch Road (State Route 257) 

6. east on Briery Branch Road to Ottobine Road (State Route 257) 

7. southeast on Ottobine Road to Dry River Road (State Route 738) 

8. south on Dry River Road to the western boundary of the town of Bridgewater 

9. south, east, and north around the boundary of the town of Bridgewater (placing all of the town of Bridgewater in Senate District 26) to Oakwood Drive (State Route 704) 

10. southeast on Oakwood Drive to South Valley Pike (U.S. Highway 11) 

11. north on South Valley Pike to Cecil Wampler Road (State Route 704) 

12. east on Cecil Wampler Road to I-81 

13. north on I-81 to the Rockingham County—City of Harrisonburg boundary 

14. northeast and north around the eastern boundary of the City of Harrisonburg to I-81 

15. northeast on I-81 to Trinity Church Road (State Route 724) 

16. southeast on Trinity Church Road to Indian Trail Road (State Route 717) 

17. northeast on Indian Trail Road to Flook Lane (State Route 724)

18. southeast on Flook Lane to Mountain Valley Road (State Route 620) 

19. south on Mountain Valley Road to Pack Saddle Trail (State Route 724) 

20. southeast .85 miles on Pack Saddle Trail to an unnamed trail 

21. southeast 1.7 miles on the trail (south boundary of census blocks 511650105001047 and -1053) to Third Mountain Ridge 

22. northeast 2.9 miles on Third Mountain Ridge to an unnamed ridge line continuing north from Third Mountain Ridge 

23. north 2.4 miles on the unnamed ridge line to the Rockingham County—Page County boundary at the southwest corner of Page County, the ending point.
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
