
TWENTY-EIGHTH SENATE DISTRICT
Twenty-eighth. Part of King George County comprised of the Dahlgren (301), James Monroe (201), and Passapatanzy (102) Precincts and parts of the Courthouse (101) and Shiloh (401) Precincts; part of Prince William County comprised of the Alvey (406), Brentsville (101), Marshall (202), Mountain View (410), and Park (109) Precincts and parts of the Bennett (102), Benton (203), Buckland Mills (110), Cedar Point (112), Evergreen (401), Forest Park (310), Nokesville (104), and Woodbine (209) Precincts; part of Spotsylvania County comprised of the Elys Ford (201), Grange Hall (303), and Wilderness (202) Precincts and parts of the Brock (505) and Plank Road (301) Precincts; part of Stafford County comprised of the Aquia (401), Brooke (403), Chatham (602), Courthouse (402), Drew (503), Falmouth (502), Ferry Farm (601), Gayle (504), Grafton (501), Hampton (703), Harbor (303), Ramoth (104), Rocky Run (102), Roseville (202), Simpson (103), Stefaniga (204), White Oak (603), Whitson (702), and Woodlands (701) Precincts and parts of the Rock Hill (201), Ruby (203), and Widewater (302) Precincts; and part of Westmoreland County comprised of the Precinct 3-1 (301), Precinct 4-1 (401), and Precinct 5-1 (501) Precincts. 

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of King George County contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the intersection of the King George County--Stafford County--Maryland boundaries:
2. clockwise east and southeast on the King George County--Maryland boundary to the King George County--Westmoreland County boundary

3. south on the King George County--Westmoreland County boundary to a power line running parallel to and 1.1 miles north of Kings Highway (State Route 3)

4. northwest on the powerl ine for 9 miles to Indiantown Road (State Route 610) (note four departures from the power line: south and east on Beverly Lane after the intersection with Ridge Road (State Route 205 and back to the power line);  north on Quail Lane .015 miles and then south .05 miles on an unnamed road to the power line; south on Kent Road and east on Canterbury Court to the power line; and south on Mattox Drive and east on Big Timber Road to the power line)
5. south on Indiantown Road to Kings Highway (State Route 3)

6. west and southwest on Kings Highway to Lagrange Lane (State Route 605)

7. southeast .66 miles on Lagrange Lane to its intersection with an unnamed local road

8. continuing southeast .1 miles on the unnamed local road and then on its extension to the Rappahannock River and the King George County--Caroline County boundary

9. west on the King George County--Caroline County boundary to the King George County--Stafford County boundary 

10. north on the King George County--Stafford County boundary to the intersection of the King George County--Stafford County--Maryland boundaries, the beginning point.
B. Part of Prince William County contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at a point on the Prince William County--Fauquier County boundary .8 miles west of Mountain Road (State Route 600) where the extension of an unnamed stream intersects the boundary:
2. clockwise east on the extension, the unnamed stream, and parallel road for .8 miles (southern boundary of census block 511539015093015) to Mountain Road and the point .02 miles south of Hunton Lane where the stream intersects Mountain Road

3. north on Mountain Road to Logmill Road (State Route 701)
4. east on Logmill Road to James Madison Highway (U.S. Highway 15)

5. south on James Madison Highway to Waterfall Road (State Route 601)

6. southwest on Waterfall Road to Catharpin Creek
7. southeast on Catharpin Creek to Catharpin Road

8. south on Catharpin Road to Little Bull Run

9. west on Little Bull Run to James Madison Highway (U.S. Highway 15) 

10. south on James Madison Highway to the Haymarket town boundary 

11. west, south and east on the western and southern boundary of the town of Haymarket to Jefferson Street

12. south on Jefferson Street and its continuation as Old Carolina Road to Somerset Crossing Drive

13. east and south on Somerset Crossing Drive to Lee Highway (U.S. Highway 29)

14. southwest on Lee Highway to a creek that crosses Lee Highway at a point .1 miles west of the Lee Highway/Tysons Oaks Court intersection

15. southwest on the creek 1 mile to the center of Lake Manassas

16. southwest crossing Lake Manassas to the extension of an unnamed road and a point .26 miles east of Buckland Mill Road (southern boundary of census block 511539014172012)

17. southwest on the extension  and unnamed road to a vehicular trail (continuing on southern boundary of census block 511539014172012) 

18. northwest and southwest on the vehicular trail to an unnamed road (continuing on southern boundary of census block 511539014172012) 

19. southwest ,12 miles on the unnamed road  Buckland Mill Road

20. south .5 miles on Buckland Mill Road to an unnamed local road 

21. east .3 miles on the unnamed local road to another unnamed local road

22. south .4 miles on the unnamed local road to Vint Hill Road (State Route 215)

23. east on Vint Hill Road to Greenwich Road (State Route 603)

24. south .09 miles on Greenwich Road to an unnamed local road  

25. east .08 miles on the unnamed local road to Burwell Road (State Route 604)

26. south on Burwell Road to Owls Nest Road (State Route 658)

