
THIRD SENATE DISTRICT
Third. All of Gloucester, King and Queen, King William, and New Kent Counties; all of the City of Poquoson; part of Isle of Wight County comprised of the Bartlett (201), Carrollton (202), Rushmere (301), and Smithfield (101) Precincts; part of James City County comprised of the Berkeley B Part 1 (1021), Berkeley B Part 2 (1022), Berkeley C (103), Jamestown A (201), Powhatan A (301), Powhatan C (303), Roberts A Part 1 (5011), Roberts C Part 1 (5031), Stonehouse A (401), Stonehouse B (402), and Stonehouse C (403) Precincts and parts of the Jamestown B (202) and Roberts B (502) Precincts; part of Surry County comprised of part of the Bacon's Castle (201) Precinct; part of York County comprised of the Dare (402), Harris Grove (302), Harwoods Mill (401), Seaford (301), Tabb (501), Waller Mill (103), and Yorktown (102) Precincts; part of the City of Hampton comprised of the Asbury (205) Precinct; and part of the City of Suffolk comprised of the Driver (102) and Ebenezer (201) Precincts. 

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Isle of Wight County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the intersection of the Isle of Wight County—Surry County—City of Newport News boundaries in the James River: 

2. clockwise southeast on the Isle of Wight County—City of Newport News boundary to the Isle of Wight County—City of Suffolk boundary

3. southwest on the Isle of Wight County—City of Suffolk boundary to Benns Church Boulevard (State Routes 10 and 32) 

4. north on Benns Church Boulevard to the Smithfield town southern boundary 

5. west on the Smithfield town southern boundary to its furthest point west and to an unnamed legal boundary 
6. west .22 miles on the unnamed legal boundary, crossing Great Spring Road (State Route 655), (following the southern boundary of census blocks 510932801051003 and -1033) to another unnamed legal boundary 

7. north .08 miles on the unnamed legal boundary, crossing Stallings Lane (the western boundary of census block 510932801051031)  to the Smithfield town western boundary 

8. north on the Smithfield town western boundary to a point .05 miles south of Little Creek just to the west of Great Spring Road (State Route 655)
9. north in Smithfield on Great Spring Road to West Main Street (U.S. Highway 258 Bus.) 

10. east on West Main Street to the State Route 10 Bypass 

11. north on the State Route 10 Bypass crossing the Smithfield town northern boundary and Pagan River and continuing north as Old Stage Highway to Wrenns Mill Road (State Route 677)
12. southwest on Wrenns Mill Road to Bethany Church Road (State Route 678) 

13. southwest on Bethany Church Road to Mill Swamp Road (State Route 626)
14. west on Mill Swamp Road to Moonlight Road (State Route 627) 

15. north on Moonlight Road to the Isle of Wight County—Surry County boundary 

16. northeast on the Isle of Wight County—Surry County boundary to the intersection of the Isle of Wight County—Surry County—City of Newport News boundaries in the James River, the beginning point.

  B. Part of James City County contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the intersection of the James City County—Charles City County—New Kent County boundaries:

2. clockwise east on the James City County—New Kent County boundary to the York River and James City County—Gloucester County boundary 

3. southeast on the James City County—Gloucester County boundary to the James City County—York County boundary 

4. west on the James City County—York County boundary to Centerville Road (State Route 614) 

5. west and south on Centerville Road to Longhill Road (State route 612) 

6. east and southeast on Longhill Road to State Route 199 

7. south on State Route 199 to Ironbound Road (State Route 615) 

8. southwest on Ironbound Road to John Tyler Highway (State Route 5) 

9. east on John Tyler Highway to the James City County—City of Williamsburg boundary 

10. east on the James City County—City of Williamsburg boundary to a point .15 miles southwest of the State Route 199/Merrimac Trail intersection where the boundary turns north

11. northwest on the James City County—City of Williamsburg boundary to the intersection of the James City County—City of Williamsburg—York County boundaries 

12. southeast on the James City County—York County boundary to the power line that intersects Pocahontas Trail (U.S. Route 60) near the I-64 interchange 

13. south and southeast .54 miles on the power line to an unnamed stream 

14. south .03 miles on the unnamed stream to an unnamed road 

15. west .024 miles on the unnamed road to a second unnamed road and then south .06 miles on the second unnamed road and back to the unnamed stream (the northern and  western boundary of census block 510950801011034)

16. southwest 1.3 miles, crossing Carters Grove Country Road, on the unnamed stream (the stream that flows southwest into College Creek at a point .21 miles east of the end of Warehams Pond Road) to College Creek (the northwestern boundary of census blocks 510950801022001 and 510950801022019) 

17. southwest on College Creek to the James River and the James City County—Surry County boundary 

18. west on the James City County—Surry County boundary to the James City County—Charles City County boundary 

19. north on the the James City County—Charles City County boundary to the intersection of the James City County—Charles City County—New Kent County boundaries, the beginning point. 

