
FORTIETH SENATE DISTRICT 

Fortieth. All of Grayson, Lee, Scott, and Washington Counties; all of the City of Bristol; part of Smyth County comprised of the Adwolfe (701), Atkins (501), Chilhowie (301), East Park (401), Konnarock (703), Royal Oak East (601), Royal Oak West (602), Seven Mile Ford (201), St. Clair (302), Sugar Grove (702), Wassona (502), and West Park (402) Precincts; part of Wise County comprised of the Clinch Valley (401), East Stone Gap (302), North Coeburn (201), South Coeburn (402), and Wise (202) Precincts; and part of Wythe County comprised of the Evergreen (603), Royal Oak (101), Rural Retreat (102), West Wytheville (203), and Zion (602) Precincts. 

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-303.3 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.

A. Part of Smyth County lying south of a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning on the Smyth County—Washington County boundary and its intersection with an unnamed legal boundary at a point on the boundary 1.17 miles northwest of the intersection of Plum Creek Road with the boundary: 

2. northeast 1.4 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (southern boundary of Saltville (101) Precinct and census block 511730301004072) to State Route 107 and a ridge line running parallel to and north of Horseshoe Bend Road 

3. northeast 9.2 miles on the ridge line to an unnamed legal boundary 

4. northeast 2.76 miles on the unnamed legal boundary, crossing B F Buchanan Highway (State Route 16), (following the southern boundary of Rich Valley (202) Precinct and census blocks 511730301004082 and -2012) to a continuation of the ridge line 

5. east 2.72 miles on the ridge line to an unnamed legal boundary 

6. northeast 5.5 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (southern boundary of Rich Valley (202) Precinct and census block 511730301002004) to a continuation of the ridge line 

7. northeast 1.2 miles on the ridge line to its intersection with the Smyth County—Bland County—Wythe County boundaries, the ending point. 

B. Part of Wise County lying south and west of a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning on the Wise County—Lee County boundary and its intersection with an unnamed legal boundary (western boundary of East Stone Gap (302) Precinct and census block 511959312002036): 

2. northeast, northwest, and then east on the unnamed legal boundary to the boundary of the town of Big Stone Gap 

3. northeast on the eastern boundary of the town of Big Stone Gap (placing the entire town of Big Stone Gap in Senate District 38) to the northeasternmost point on the town boundary and an unnamed legal boundary (western boundary of East Stone Gap (302) Precinct and census block 511959313002024) 

4. northeast .9 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to the  Little Stone Mountain ridge line 

5. east on the Little Stone Mountain ridge line to Rim Rock Road (State Route 610)

6. northeast on Rim Rock Road to Powell Valley Road (State Route 40) 

7. east on Powell Valley Road to Orby Cantrell Highway (U.S. Highways 23 and 58) 

8. north on Orby Cantrell Highway to Hoot Owl Hollow Road (State Route 622) 

9. east .06 miles on Hoot Owl Hollow Road to an unnamed legal boundary (northern boundary of East Stone Gap (302) Precinct and census block 511959310002168) 

10. east on the unnamed legal boundary, crossing Cardingmill Branch, to the Wise County—City of Norton boundary 

11. east and north on the southern boundary of the City of Norton (all of the City of Norton being in Senate District 38) to an unnamed legal boundary (western boundary of Clinch Valley (401) Precinct and census block 511959314002070) 

12. northeast on the unnamed legal boundary to Bear Creek Road (State Route 681) 

13. northeast and east on Bear Creek Road to Yellow Creek Road SE 

14. north on Yellow Creek Road SE to Bear Creek 

15. east on Bear Creek to Yellow Creek 

16. north on Yellow Creek (continuing on the western boundary of the Clinch Valley (401) Precinct) to the southern boundary of the town of Wise 

17. west on the southern boundary of the town of Wise to Orby Cantrell Highway (U.S. Highway 23) and into the town of Wise 

