FIRST CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT
First. All of Caroline, Essex, Gloucester, King and Queen, King George, King William, Lancaster, Mathews, Middlesex, Northumberland, Richmond, Stafford, Westmoreland, and York Counties; all of the Cities of Fredericksburg, Poquoson, and Williamsburg; part of Fauquier County comprised of the Bealeton (303), Catlett (102), Lois (104), and Morrisville (301) Precincts and part of the Remington (302) Precinct; part of James City County comprised of the Berkeley A Part 1 (101), Berkeley A Part 2 (1012), Berkeley B Part 1 (1021), Berkeley B Part 2 (1022), Berkeley C (103), Jamestown A (201), Jamestown B (202), Powhatan A (301), Powhatan B (302), Powhatan C (303), Powhatan D (304), Roberts A Part 1 (5011), Roberts A Part 2 (5012), Roberts C Part 1 (5031), Roberts C Part 2 (5032), Stonehouse A (401), Stonehouse B (402), and Stonehouse C (403) Precincts and part of the Roberts B (502) Precinct; part of Prince William County comprised of the Ashland (309), Bennett (102), Benton (203), Brentsville (101), Bristow Run (111), Cedar Point (112), Ellis (106), Forest Park (310), Glenkirk (408), Henderson (307), Lake Ridge (501), Limestone (113), Lodge (207), Marshall (202), Marsteller (107), McCoart (204), Montclair (308), Mullen (411), Nokesville (104), Park (109), Pattie (305), Penn (210), Powell (211), Quantico (304), Sinclair (404), Stonewall (405), Sudley North (409), Victory (108), Washington‑Reid (306), Westgate (407), Westridge (208), and Woodbine (209) Precincts and part of the Buckland Mills (110) Precinct; part of Spotsylvania County comprised of the Battlefield (701), Brent's Mill (702), Grange Hall (303), Hazel Run (302), Plank Road (301), and Summit (401) Precincts and part of the Lee Hill (403) Precinct; and part of the City of Newport News comprised of the Greenwood (110) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-302.2 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.
A. Part of Fauquier County south and east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point where James Madison Street (United States Highway 15 Business/29 Business) intersects the Culpeper County-Fauquier County boundary
2. Northeast on James Madison Street to East Main Street (County Road T651)

3. East on East Main Street approximately 550 feet to an unnamed street, the eastern boundary of census block 510619307062060

4. North on said unnamed street to East Madison Street (County Road T1207)

5. East on East Madison Street to North Franklin Street (County Road T656)

6. South on North Franklin Street to East Main Street

7. East and then South on East Main Street to Tinpot Run Lane

8. Southeast on Tinpot Run Lane to Tinpot Run

9. South and then southwest on Tinpot Run to Summerduck Road (State Rote 651)

10. Southeast on Summerduck Road to Strodes Mill Road (State Route 654)

11. Northeast and then northwest on Strodes Mill Road to Lucky Hill Road (State Route 655)

12. Northeast on Lucky Hill Road to a power line intersecting Lucky Hill Road approximately 365 feet southeast of the intersection of Lucky Hill Road and Old Grassdale Road (State Route 782)

13. East on said power line to Old Grassdale Road

14. Northwest on Old Grassdale Road to Lucky Hill Road

15. Northeast and then west on Lucky Hill Road, crossing the Norfolk Southern Railway, to Remington Road (State Route 656)

16. Southwest on Remington Road to Lucky Hill Road continued

17. Northwest on Lucky Hill Road to Catlett Road (State Route 28)
18. Southwest on Catlett Road to James Madison Highway (United States Highway 15/29), southbound lanes

19. North on James Madison Highway to Marsh Road (United States Highway 17)

20. Southeast on Marsh Road to Balls Mill Road (State Route 663)

21. Southeast on Balls Mill Road to Old Marsh Road (State Route 837)

22. Southeast on Old Marsh Road to Liberty Road (State Route 745)

23. East, then south, and then east on Liberty Road to Catlett Road (State Route 28)

24. Southwest on Catlett Road approximately 0.9 miles to an unnamed tributary of Marsh Run, said tributary being the southwest boundary of census block 510619307051060

