TENTH CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT
Tenth. All of Clarke, Frederick, and Loudoun Counties; all of the Cities of Manassas, Manassas Park, and Winchester; part of Fairfax County comprised of the Brookfield (902), Bull Run (923), Chain Bridge (301), Churchill (303), Clearview (321), Clifton (803), Colvin (330), Cooper (304), Cub Run (903), Deer Park (921), Dulles (904), Fairfax Station (805), Forestville (322), Fountainhead (845), Fox Mill (229), Franklin (905), Great Falls (306), Greenbriar West (847), Hickory (328), Kenmore (309), Kinross (908), Langley (311), Lees Corner (920), Lees Corner West (927), McLean (314), Navy (911), Newgate North (849), Newgate South (854), Popes Head (841), Poplar Tree (928), Rocky Run (913), Sangster (838), Seneca (329), Shouse (323), Silverbrook (839), South Run (850), Spring Hill (331), Stone (917), Sugarland (327), Vale (914), Virginia Run (915), Waples Mill (916), and Woodyard (815) Precincts and part of the Old Mill (925) Precinct; and part of Prince William County comprised of the Alvey (406), Battlefield (402), Buckhall (103), Bull Run (403), Evergreen (401), Mountain View (410), Pace West (412), Parkside (105), Pr. William A (000), and Signal Hill (114) Precincts and part of the Buckland Mills (110) Precinct.

Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-302.2 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.
A. Part 1 of Fairfax County north of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at a point where the northern corporate limits of the Town of Herndon intersect the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary
2. East, clockwise, on said corporate limits to Sugarland Run

3. North on Sugarland Run to Rosiers Branch

4. East on Rosiers Branch to Shaker Woods Road (State Route 680)
5. North on Shaker Woods Road to Sugarland Road (State Route 604)

6. Northeast on Sugarland Road to Leesburg Pike (State Route 7)

7. Southeast on Leesburg Pike to Baron Cameron Avenue (State Routes 606 and 674)

8. Southwest on Baron Cameron Avenue to an unnamed tributary of Colvin Run approximately 280 feet southwest of the intersection of Baron Cameron Avenue and Hunter Mill Road (State Route 674)

9. South on said tributary, following the western boundary of census blocks 510594819002000, 510594819002020, and 510594819002019 to Colvin Run

10. West on Colvin Run crossing Lake Fairfax Drive to an unnamed tributary

11. South on said tributary, following the western boundary of census blocks 510594819002036, 510594819002010, 510594819002012, and 510594819002016, to its terminus

12. Continuing southwest on a line, the northwest boundary of census block 510594819002016, approximately 990 feet to a point

13. Southeast on a line to the intersection of Hunter Mill Road (State Routes 674 and 675) and Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road (State Highway 267)

14. East on Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road to a point approximately 1,800 feet east of its intersection with Spring Hill Road (State Route 684)

15. East on a non-visible line located within the Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road right-of-way, following the northern boundary of census blocks 510594802012019, 510594802012018, and 510594802012024, to Interstate 495 (Capital Beltway)

16. South on Interstate 495 approximately 150 feet to Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road
17. Southeast on Washington Dulles Access and Toll Road to Magarity Road (State Route 650)

18. Northeast on Magarity Road to Great Falls Road (State Route 694)

19. Northwest on Great Falls Road approximately 225 feet to its intersection with Hunting Avenue/Magarity Road

20. Northeast on a line, the southern boundary of census block 510594708001004, to Evers Drive

21. North on Evers Drive to Chain Bridge Road

22. East and the northeast on Chain Bridge Road to Dolley Madison Boulevard (State Route 123)

23. East on Dolley Madison Boulevard to Ballantrae Lane

24. South on Ballantrae Lane to an unnamed tributary of Pimmit Run, said tributary being the northeast boundary of census block 510594704001003

