The provisions of § 24.2-302.2 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.
A. Part of Henrico County east of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the point where the Henrico County-City of Richmond boundary intersects the City of Richmond-Chesterfield County boundary on the south bank of the James River approximately 1.4 miles west of the Edward E. Willey Memorial Bridge

Southwest on said boundary line to the center line of the James River at a point where the boundaries of James City County, Isle of Wight County, Surry County, and the City of Newport News meet
Northwest on the center line of the James River, being the James City County-Surry County boundary, to a point due south of the mouth of College Creek

North on a line, the western boundary of census block 510950801013036, to the point where Colonial National Historic Parkway crosses the mouth of College Creek, the point of beginning

4. East across the Nansemond River, following the southern boundary of census blocks 518000753011000 and 518000751024000, to the mouth of Knotts Creek

5. Northeast on a line to the Nansemond River shore line

6. North and then east on the Nansemond River shore line to the City of Suffolk-City of Portsmouth boundary
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
