SIXTH CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT
Sixth. All of Amherst, Augusta, Bath, Botetourt, Highland, Page, Rockbridge, Rockingham, Shenandoah, and Warren Counties; all of the Cities of Buena Vista, Harrisonburg, Lexington, Lynchburg, Roanoke, Staunton, and Waynesboro; part of Bedford County comprised of the Big Island Elem School (502), Boonsboro Elem School (505), Boonsboro Ruritan Club (506), Forest Elem School (401), Forest Youth Athletic Assoc. (304), Knights Of Columbus Bldg (403), Montvale Elem School (601), Odd Fellows Hall (504), Pleasant View (507), Sedalia Center (503), Suck Springs (704), and Thomas Jefferson Elem School (402) Precincts and part of the New London Academy (301) Precinct; and part of Roanoke County comprised of the Bonsack (402), Burlington (202), Castle Rock (305), Cave Spring (503), Clearbrook (505), Cotton Hill (501), Garst Mill (306), Hollins (206), Hunting Hills (507), Lindenwood (405), Mount Pleasant (406), Mount Vernon (506), Mountain View (203), North Vinton (403), Oak Grove (304), Ogden (504), Orchards (205), Penn Forest (502), Plantation (201), Poages Mill (302), South Vinton (404), and Windsor Hills (303) Precincts.
Precincts shall be interpreted to refer to those in existence on April 1, 2011, and as reported by the United States Bureau of the Census in the 2010 Census reports provided pursuant to United States Public Law 94-171, notwithstanding subsequent changes made by localities. 

The following descriptions are provided for information purposes only pursuant to § 30-264 of the Code of Virginia.  The provisions of § 24.2-302.2 of the Code of Virginia, including the statistical report referenced in and on file with the Clerk of the House of Delegates, shall be controlling in any legal determination of the district boundary.
A. Part of Bedford County north and west of a line described as follows:
1. Beginning at the intersection of Porters Mountain Road (State Route 607) and Bore Auger Road (State Route 699) at the Bedford County-Botetourt County boundary

2. East, then northeast, and then east on Porters Mountain Road to Mountain View Church Road

3. East on Mountain View Church Road to Sandy Ford Road (State Route 616)

4. East on Sandy Ford Road approximately 1.4 miles to an unnamed road, the northern boundary of census block 510190306051059

5. East on said road, following  said block boundary and the boundary between Montvale Elem School and Shady Grove Baptist Church 2010 VTDs, to the top of Porters Mountain as shown on topographical maps

6. North on a line, following said VTD boundary and the eastern boundary of census blocks 510190306051060 and 510190306051010, to Quarterwood Road (State Route 689)

7. East on Quarterwood Road to Wilkerson Mill Road (State Route 726)

8. Northeast on Wilkerson Mill Road approximately 180 feet to Goose Creek

9. North on Goose Creek to North Fork Goose Creek

10. North on North Fork Goose Creek to a tributary entering said creek approximately 565 feet north of Otey Farm Road

11. East on said tributary, following the northern boundary of census blocks 510190306053074 and 510190306053075, to Murray Hollow Road (State Route 717)

12. East and then north on Murray Hollow Road to Cool Springs Road (State Route 692)

13. North and then east on Cool Springs Road to its terminus and the beginning of an unnamed private road

14. East and then north on said private road, following the eastern boundary of census block 510190306053115, to an unpaved trail, the northern boundary of said block

15. North and west on said trail to its terminus

16. Northwest on a nonvisible line, being the eastern boundary of census block 510190306053060 and the Thaxton Elementary School-Montvale Elementary School 2010 VTD boundary, to another unpaved dirt road

17. North on said dirt road to Peaks Shadow Road

18. North on Peaks Shadow Road to its intersection with Murrells Gap Road (State Route 680) and a private road

19. North approximately 550 feet on said private road to its intersection with an unpaved road

20. East and the north on said unpaved road, following the southern and eastern boundaries of census block 510190304011100, to its terminus near the top of Campbells Mountain

21. North and northeast on nonvisible lines and ridge lines, following the eastern boundary of census block 510190306053002 and the Montvale Elementary School-Thaxton Elementary School 2010 VTD boundary, from Campbells Mountain through Cobbs Gap to the ridge line of McFalls Mountain, all as named on topographical maps

22. Northeast on said ridge line, continuing to follow said block and VTD boundaries, to the Bedford County-Botetourt County boundary

23. East on said boundary to the Blue Ridge Parkway

24. Southeast on the Blue Ridge Parkway to Peaks Road (State Route 43)

25. South on Peaks Road to Sheep Creek Road (State Route 614)

26. Southeast on Sheep Creek Road approximately 450 feet to a private road

27. Southwest on said private road, following the Thaxton Elementary School-Odd Fellows Hall 2010 VTD boundary, to a vehicular trail