27. east and then north on Owls Nest Road to Vint Hill Road (State Route 215)

28. east on Vint Hill Road to a branch of Broad Run that runs between Darrick Court and Arthur Graves Jr. Court 

29. northeast on the branch to Broad Run

30. east and then north on Broad Run to the extension of Scones Hill Court
31. southeast on the extension, Scones Hill Court, and its continuation as Bolter Lane to Breamer Parkway 

32. northeast on Breamer Parkway and its continuation as Saybrooke Drive to its second intersection with Upper Mill Loop, at Faber Lane
33. east on Upper Mill Loop to Vantage Point Court 

34. north on Vantage Point Court and its extension to Broad Run 

35. southeast on Broad Run to the Prince William County--City of Manassas boundary

36. southeast and north on the southern boundary of the City of Manassas and Broad Run to a branch of Broad Run and a point .44 miles north of the intersection of the extension of Moor Green Drive and Broad Run 

37. north on the branch of Broad Run (northern boundary of census blocks 511539013042006 and -2007) to Cloverhill Road 

38. north on Cloverhill Road to State Route 234 Bypass 

39. northwest .64 miles on the Bypass to a vehicular trail 

40. north .62 miles on the vehicular trail to the Prince William County--City of Manassas boundary 

41. east on the southern boundary of the City of Manassas to Dumfries Road (State Route 234)
42. south on Dumfries Road to the point where Dumfries Road joins the State Route 234 Bypass

43. east and then south on Dumfries Road to Purcell Road 

44. east on Purcell Road to Kahns Road

45. south on Kahns Road to Hoadly Road (State Route 642) 

46. northeast on Hoadly Road to Spriggs Road 

47. southeast on Spriggs Road to Minnieville Road 

48. west on Minnieville Road to Dumfries Road (State Route 234) 

49. west on Dumfries Road to Rosita Court 

50. west on Rosita Court and its continuation as Bristow Road (State Route 619) to Aden Road (State Route 646) 
51. southwest on Aden Road to Joplin Road (State Route 619)  

52. south on Joplin Road to an unnamed local road that intersects Joplin Road at a point .92 miles west of the Joplin Road/Mawaui Road intersection  

53. south on the unnamed road, which becomes McB-1 (State Route 619) in Stafford County, to the Prince William County--Stafford County boundary 

54. west and then southwest on the Prince William County--Stafford County boundary to the Prince William County--Fauquier County boundary 

55. northwest and then north on the Prince William County--Fauquier County boundary to a point on the boundary .8 miles west of Mountain Road (State Route 600) where the extension of an unnamed stream intersects the boundary, the beginning point.

C. Part of Spotsylvania County contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the intersection of the Spotsylvania County--Orange County--Culpeper County boundaries: 

2. clockwise northeast on the Spotsylvania County--Culpeper County boundary to the Spotsylvania County--Stafford County boundary 
3. east on the Spotsylvania County--Stafford County boundary to the Spotsylvania County--City of Fredericksburg boundary 

4. east on the Spotsylvania County--City of Fredericksburg boundary to the Germanna Highway (Plank Road -- State Route 3) 

5. west on Germanna Highway to Stuart Drive 

6. south on Stuart Drive to Sickles Drive 

7. south on Sickles Drive to Jackson Trail East 
8. south on Jackson Trail East to Brook Run 

9. east .03 miles on Brook Run to the Ni River and Ni River Reservoir 

10. south on the Ni River and Ni River Reservoir, crossing Catharpin road (State Route 612), to the western branch of the Reservoir that crosses Piney Branch Road (State Route 624) 

11. west on the western branch of the Reservoir to Piney Branch Road 

12. south on Piney Branch Road to Brock Square (State Route 613) 

13. northwest on Brock Square to Catharpin Road (State Route 612) 

14. west and then south on Catharpin Road to Greenfield Creek  

15. north on Greenfield Creek to the south edge of Fawn Lake 

16. east .22 miles on the south edge of Fawn Lake to an extension from Fawn Lake Parkway 

17. northeast on the extension and Fawn Lake Parkway to Kirkland Drive 

18. west on Kirkland Drive to Stonewall Jackson Drive 

19. northwest on Stonewall Jackson Drive to Longstreet Drive 

20. north on Longstreet Drive to Fawn Lake Parkway 

21. west and south on Fawn Lake Parkway to Greenfield Creek 

22. northwest on Greenfield Creek to Orange Plank Road (State Route 621) 

23. west on Plank Road to the Spotsylvania County--Orange County boundary 

24. northeast on the Spotsylvania County--Orange County boundary to the intersection of the Spotsylvania County--Orange County--Culpeper County boundaries, the beginning point.