C. Part of Surry County contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the intersection of the Surry County—Isle of Wight County—James City County boundaries in the James River:

2. clockwise west on the Surry County—Isle of Wight County boundary to Lawnes Creek 

3. southwest on Lawnes Creek to Landing Drive (State Route 780) 

4. west on Landing Drive to Hog Island Road (State Route 650) 

5. south on Hog Island Road to Lower Creek Drive 

6. west on Lower Creek Drive to the point where it turns from west to south and intersects with an unnamed road 

7. west .06 miles on the unnamed road extending from Lower Creek Drive to Cobham Bay (also labeled in part as Lower Chippokes Creek) (part of the southern boundary of census block 511818601001020) 

8. west and then north in Cobham Bay to the Surry County—James City County boundary in the James River  

9. northeast and then southeast in the James River on the Surry County—James City County boundary to the intersection of the Surry County—Isle of Wight County—James City County boundaries, the beginning point.

D. Part 1 York County contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the northernmost point of the York County—Gloucester County boundary in the York River:

2. clockwise southeast on the York County—Gloucester County boundary to Queen Creek 

3. west on Queen Creek to the York County—City of Williamsburg boundary 

4. west and then north on the York County—City of Williamsburg boundary to the York County—James City County boundary 

5. north and then  east on the York County—James City County boundary to the northernmost point of the York County—Gloucester County boundary in the York River, the beginning point. 

E. Part 2 York County contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the intersection of Ballard Creek with the York River and the York County—Gloucester County boundary intersection in the York River:

2. clockwise east on the York County—Gloucester County boundary and York River to the Chesapeake Bay 

3. south in the Bay to the York County—City of Poquoson boundary 

4. southwest on the York County—City of Poquoson boundary to Victory Boulevard (State Route 171)

5. west on Victory Boulevard to Running Man Trail 

6. south and west on Running Man Trail to Hampton Highway (State Route 134) 

7. northwest on Hampton Highway to George Washington Memorial Highway (U.S. Highway 17) 

8. north on George Washington Memorial Highway to the Poquoson River 

9. northwest on the Poquoson River and Harwoods Mill Reservoir to Denbigh Boulevard (State Route 173) 

10. northeast on Denbigh Boulevard to George Washington Memorial Highway 

11. north on George Washington Memorial Highway to Colonial National Historic Parkway 

12. northeast on Colonial National Historic Parkway to Ballard Creek 

13. east on Ballard Creek to the York River and the York County—Gloucester County boundary intersection in the York River, the beginning point. 

F. Part of the City of Hampton contained within a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning at the intersection of Back River with the City of Hampton—City of Poquoson boundary: 

2. clockwise with the City of Hampton—City of Poquoson boundary to the Chesapeake Bay 

3. south in the Bay and along the City of Hampton eastern boundary and eastern shore to an arm of the Bay lying between Benthall Road and North 1st Street 

4. south on the arm of Chesapeake Bay to Long Creek 

5. west on Long Creek to Old Buckroe Road (State Route 169) 

6. northeast on Old Buckroe Road to Boykin Lane 

7. north on Boykin Lane to Andrews Boulevard 

8. east on Andrews Boulevard to Old Buckroe Road 

9. north on Old Buckroe Road to Harris Creek Canal 

10. north on Harris Creek Canal and Harris Creek to the Harris River 
11. north on the Harris River to the intersection of Back River with the City of Hampton—City of Poquoson boundary, the beginning point.

G. Part of the City of Suffolk contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the intersection of the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight County—City of Newport News boundaries in the James River:

2. clockwise east on the City of Suffolk—City of Newport News boundary to the mouth of the Nansemond river 

3. south on the Nansemond River to Bennett Creek 

4. south on Bennett Creek to Bridge Road (U.S. Highway 17) 

5. east on Bridge Road to Shoulders Hill Road (State Route 626)
6. south 1.7 miles on Shoulders Hill Road to Bob White Lane 

7. west on Bob White Lane to Fennell Lane 

8. north on Fennell Lane to Deanes Branch   

9. northwest on Deanes Branch to Bennett Creek 

10. south on Bennett Creek to Kings Highway (State Route 125) 

11. west on Kings Highway to the Nansemond River 

12. northeast on the Nansemond River to a power line that crosses from the Nansemond River to Chuckatuck Creek and lies parallel to and .92 miles north of Cambell Creek 

13. northwest on the power line to Chuckatuck Creek 

14. northeast on Chuckatuck Creek to the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight County boundary 

15. northeast on the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight County boundary to the intersection of the City of Suffolk—Isle of Wight County—City of Newport News boundaries in the James River, the  beginning point.
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