18. north on Orby Cantrell Highway through the town of Wise and continuing north to Indian Creek Road (State Route 623) 

19. north on Indian Creek Road to Rocky Fork Road (State Route 626) 

20. west and northwest on Rocky Fork Road to Rocky Fork 

21. north on Rocky Fork to its end and an unnamed legal boundary (western boundary of Wise (202) Precinct and census blocks 511959308001086 and -1095) 

22. northwest .026 miles on the unnamed legal boundary to Indian Mountain Ridge 

23. east and southeast on Indian Mountain Ridge (northeastern boundary of Wise (202) Precinct), crossing Indian Creek Road and Orby Cantrell Highway (U.S. Highway 23) to an unnamed legal boundary and a point .24 miles west of the Birchfield Road/Strawberry Mountain Road intersection 

24. northeast on the unnamed legal boundary (northern boundary of Wise (202) Precinct and census block 511959309001026) to Dotson Creek Road (State Routes 643 and then 636) 

25. north on Dotson Creek Road to Birchfield Road (State Route 634) 

26. northeast and then east on Birchfield Road to the Wise County—Dickenson County boundary 

27. southeast on the Wise County—Dickenson County boundary to its intersection with an unnamed legal boundary (eastern boundary of South Coeburn (402) Precinct and census block 511959317002022) at its closest point and nearly adjacent to Sandy Ridge Road (State Route 650): 

28. southwest on Sandy Ridge Road to Fairview Road (State Route 654) 

29. northwest and then southwest on Fairview Road (State Route 654) to Bull Hill Road (State Route 651) 

30. south on Bull Hill Road to a point 2.2 miles north of the Bull Run Road/Carfax Road intersection and to an unnamed legal boundary 

31. south 2.2 miles on the unnamed legal boundary (eastern boundary of South Coeburn (402) Precinct and census block 511959317002032) to the Bull Run Road/Carfax Road intersection 

32. southwest on Carfax Road (State Route 657) to Bull Run 

33. south on Bull Run to the Clinch River, the Wise County—Russell County boundary, the ending point.  

C. Part of Wythe County lying west of a line described as follows: 
1. Beginning on the Wythe County--Bland County boundary at its intersection with I-77:

2. south on I-77 to Saint Lukes Road (State Route 800) 

3. southwest on Saint Lukes Road to Fairview Parkway (State Route 659) 

4. west and south on Fairview Parkway to Sally Run (State Route 661) 

5. west and south on Sally Run to Akers Road (State Route 600) 

6. south and east on Akers Road and its continuation as Rose Hill Road to Richdale Road (State Route 661) 

7. south and then east on Richdale Road to Fairview Road and the town boundary of Wytheville 

8. south on Fairview Road in the town of Wytheville and to North 4th Street (U.S. Highways 21 and 52) 

9. southeast on North 4th Street and its continuation as South 4th Street to Calhoun Street 

10. south on Calhoun Street to South 6th Street 

11. southeast on South 6th Street to West Clay Street 

12. east on West Clay Street to South Church Street 

13. south on South Church Street, leaving the town of Wytheville and crossing Reed Creek, to Whippoorwill Road (State Route 640) 

14. southeast on Whippoorwill Road to Broadway Road (State Route (640) 

15. south and then southeast on Broadway Road to an unidentified political boundary (the eastern boundary of Evergreen (603) Precinct and eastern boundaries of census blocks 511970504011008,-1020,-1013, and -1045) 

16. southwest in a straight line on the political boundary to Mule Hell Road (State Route 642) 

17. southeast on Mule Hell Road to Davis Cemetery Road (State Route 646) 

18. southwest on Davis Cemetery Road to Slate Spring Branch Road (State Route 690) 

19. southwest on Slate Spring Branch Road to Cripple Creek Road (State Route 602) 

20. southeast on Cripple Creek Road to the Wythe County--Grayson County boundary, the ending point. 
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