25. Southeast on said tributary to Marsh Run

26. Southwest on Marsh Run to Marsh Road (United States Highway 17)

27. Southeast on Marsh Road to Browns Run

28. Northeast on Browns Run to Rogues Road (State Route 602)

29. Northwest on Rogues Road to Ebenezer Church Road (State Route 648)

30. Northeast on Ebenezer Church Road to Midland Road (State Route 610)

31. Northwest on Midland Road to Germantown Road

32. Northwest on Germantown Road to Catlett Road (State Route 28)

33. Northeast on Catlett Road to Bastable Mill Road (State Route 603)

34. North on Bastable Mill Road to Old Dumfries Road (State Route 667)

35. East on Old Dumfries Road to Greenwich Road (State Route 603)

36. North on Greenwich Road to Dumfries Road (State Route 605)

37. East on Dumfries Road to the Fauquier County-Prince William County boundary

B. Part of James City County contained within a line described as follows (note: all the land area of James City County is contained within the First District):

Beginning at a point on the center line of the James River, due south of the mouth of the Chickahominy River, where the James City County-Charles City County boundary intersects the James City County-Surry County boundary 
Clockwise around the James City County boundary to the point where Skiffles Creek (erroneously named College Creek on census maps), being the boundary between James City County and the City of Newport News, empties into the James River

Northwest on the northern shore line of the James River to the point where Colonial National Historic Parkway crosses the mouth of College Creek
South on a line to the James City County-Surry County boundary, the center line of the James River

West on said boundary and center line to a point due south of the mouth of the Chickahominy River, the point of beginning
C. Part of Prince William County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Lee Highway (United States Highway 15/29) intersects the Fauquier County-Prince William County boundary

2. Northeast on Lee Highway to its intersection with Old Carolina Road and the road to Stonewall Shops Square

3. South and then southeast on the Stonewall Shops Square road, being the western boundary of census block 511539014111000, to Turtle Point Drive

4. Southwest on Turtle Point Drive to Spyglass Hill Loop

5. Counterclockwise on Spyglass Hill Loop to an unnamed road near the point where Spyglass Hill Loop turns northwest, said road being part of the eastern boundary of census block 511539014111007

6. North on said road to its terminus
7.  North on a line, part of the eastern boundary of census block 511539014111007, to an unnamed stream flowing into Lake Manassas, said stream also being part of the eastern boundary of said census block

8.  North on said stream approximately 1015 feet to its intersection with the southern boundary of census block 511539014112029

9. East on said block boundary to Amsterdam Court at a point approximately 350 feet north of the terminus of Amsterdam Court

10. North on Amsterdam Court to Turtle Point Drive

11. East on Turtle Point Drive to Alpine Bay Loop

12. Southeast and then northeast on Alpine Bay Loop to Turtle Point Drive

13. Southeast on Turtle Point Drive to Baltusrol Boulevard

14. North on Baltusrol Boulevard to Lee Highway

15. Northeast on Lee Highway to Interstate 66

16. East on Interstate 66 to Bull Run, being the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary

17. South and then east on Bull Run and the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary to a point directly north of the point where Boundary Avenue changes from a north-south direction to an east-west direction

18. South on a line, the western boundary of census block 511539017022004, to said point on Boundary Avenue

19. South on Boundary Avenue to its intersection with June Street

20. Southwest on a nonvisible extension of Boundary Avenue to the continuation of Boundary Avenue at Yorkshire Lane
21. Southwest on Boundary Avenue to Rugby Road and the corporate limits of the City of Manassas Park

22. Southwest and then southeast on said corporate limits to the corporate limits of the City of Manassas

23. Counterclockwise on said Manassas corporate limits to the point where Dumfries Road (State Route 234) intersects the southeast corporate limits

24. South and then southeast on Dumfries Road to the Occoquan River

25. East on the Occoquan River to the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary

26. Southeast on the Occoquan River and the county boundary to the point where a line extended from the terminus of Antietam Road intersects said county boundary

27. South on said line to the terminus of Antietam Road

28. South on Antietam Road to Cotton Mill Drive

29. Southwest and then west on Cotton Mill Drive to its intersection with Griffith Avenue

30. North on Cotton Mill Drive approximately 0.47 miles, following the western boundary of census block 511539012212002, to a point just northwest of its crossing of an unnamed stream that enters Occoquan Reservoir

31. Northwest on a line, continuing to follow the western boundary of census block 511539012212002, to the center line of an arm of the Occoquan Reservoir

32. West on said reservoir arm, following the northern boundary of census block 511539012211000, to a stream, unnamed on census maps but possibly identified as Beaver Creek on topographical maps, that empties into said arm