25. Southeast on said tributary to an unnamed perennial shore line shown on census maps and identified as Pimmit Run on topographical maps
26. East on Pimmit Run, following the northern boundary of census blocks 510594704004000, 510594703001018, 510594703001021, and 510594703001031, to the Arlington County-Fairfax County boundary

B. Part 2 of Fairfax County south and west of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at a point where a power line intersects the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary line, said boundary being the center line of the Occoquan River, approximately 1970 feet southwest of the terminus of Occoquan Overlook Drive
2. Northeast on said power line to Ox Road (State Route 123)

3. Southeast on Ox Road approximately 50 feet to a point

4. Northeast on a line to a power line
5. Northeast on said power line, crossing Silverbrook Road (State Route 600) and Village Shops Drive, and then continuing east on said power line to Hooes Road
6. North on Hooes Road to Fairfax County Parkway (County Road 7100)

7. Northeast on Fairfax County Parkway approximately 2,500 feet to a road, unnamed on census maps but identified as Hooes Road on other maps and being the western boundary of 510594326001003

8. North on said road to Middle Run

9. West on Middle Run and along the center line of Huntsman Lake to Cherry Run

10. Northwest on Cherry Run, crossing Cottontail Court, to a power line, the western boundary of census block 510594324021000
11. Southwest on said power line to Fairfax County Parkway (County Road 7100)/Pohick Road (State Route 640)

12. Northwest on Fairfax County Parkway/Pohick Road to Ox Road (State Route 123)

13. North on Ox Road to Braddock Road (State Route 620)

14. West on Braddock Road to its intersection with Union Mill Road (State Route 659) and New Braddock Road

15. West on New Braddock Road to a stream, unnamed on census maps but identified as Little Rocky Run on other maps

16. South on said stream, Little Rocky Run, to Compton Road (State Route 658)

17. West on Compton Road to Centreville Road (State Route 28)

18. Northeast on Centreville Road to a point northwest of the terminus of Grainery Road

19. Southwest on a line, the southeast boundary of census block 510594913012001, to the terminus of Grainery Road

20. Southwest on Grainery Road to Harvest Mill Court

21. North on Harvest Mill Court approximately 635 feet to an unnamed road, part of the northern boundary of census block 510594313012001

22. East on said road to its terminus and continuing east in a straight line to Centreville Road

23. Northeast on Centreville Road to New Braddock Road

24. West on New Braddock Road to Centerwood Drive

25. Southwest on Centerwood Drive to Old Centreville Road

26. Southwest on Old Centreville Road to Old Mill Road

27. Northwest on Old Mill Road approximately 0.35 miles to a point

28. Southwest on a line, the northwestern boundary of census block 510594913012004, approximately 560 feet to a power line
29. Northwest on said power line to Lee Highway (United States Highway 29)

30. Northeast on Lee Highway to Cub Run

31. North on Cub Run to an unnamed tributary approximately 1,600 feet north of a pipeline, said pipeline being the northwestern boundary of census block 510594911033010

32. Northeast on said tributary to said pipeline, part of the northwestern boundary of census block 510594911032001

33. Northeast on said pipeline, along the median of Belcher Farms Drive, to Stone Road

34. North on Stone Road to Awbrey Patent Drive

35. East on Awbrey Patent Drive to Big Rocky Run

36. South on Big Rocky Run to Lee Highway (United States Highway 29)

37. East on Lee Highway to Interstate 66

38. Northeast on Interstate 66 to Stringfellow Road (State Route 614/615)

39. North on Stringfellow Road to Big Rocky Run

40. East on Big Rocky Run to Middle Ridge Drive

41. North on Middle Ridge Drive to Point Pleasant Drive

42. West on Point Pleasant Drive to Majestic Lane

43. North on Majestic Lane to Lee Jackson Memorial Highway (United States Highway 50)

44. Southeast on Lee Jackson Memorial Highway to West Ox Road (State Route 608)

45. North on West Ox Road to a point 295 feet north of the intersection of West Ox Road and Ox Ridge Road

46. East on a line approximately 200 feet and then southeast on a line approximately 535 feet, following the boundary of census block 510594817013009, to Waples Mill Road (State Route 664)