28. South and then east on said vehicular trail, following said VTD boundary, to a walking trail

29. South on said walking trail and following said VTD boundary to the ridge line at Buzzards Roost, as identified on topographical maps

30. Southeast on said ridge line approximately 2,400 feet to a point

31. Southeast on a line to the headwaters of an unnamed tributary of Sheep Creek, said tributary being part of the northeastern boundary of census block 510190304011020 and the Thaxton Elementary School-Odd Fellows Hall 2010 VTD boundary

32. East and then south on said tributary to Sheep Creek

33. East on Sheep Creek to Big Otter River

34. East on Big Otter River to Lankford Mill Road (State Route 644)

35. East on Lankford Mill Road to Old Colfax Road (State Route 644 continued)

36. East on Old Colfax Road to Elk Creek

37. South, then southeast, then southwest, and then south on Elk Creek to Big Otter River

38. South on Big Otter River to a power line, the southern boundary of census block 510190302021051

39. East on said power line to Jubilation Trail

40. Southeast on Jubilation Trail to Pisgah Road (State Route 708)

41. Northeast on Pisgah Road to the power line

42. East on the power line to Oak Mountain Branch

43. South on Oak Mountain Branch approximately 2425 feet to a point

44. Southeast on a line, following the western boundary of census block 510190302021075, to the terminus of an unnamed road

45. South and then east on said road to Cobbs Creek Drive

46. East on Cobbs Creek Drive to Blackwater Road (State Route 668)

47. South and then southeast on Blackwater Road to Lick Run

48. South on Lick Run to Big Otter River

49. East on Big Otter Rive to the Bedford County-Campbell County boundary

B. Part of Roanoke County east of a line described as follows:

1. Beginning at the point where Interstate 81 intersects the Roanoke County-Botetourt County boundary

2. Southwest on Interstate 81 approximately 1.4 miles to the point where an extension of a tributary of Deer Branch Creek, said extension being the western boundary of census block 511610302052023, would intersect Interstate 81

3. Southwest on said line to the headwaters of said tributary

4. South on said tributary to Deer Branch Creek

5. South on Deer Branch Creek to Peters Creek Road NW (State Route 117)

6. Southwest on Peters Creek Road NW to the point at Wood Haven Road NW where it becomes part of the Roanoke County - City of Roanoke boundary

7. Clockwise east, then south, and then west on said boundary to the Roanoke County-City of Salem boundary

8. West on said boundary to Twelve O'clock Knob Road (State Route 694)

9. South on Twelve O'clock Knob Road to a point approximately 0.3 miles below the crest of Twelve O'clock Knob, said point being the junction of census blocks 511610305001024, 511610305001031, 511610305001041, and 511610305001045

10. Southwest on a line approximately 1,400 feet to a point, following the northwest boundary of census blocks 511610305001045 and 511610305001042 and the boundary of the Green Hill 2010 census VTD with the Oak Grove and then Poages Mill 2010 census VTDs

11. Southwest approximately 1.1 miles on non-visible lines following the northwest boundary of census blocks 511610305001042 and 51161030500102133 and the Green Hill-Poages Mill 2010 census VTD boundary, to an unnamed road leading from the intersection of Twelve O'clock Knob Road and Farm Hill Drive to the crest of Poor Mountain

12. Southwest approximately 0.9 miles on a line, said line being the northwest boundary of census blocks 511610305002138 and 511610305002139 and the Green Hill-Poages Mill 2010 census VTD boundary, to the Poor Mountain ridge line

13. Southwest on the Poor Mountain ridge line approximately 1.8 miles to Poor Mountain Road, said point being the intersection of the Bent Mountain 2010 census VTD boundary with the Green Hill-Poages Mill 2010 census VTD boundary

14. Southwest and the southeast on Poor Mountain Road to a power line, the southwest boundary of census block 511610306002042

15. Southeast on said power line approximately 0.85 miles to a point

16. Southeast on a line, continuing the southeast boundary of census block 511610306002042 and the Bent Mountain-Poages Mill 2010 census VTD boundary, to a power line just west of the point where said power line intersects Bent Mountain Road (United States Highway 221)

17. East on said power line approximately 0.4 miles to a tributary of Back Creek

18. South on said tributary approximately 330 feet to a point

19. Southeast on a line, being the southwest boundary of census block 511610306003006 and the Bent Mountain-Poages Mill 2010 census VTD boundary, approximately 0.8 miles to a point

20. North on a line approximately 210 feet to a point

21. East on a line approximately 1,200 feet, following the southern boundary of census block 511610306003041, to a stream unnamed on census maps but identified as the eastern fork of Dividing Spring Branch on topographical maps and county ordinance

22. Southeast on said stream and then southwest on its western fork to its terminus, following the western boundary of census block 511610306002106

23. South on a line approximately 335 feet to the Roanoke County-Franklin County boundary
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