D. Part of Stafford County contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the intersection of the Stafford County--Fauquier County--Prince William county boundaries:
2. clockwise northeast and east on the Stafford County--Prince William County boundary to McB 1 (State Route 619)
3. south on McB 1 to McB 4 

4. west .5 miles on McB 4 to an unnamed local road (eastern boundary of census block 511790102011065)

5. south 1 mile on the unnamed local road to another unnamed local road 

6. east .12 miles on the unnamed local road to McB 2 ((State Route 632) 

7. south 1 mile on McB 2 to Beleau Avenue ((State Route 639)

8. west .3 miles on Beleau Avenue to an unnamed local road 
9. south on the unnamed local road to Montezuma Avenue ((State Route 641)

10. east on Montezuma Avenue to Aquia Creek 

11. west on Aquia Creek to a branch of the Creek that runs between Groves Lane and Ripley Road
12. southeast on the branch of Aquia Creek to Garrisonville Road ((State Route 610) 

13. east on Garrisonville Road to Furnace Road

14. south on Furnace Road to Choptank Road 

15. south on Choptank Road to Vista Woods Road

16. southeast on Vista Woods Road to Clore Drive

17. northeast on Clore Drive to Vista Woods Road  

18. southeast on Vista Woods Road to Stevens Drive 

19. north on Stevens Drive to Huckstep Avenue 

20. northeast on Huckstep Avenue to Choptank Road
21. southeast on Choptank Road to High Street

22. north and then northwest on High Street to Patton Drive 

23. northeast on Patton Drive to Garrisonville Road ((State Route 610)

24. southeast on Garrisonville Road to Soaring Eagle Drive 

25. south and then east on Soaring Eagle Drive to Shelton Shop Path

26. north on Shelton Shop Path to Garrisonville Road ((State Route 610)

27. east on Garrisonville Road to Doc Stone Road ((State Route 659) 

28. northeast on Doc Stone Road to its terminus .58 miles east of the Doc Stone Road/Jam Parrell Drive intersection and an extension northwest from its terminus to the east shore of Smith Reservoir 

29. north on the east shore of Smith Reservoir to Aquia Creek 

30. southeast with Aquia Creek to a point .54 miles east of the Jefferson Highway/Aquia Creek intersection and to a property line (western boundary of the Harbor (303) Precinct and beginning with the western boundary of census block 511790101082000) 

31. northeast and then south on the property line and ending between Indian View Circle and Titanic Drive to Aquia Creek (ending on the western boundary of census block 511790101072015)
32. southeast on Aquia Creek to the Stafford County--Maryland boundary 

33. south on the Stafford County--Maryland boundary to the Stafford County--King George County boundary 

34. south on the Stafford County--King George County boundary to the Stafford County--Caroline County boundary 

35. west on the Stafford County--Caroline County boundary to the Stafford County--City of Fredericksburg boundary 

36. west on the northern boundary of the City of Fredericksburg boundary  to the Stafford County--Spotsylvania County boundary 

37. west on the Stafford County--Spotsylvania County boundary to the Stafford County--Culpeper County boundary 

38.  north on the Stafford County--Culpeper County boundary  to Richland Run 

39. north on Richland Run to Warrenton Road (U.S. Highway 17) 

40. east on Warrenton Road to Poplar Road ((State Route 616) 

41. north on Poplar Road to Kellogg Mill Road ((State Route 651) 

42. northeast on Kellogg Mill Road to Abel Reservoir 

43. northwest on Abel Reservoir to Long Branch 

44. northwest on Long Branch to Potomac Run 

45. northwest on Potomac Run crossing Stefangia Road to a stream entering Potomac Run at a point .15 miles west of Stefangia Road 

46. north on the stream, crossing Beaver Ridge Road, to a point .04 miles southwest of the end of Secretariat Drive and a western branch of the stream

47. west ,12 miles on the branch to an extension of Autumn Drive

48. north on the extension and Autumn Drive to Mountain View Road ((State Route 627)

49. west on Mountain View Road to Rock Hill Church Road (State Route 644) 

50. north on Rock Hill Church Road to Aquia Creek 

51. east on Aquia Creek to a branch of the Creek flowing into Aquia Creek from the northwest and crossing Longwood Drive .06 miles west of the Longwood Drive/Wild Turkey Drive intersection 

52. northwest on the branch to Rock Hill Church Road ((State Route 644) 

53. north on Rock Hill Church road to Garrisonville Road ((State Route 610) 

54. northwest on Garrisonville Road to the Stafford County--Fauquier County boundary

55. northeast on the Stafford County--Fauquier County boundary to the intersection of the Stafford County--Fauquier County--Prince William county boundaries, the beginning point.

E. Part of Westmoreland County lying west of a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at a point on the Westmoreland County--Maryland boundary where Currioman Bay meets the Potomac River and boundary:
2. south on Currioman Bay to a point between Currioman Creek and Poor Jack Creek at an extension of Chatham Lane (State Route 672) to the Bay (eastern boundary of census block 511930102003020) 

3. southwest and then south on the extension and Chatham Lane to Zacata Road (State Route 645)  

4. southwest and then south on Zacata Road to its intersection with Crookhorn Road (State Route 645 continued) and Kings Highway (State Route 3)  

5. south on Crookhorn Road to the Westmoreland County--Richmond County boundary, the ending point. 
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