33. South and then southwest on said stream, following the northern boundary of census blocks 511539012211001 and 511539012372001 respectively and crossing Springwoods Drive, to Marquis Place

34. Southeast on Marquis Place to Springwoods Drive

35. South on Springwoods Drive to Old Bridge Road

36. Southwest on Old Bridge Road to Prince William Parkway

37. West on Prince William Parkway to Hoadly Road (State Route 642)

38. Southwest on Hoadly Road to the first intersection with Websters Way

39. West on Websters Way to its intersection with Hoadly Road and Reserve Lane

40. Northwest on a nonvisible line, the southern boundary of census block 511539012191017, to Token Forest Drive

41. West on Token Forest Drive to Purcell Road

42. Southeast on Purcell Road to Hoadly Road

43. Southwest on Hoadly Road to Token Valley Road

44. Southeast on Token Valley Road to Spriggs Road (State Route 643)

45. Southeast on Spriggs Road and following the western boundary of census block 511539012341014 to a power line, the southern boundary of census block 511539012341014

46. East on said power line to Neabsco Creek

47. East on Neabsco Creek to Delaney Road (State Route 610)

48. South on Delaney Road to Minnieville Road

49. Southwest on Minnieville Road to Cardinal Drive

50. Southeast and then east on Cardinal Drive to Interstate 95

51. South on Interstate 95 to an unnamed branch of Little Creek, said branch being the northwest boundary of census block 5115309010013067

52.  Southwest on said branch to Joplin Road (State Route 619)

53. Southeast on Joplin Road, becoming Fuller Road at Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1), to a power line intersecting Fuller Road approximately 0.6 miles southeast of the intersection of Mason Drive with Fuller Road

54. northeast on said power line to the center line of Quantico Creek

55. Southeast on the center line of Quantico Creek to the Potomac River, being the county boundary and the Maryland-Virginia state line

56. Counterclockwise south, then northwest, then southwest, and then northwest on the county boundary to the point where Lee Highway (United States Highway 15/29) intersects the Fauquier County-Prince William County boundary, the point of beginning

D. Part of Spotsylvania County north of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where Hunting Run flows into the Rapidan River, said river being the Culpeper County-Spotsylvania County boundary

2. South on Hunting Run to Spotswood Furnace Road (State Route 620)

3. Southeast on Spotswood Furnace Road to Pipeline Dam Run

4. Southwest on Pipeline Dam Run to the headwaters of its southern fork, said fork being part of the northern boundary of census block 511770201064018

5. Southwest on a line, following the northern boundary of census blocks 511770201064020 and 511770201064026, to Hooker Drive

6. South on Hooker Drive to River Road (State Route 618)

7. Southwest on River Road to Germanna Highway/Plank Road (State Route 3)

8. East on Germanna Highway/Plank Road to its intersection with Five Mile Road Extended

9. Southeast on a line to the intersection of Old Plank Road (State Route 610) and Cherry Road ((State Route 706)

10. East and then south on Cherry Road to Harrison Road (State Route 620)

11. Southeast on Harrison Road to Old Leavells Road (State Route 639)
12. South on Old Leavells Road to Leavells Road (State Route 639)

13. Southeast on Leavells Road to Courthouse Road (State Route 208)

14. East on Courthouse Road to Interstate 95

15. Southeast on Interstate 95 to Jefferson Davis Highway (United States Highway 1)

16. South on Jefferson Davis Highway to Massaponax Creek

17. East on Massaponax Creek to a tributary entering said creek approximately 1,425 feet southwest of Ruffins Pond, said tributary being the eastern boundary of census block 511770202012035

18. South on said tributary to an unnamed farm road, located at the terminus of Sandy Lane and being the northern boundary of census block 511770202051038

19. East on said road and then on Sandy Lane to Sandy Lane Drive (State Route 2)

20. Southeast on Sandy Lane Drive to the Caroline County-Spotsylvania County boundary

E. Part of the City of Newport News contained within a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where the main CSX Railroad line intersects the City of Newport News-James City County boundary
2. Clockwise on the City of Newport News boundary line with James City County and then York County to the point where a spur of the CSX Railroad intersects the City of Newport News-York County boundary at Richneck Road (State Route 636)

3. Southwest on the CSX Railroad spur to the main CSX Railroad line

4. Northwest on the main CSX Railroad line to the City of Newport News-James City County boundary, the point of beginning
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