47. East on Waples Mill Road to a stream, not named on census maps but identified as Difficult Run on other maps

48. Northeast on said stream, Difficult Run, to Vale Road (State Route 672)

49. Northeast and then southeast on Vale Road to Hunter Mill Road (State Route 674)

50. North on Hunter Mill Road to Lawyers Road (State Route 673)

51. Northwest on Lawyers Road to a stream, unnamed on census maps but identified as Little Difficult Run on other maps

52. Southwest on said stream, Little Difficult Run, to Fox Mill Road (State Route 665)

53. Northwest on Fox Mill Road to McLearen Road

54. West on McLearen Road to Lawyers Road (State Route 602)

55. North on Lawyers Road to Fox Mill Road

56. Northwest on Fox Mill Road to Fairfax County Parkway (County Road 7100)

57. Southwest on Fairfax County Parkway to West Ox Road (State Route 608)

58. Northwest on West Ox Road to Horsepen Run

59. Northwest on Horsepen Run to the Fairfax County-Loudoun County boundary

C. Part 1 of Prince William County north of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Lee Highway (United States Highway 15/29) intersects the Fauquier County-Prince William County boundary

2. Northeast on Lee Highway to its intersection with Old Carolina Road and the road to Stonewall Shops Square

3. South and then southeast on the Stonewall Shops Square road, being the western boundary of census block 511539014111000, to Turtle Point Drive

4. Southwest on Turtle Point Drive to Spyglass Hill Loop

5. Counterclockwise on Spyglass Hill Loop to an unnamed road near the point where Spyglass Hill Loop turns northwest, said road being part of the eastern boundary of census block 511539014111007

6. North on said road to its terminus
7.  North on a line, part of the eastern boundary of census block 511539014111007, to an unnamed stream flowing into Lake Manassas, said stream also being part of the eastern boundary of said census block

8.  North on said stream approximately 1015 feet to its intersection with the southern boundary of census block 511539014112029

9. East on said block boundary to Amsterdam Court at a point approximately 350 feet north of the terminus of Amsterdam Court

10. North on Amsterdam Court to Turtle Point Drive

11. East on Turtle Point Drive to Alpine Bay Loop

12. Southeast and then northeast on Alpine Bay Loop to Turtle Point Drive

13. Southeast on Turtle Point Drive to Baltusrol Boulevard

14. North on Baltusrol Boulevard to Lee Highway
15. Northeast on Lee Highway to Interstate 66

16. East on Interstate 66 to Bull Run, being the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary

D. Part 2 of Prince William County contained within a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at a point on Bull Run and the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary directly north of the point where Boundary Avenue changes from a north-south direction to an east-west direction

2. South on a line, the western boundary of census block 511539017022004, to said point on Boundary Avenue

3. South on Boundary Avenue to its intersection with June Street
4. Southwest on a nonvisible extension of Boundary Avenue to the continuation of Boundary Avenue at Yorkshire Lane
5. Southwest on Boundary Avenue to Rugby Road and the corporate limits of the City of Manassas Park

6. Southwest and then southeast on said corporate limits to the corporate limits of the City of Manassas

7. Counterclockwise on said Manassas corporate limits to the point where Dumfries Road (State Route 234) intersects the southeast corporate limits

8. South and then southeast on Dumfries Road to the Occoquan River

9. East on the Occoquan River to the Fairfax County-Prince William County boundary

10. Northwest on the Occoquan River and the Prince William County boundary to Bull Run

11. Northwest on Bull Run and the Prince William County boundary to a point directly north of the point where Boundary Avenue changes from a north-south direction to an east-west direction, the point of beginning
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
